
Prime Minister of Newfound- 
foudland, “the Government will 
take the Railway and operate 
it.” The question arises, Why 
and How? The Company is lia­
ble to its men, and is solvent 
Why not then, allow the men to 
pursue their remedies for unpaid 
wages, as other men do? In 
what legal way can the Railway 
be seised by the Government, 
and what may be the effect of 
an illegal seteure? The opera­
ting contract provided for ar­
bitration in case of dispute, and 
eveh the Supreme Court has no 
power prior tq an arbitration. 
If the Government, by forcibly 
seizing the Railway, prevents 
operation by the Company, a 
claim for damages by the Com­
pany, not against it, may arise, 
ftrhaps Sir Richard intends to 
intervene by Act of the Legis­
lature. That sort of over­
riding legislation would be dan­
gerous in the extreme. One 
thing only is certain in this 
connection, and that is the un­
happy fact that the Govern­
ment of the day is composed of 
lightweights in law and states­
manship, and may be confident­
ly counted on to do the "wrong 
thing.
