available standing army, she found it
almost impossible to raise any more,

Duriog these fourteen years he must
be ready to serve in the Boer army on
twelve hours’ notice, and he would be
frequently called upon to serve
without pay, clothing, or even food,
which he must provide for himself,
At the eud of these fourteen years of
degrading humiliation he would not
be allowed to vote for auy office worth
votiug for, uuless his humble petition
was approved by two-thirds of hi
Boer neighbors, by the military chief
of his district, and finally by Mr.
Kruger himself. Neither would he
be ailowed to vote then unless he
were 40 years of age ”

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NOTES AND COMMENTS.

The British Generals from Lord
Roberts down, have our sympathy.
There are about as many people who
know how to run thkis war better than
they do, as there are people who know
how to run a newspaper better than
the editor,

We are pleased to see that the
Globe has taken up the case of Lieut-
Col. Sam Hughes, M. P., who has
been so badly treated by some one in
connection with the Canadian con-
tingent to South Africa. After being
refused a position in the 1st conun-
gent, presumably on account of a
little difference with General Hutton,
he sailed for Cape Town on his own
accouit, and there endeavored to
secure a commission in some branch
of the army, but found ail avenues
closed, no doubt by reports sent
from this country by some one in
authority., This seems very unjust
to the man who was the very first to
suggest the sending of a Canadian
contingent to South Africa. Lieut-
Col. Hughes advertised for volunteers
for the war, and when rebuked by
Geueral Hutton he replied that as a
member of Parlament he was free to
call on his own countrymen as he had
done. This annoyed General Hutton,
and was the beginning of the trouble,
The Globe says : “If this is
the case, we can ouly say that the
offence, if offence it may be called,
was trivial in the extreme, and cer-
tainly did not deserve the punishment
of military ostracism. It wou!d be
pernaps just as well to have it uunder-
stood at the outset that while this is
a British country it is also a demo-
eratic country, and that it intends to
conduct its miiitary business as well

as its other business on that basis.
It will not submit to have a good
soldier humiliated or discouraged

because his enthusiasm breaks the
bonds of military red tape, or disturbs
the dignity of anybody. Military
science is advancing too rapidly in
these days for red tape or dignity,and
the nation which wants to hold its
own in war will adopt business meth-
ods in the army, and will use eathusi-
asm and ability wherever it can be
found. Wedo not know at present
who is to blame for the extraordinary
treatment to which Lieut.-Col. Hughes
has been subjccted, but we think
that the Parliament of which he is a
member ought to take care that the
matter is very thoroughly investi
gated.
