Muscovites’ New Alignment 
Meant As Defence Against 

Invasion.

Petrograd, July 3.—The present align­

ment of the tremendous forces engaged 
in Galicia and Southern Russia is rough- 
ly divisable into two 75-mile fronts, one 
running north from Halicz and the 
Gnila Lipa River and the other trav­
eling east from the junction of the San 
and Vistula rivers. Together the fronts 
form an obtuse angle at SokaL on the 
River Bug, and on the Galician side of 
the Russian border.

Although the Germans recently gained 
new positions to the north of Halicz, 
where they fortified the left bank of the 
Gnila Lipa, a preponderance of the 
forces and the chief energy of the Aus- 
tro-Germans were employed at the 
north end to advance into the provinces 
of Lublin and Kholm along a front ex­
tending from the Vistula to the Bug 
River.

In this region, especially in the east­
ern half between the River Vieprz and 
the Bug. the Germans are making 
steady, if not spectacular, progrès*. The 
encounters in this section have not 
been characterized by pitched battles, 
but they consist chiefly of rearguard 
actions followed by Russian counter, 
attacks and orderly retirement.

Russian commentators describe the 
retreat from Tanew as so "artistic and 
secret" that there were scarcely any 
rearguard battles. This retreat was 
caused, military experts say, by the 
progress of the Austro-Germans to­
wards Lublin and Kholm and the pres­
ence of considerable forces along the 
Vistula. Being flanked on both sides, 
the Russian Tanew position became 
untenable.

The Galician campaign is regarded by 
Russian officers to have come to an 
end The new alignment of forces is 
intended as a defence of Russian ter 
ritory against invasion.

The of­
fences were disorderly conduct, truancy, 
theft, damage to property, assault, 
vagrancy, trespass, smoking cigarettes, 
neglected children, breach of bylaw, 
breaking and entering and receiving 
stolen goods—261 in all. Of these, 52 
were allowed to go on suspended sen- 
tence, 51 fined, 137 discharged, restitu- 
tior was made in three cases, 4 were 
committed to industrial schools. 9 were 
delivered over to the guardianship of 
the Children’s Aid Society, and 5 bound 
over to keep the peace.

The report contains many touching 
true stories of little ones who have been 
rescued by the shelter in the city and 
county and grown up to useful citizen­
ship as a result of being given a chance 
to live in the right kind of environment.
