Fortunes of Miners Returning
on Sunday.

Cook’s Inlet as Well as Klondyke
Sends Its Treasure to Swell
the Total.

Hundreds of Successful Ones Now
Coming Coastward over the
Dalton Trail.

Within the past forty-eight hours Vic-
toria has received ample additional
testimony, visible and material, of the
richness of the auriferous streams of the
North. The steamers City of Seattle,
Rosalie and City of Topeka have re-
turned, and not one, but all, have hadl
among their passengers home-bound
miners whose fortunes have been made
either on the upper waters of the Yukon,
in the partially forgotten bench dig-
gings of Cook’s Inlet, or in old Cassiar.

Over a million dollars in Klondyke

and see that nothing is wasted. Proba-
bly one hundred and fifty miners in all
are now on their way out via the Dalton
trail, and as each is bringing all the
gold he can transport, the prospect of
interesting news by each Northern
steamer arriving during several months
to come is most encouraging.

The Maloney party, also returning by
the Seattle, and less than thirty days
from Dawson, have among their seven
members nupwards of sixty thousand dol-
lars in dust and almost ten times this
amount in credits, while the majority of
them are counting upon making their
‘ big clean up’’ in the spring.

Dawson, rather than of the treasure that
has rewarded their endurance of Arctic |
privations.

In fact so silent had this little com-
pany of men and women been on the
voyage down from Dyea that many of
their companion passengers did not
know until Victoria was reached that
they had been travelling on a treasure
ship whose name is perhaps destined to
become as famous as that of the Faral-
lon in connection with the Xlondyke
boom.

The Rosalie, which did not touch
here, but called for coal at Nanaimo in
the early morning hours, had as one of
her pasesengers Pat Galvin, one of the
Klondyke kings, with a neat little for-
tune stowed away, and a nugget that
was the admiration of all beholders and
tipped the scales at $385. The treasure
on the Rosalie aggregated in value about
$175,000, and the Topeka yesterday
brought a quarter of a million more—the '
latter being chiefly the property of
twenty or more miners returning from
Cook’s inlet for the winter.

TREASURES OF THE KLONDYKE.

Popular Superstition Contradicted by Thir-
teen Returning Miners From
the North,

More than a million dollars in gold
dust and drafts was brought here on
Sunday afternoon by thirteen miners |
from the Upper Yukon, who had crossed
to Dyea by the Dalton trail—two of
themn accompanied by their wives—and
taken passage by the City of Seattle
from there, glad to escape the pos-
gible pinch of famine in opulent
Dawson City. For convenience gake
the majority brought their wealth
in the prosaic form of orders
upon the Alaska Commercial Company’s
officers in San Francisco, Wilson Miz-
ner, owner of the discovery claim on
famous Eldorado, as well as of claim
30 on Bonanza creek, being a notable
exception. He had with him fifty avoir-
duopois pounds of yellow gold to keep a
a watchful eye upon, worth upwards- of
fourteen thousand dollars at a moderate
estimate, and this is but a very small
portion of his winnings from the frozen
north.

““To tell the truth,’”” he said while the |
Seattle remained at the dock here, ‘* the |
country up there is full of gold, and now '
that the prospectors are pouring in, you !
may expect to hear of new creeks dis-!
covered every day or so that will rival
Bonanza or Eldorado.”

Mr. Mizner is a brother of the resident
Journal-Examiner correspondent in the
upper Yukon, who with him is interested
in the Eidorado and Bonanza creeks, as |
well as on the Hunker and in Frenclht
gulch, the latter being the latest dis-|
covered minitg territory and a very |
promising greund. The old claim on
the Eldorado is being worked faithfully
by the Mizners, and in return is yield-
ing them from one to four hundred '
ouuces & day—enabling them to put
away each weck wihat many would re- |
gard as a moderate fortune,

Tbe French Gulch discoveries are
credited to Dan Sander, who is now
working the discovery claim at the mouth |
of the gulch, and taking out when Miz-
ner left as high as $120 to the pan, with
$75 as the average. Twenty-nine other
claims on the gulch were spoken of as
equally rich.

