Ottawa, April 30.—There Is an In­
crease of over 40 per cent in the Immi­
gration to Canada for the nine months 
ending with March, as compared with 
the same time in the previous year. 
The fiscal period ends with March 31. 
The total number of immigrants was 
126,667, an increase of 37,895 for the 
corresponding period in 1905-06. 
arrivals at ocean ports were 90,008. 
This is an increase of 56 per cent over 
last year. From the United States the 
arrivals were 34,657, an increase of 12 
per cent.
grants from Britain was 43 per cent 
and from continental Europe 75 per 
cent, as compared with the previous 
year.

Of the immigrants reported at ocean 
ports during the nine months, 58,875 
were men, 19,311 females and 16,822 
children under 12 years.

For the month of March the returns 
are the highest on record.

Most of the Chinese occupants were 
at work at the time the conflagration 
started, but those who were in camp 
by energetic efforts succeeded in sav­
ing most of their effects. The origin 
of the fire is unknown.