Mr. Mizoper estimates that two tons of |
gold will go down the river on the first
steamer sailing in the spring, and t at
the upper Yukon’s production of gold
next year will not be less than one hun-
dred million dollars. When he left!
Dawson, the commercial company had |
balf a million in dust stored in their
eafes, and were refusing further deposits,
so that the coal oil tins in the miners’
tents and cabins were again filling up
with the precious dust.

The food problem was still engaging
most serious attention, and although
through recent receipts of live stock and
the departure of a considerable portion

supplies having been taken possession of
by the general protection committee for
the common good. The less self-reliant
members of the community are already
taking alarm in consequence of the com-
panies having declined further eales of
provisions, and all who can are now
making their way back to civilization,
npwards of two hundred men, with a few
women, being said to have started for
the coast over the Dalton trail with all
the gold that it is possible for them to
carry through. That they will experi-
ence great difficulty in makiog the trip
goes without saying. It is, however,
equally certain that the majority will get
through with interesting tales of adven-
ture to relate. !

Of course the condition of affairs at
Dawson is greatly improved by this
migration and by recent receipts of cat-
tle, but it is nevertheless an unenviable
condition still. The supplies ingoing

f that bad reached the Yukon end of the

Dalton trail by the first“of the present
month will probably get through—but
no more. The snow lies five feet deep
already for 150 miles or more, and is as
yet too feathery to permit of even snow-
shoe travel.

Mr. and Mrs. George Bounds, Maurice
Roeenstein and F. J. Duemstrom were
others who came through by the Dalton
route and the City of Seattle. They all
have plenty of money, and while declin-
ing even to approximate their own for-
tunes, say that the individual holdings
of those who came down and are on the
way—this applying of course only to the
mining men—vary between $20,000 and
$200,000, $35,000 or thereabouts being a
fair average, aund this including the esti-
value of claime as well
as of the gold already mined and
wmarketable. Mr Bounds, it will be
remembered, went in this spring with
45 head of castle, which being the first
stock to arrive paturally brought hand-
sume prices. The miners had not cleaned
up at that time, and so $13,000 worth of
the beet was disposed of.on credit, When
the washing wae done the miners paid
their bills, not a single dollar of indebt-
eduess being evaded. Mr, Boands then
became iuterested with George McCor-
mack in claim 3, Eldorado, which has
thus eariy in the day proved iteelf a
golden investment. Mrs. Bounds went
in by the river route to join her hus-
band at Dawson, and' came back over
the trail as courageously as any of the
men, and as safely.

Robert Anderson, another of the just-
down passengers, has been in the coun-
try but a few monthe, h ving gone there

| as the representative of a London firm of

mine operators, which will now apply
for a concession of three miles on one of
the Klondyke tributaries. If the de-
sired rights are secured, development
will proceed promptly. Mr. Anderson
does not in the meanwhile care to enter
into particulars of his project until he
has laid his propositlon betore the gov-
ernment at Ottawa, whither he is now
bound. He says, however, that tke
scheme has the approval and endorsa-
tion of the gold commissioner at Daw-
son, Mr. Fawcett.

It is to Mr. Anderson that Victorians
are indebted for the information that
just the day previous to his departure
from the Klondvke capital—on Septem-
ber 4—the residence of the gold com-
missioner there was burglarized and
$4,000 in dust secured. The miners sus-
pect eome newcomer in view of the (in
their opinion) paltrynecs of the theft,
aud the police expect to ep-edily appre-
hend the offender. The case is notable as
the first example of thieving at Dawson
in many weeks, good order being the gen-
eral rule and lawlessness the rare excep-
tion. Unfortunately good health cannot be
associated with good order in speaking
of Diwson, for scurvy and tvphoid—
the town being built over a swamp—
have sudly afflicted many residents dur-
ing the past three or four months.

The just-returned Klondykers might
have saved themselves the inconvenience
of packing out provisions for the home-
ward tranip bad they but known it, for
all along the trail they found pack
horees lying dead with their stores still
strapped to their packs, and the property
of anyone who might eare to take posses-
sion. *

AND NOW IT IS COOK’S INLET.

Fortunate Miners With Their Gold Reach
Victoria on the “ City of Topeka.”

Not all the gold that is coming down
from the North has been taken out of
the Upper Yukon, for the steamer City
of Topeka, which reached Victoria yes-
terdav from Alaska, had aboard over
$200,000 in dust and nuggets that had
been taken from the Cook’s Inlet mines.

The majority of the two hundred or so
passengers aboard were returning from
Skagway and Dyea to spend the winter
South, or to abandon in disgust their at-
tempts to cross the passes into the gold
country. A few more wereon their way
back from the Klondyke with gold, and
there were some twenty-five men from
Cook’s Inlet who were all well satisfied
with their season’s work.

Among the passengers was Mr.J. P,
Hopkins, of San Francisco, who has been

These and others have ad-
ded to the amount taken out and cer-
tainly show that Cook’s Inlet is by no
means played out.”’

Another passenger on the Topeka was
Harry Romaine, who had made his pile
in Dawson City and succeeded in getting
out with twelve or thirteen others. Ro-
maine was reticent as to the amount he
had made, but another passenger, who
had met him at Juneau when he was
having a good time on his return from
Dawson, states that Romaine had $30,000
in his satchel on the Topeka. Romaine
says that there were 8,000 people still in
Dawson and only food for & third of them.
He looksforstarvation and greatsuffering
and remarked that with the large num-
ber of people now on ‘the road and the
scarcity of supplies, the road to Dawson
will be found in the spring strewn with
dead men’s bones.

C. A. Brown was one of the men who
landed in Victoria. He was from Cook’s
Inlet and had a sackful of gold that was
just a comfortable load to carry
off the wharf ae he walked up town with
a companion. He started by the Walla
Walla last night for San Francisco. He
and the other Cook’s Inleters reached
Junean by means of the Dora, arriving
there just in time to catch the Topeka
south,

It is wonderful to see how reticent the
men become when asked as to the
amount of gold they have with them.
They seem, most of them, afraid to state
the amount probably for fear of the
treasure getting wings before they can
bank i safely.

Smith, one oj ghe
returned Klondykers at the Dominion
hotel - last night. The party with
which Mr. Smith was, met the
Cameron party at Fort Selkirk on
September 12, when they were making
ready their rafts to float the cattle down
to the relief of the hungry Dawsonians.
Another party was also met at Fort Sel-
kirk, the Jack Dalton party, with a hun-
dred head of cattle. A band of six hun-
dred head of sheep, in charge of a party
from Montana, was also met, when the
worst of their difficulties were over and
the end of their long journey in sight.
Altogether, Mr. Smith says, nearly 400
head of cattle and 600 sheep have made
Dawson since he left on Septefnber 7.
But there are others who won’t get
through, and must die of starvation.
Among them a large herd of cattle
driven by a butcher from Juneau.

One experience met with on the trail,
the relation of which even yet causes
laughter to Mr. Smith, was not so amus-
ing at least to one of the participants.
A party of three men driving in a few
cattle were evidently divided amongst
themselves, fox one of them, taking ad-
vantage of the temporary absence from
camp of his confreres, went to the tent,
took the shot-gun and rifle which con-
stituted the omly armament carried,
broke the rifle, and with the
shot-gun successfully held up the
other men, ingisting  that he
should be allowed to proceed with one
ox and a horse ¢ that wasn’t his’n’’ and
dared the rightful owner to approach
nearer than fifty yards at his peril. The

morally deficient desperado, calmly
plodding along with his ill-gotten live-
stock, and the rightful owner following
as closely behind as safety would allow;
and in this unsociable order it is prob-
able they are still proceeding.

Mr. Smith says that one noticeable

Mr. Piche fully confirms the worst ac-
counts of the certainty of famine and
estilence, and with his four men he
eft Dawson on September 7, coming out
over the Dalton trail, having barely
enough provisions to carry the party to
Haines’ Landing. He says the trail is
350 miles long from the coast to Five

Finger Rapids, but that for anyone driv-|

As a way out of
the Yukon it is, 1n his opinion, the best,
but as a means of ingress, except for
driven stock, compares unfavorably
with the others which offer better facil-
ities for river transportatiou.

HE IS A KLONDYKE KING.

Pat Galvin and His Big Nugget the Centre
of Attraction on the “ Rosalie.”

Pat Galvin and his big Klondyke nug-
get were the centre of attraction on the
steamer Rosalie, just returned from the
North, which passed Victoria without
calling and reached the Sound early
Sonday morning. Mr. Galvin is one of
the Klondyke kings, and his nugget in
question is one of the famous lumps of
virgin gold yet secured in that famous
region, worth by weight just $385.
The owner of this treasure, with Mrs.
Galvin, John F, Maloney, attorney for
the Treadwell Co., and Frank Back,
formed part of the little company of fif-
teen that has just returned from Dawson
over the Dalton trailand reached Juneau
on the first of the present month.

From fifteen to thirty millions is Mr.
Galvin’s estimate of the gold production
of the Klondyke country for the present
year. When he left Dawson on the 29th
August the prospect of short rations for
this winter had merged into a certainty,
although it was not anticipated that
there would be any actual starvation.
He came out with his companions by
way of the up-river steamer Kuokok,
which fanded him fifteen miles above the
Pelley river, and horses over the Dalton
trail,

.Hunker and Gold Bottom creeks will,
in Mr. Galvin’s opinion, equal if not sur-
pass in richness either the Bonanza or
the Eldorado. Hunker is particularly
promising, claim 33 being regarded as
the superlatively best proposition in all
the Upper Yukon country. Olaim 32
has produced a quantity of nuggets run-
ning all the way from $20 to $200, and
$2.000 to the box is the record of more
than one claim on this wonderful stream.
On Skookum guleh, which enters Bon-
anza creek at No. 2, above discovery,
Galpin not long ago saw $30,000 weighed
out of two box-lengths, that is to say,
24x58 of the sluice. Claim No. 31, also
on Bonanzs, is credited by Mr, Galvin
with a production of "$1,000,000 this sea-
son. It is owned by Oscar Ashley and
Billy Leek, and they would not gell out
at any price,

Asked his opinion as to the Dalton
trail, Mr. Smith says it will never be
popular as a means of getting into the
Yukon country except for those who are
driving cattle, and they must start not
later than June or July or disaster will
overtake them.

‘It is & rough trip, there are lots of
hardships, but there is gold there, and
I am going back again in the spring,”
was the summing up of . this one of the
men who have returned to civilization
and plenty for the winter rather than
face the dangers of a slow death by
starvation.

H. Kenebal, of Seattle, who returned
yesterday from Dyea and Skagway, says

that both trails leading thence are now |27

blocked with snow and the winter will
prove a terrible one for those who are at
the gateways of the passes as well as for
the unfortunates caught on the trails.
He has been engaged with a number of
associates in placing a cable over the
Chilcoot for a Juneau company, who
will be right in line for the handling of
freights when the spring rueh comes.
Mr. Kenebal gays that fully 500
men are encamped for the winter
at Lake Lindeman, and 300 or
more at Lake Bennett. They have had
time to cut timber and build fairly
warm huts, so they do not anticipate
serious hardshipe during the winter, and
will be ready to push on at the advent
of spring. A number of men are also
encamped at Pleasant Point, to which
since the great landslide a considerable
portion of the population of Sheep Camp
have removed.

W. J. Jeffree and Joe Casey are two
Victoriane who returned Sunday from
Skagway. The former reports the Car-
mody party at Lake Bennett ready to
start down the river, and the Behnsen
party aiso at the lakes with their goods.

A LAWYERS LETTER.

Mr. Chudley’s Solicitors Write
Again to the Directors of the
Jubilee -Hospital.

The Communication Referred to a
Special Committee to Take
