STRAIGATENING THE DON

—_—
A LARGE GATHERING AT ST. LAW-
RENCE HALL.

—g s

Resolutions Adopted in Favor of Carrying on the
Work as a Local Improvement—A Glowing
Picture of tho Marsh Lands.

For years the Don, being a stream of a
sluggish and phlegmatic - disposition, has
calmly submitted to the insults heaped
upon it, and only occasionally revenged
itself by overflowing its banks.. At last,
however, its slumbering ambition has been
aroused and it sees in itself an incipient
Mersey, its bosom covered with forests of
shipping, its banks lined with dry docks;
teeming warehouses and immense factories.
The inhabitants of its banks have caught
the enthusiasm ; they do not see why they

should always be choked =with bad smells,
shaken to pieces with ague and derided by
the arcogant west-enders, and they swore
by all the varied odors of the Don that this
kind of thingshould last no longer.
¢« They held a council, standing
Beside the river gate.”

The ambiquitous speculator, seeing that
it was going to be a good thing, lent his
voice to the general shout ; and the result
was a public meeting in St. Lawrence hall-
on Saturday night. There was a large at-
tendance, representative of gll ciasses, The
inhabitant was there, Wanting to see his
beloved though sinning river raised into
respectability ; the property-owner, dream-
ing of sales at §50 a foot ; the speculator,
geeing in the thing a prospect of a little
Pacific syndicate ; the alderman, whose
purposes no man can divine, and the M.P.,
who cou'd *ell them a thing or two about
how the scheme would be viewed at Otta-
wa. Nor was the affable mayor wanting,
nor the local journalist whose motto is:
“ Fidus et audax.”

The meeting was opened by the mayor,
who said he had been induced to look into
the matter by observing how in the United
States similar streams had been utilized,
pa: ticularly the Chicago river. &

Mr. Platt, M.P. said he had introduced
the bill incorporating the company at the
last session of parliament, had got it
through the house of commons and had
then withdrawn it because he learned that
it would be impossible to get. it passed by
the %!ate. While in Ottawa he had re-
ceived a letter from the Grand Trunk rail-
way stating that they would oppose the
scheme, and was confident'they were hostile
to it.

Ald. Davies moved the following resolu-
tion: :

That this meeting considers it desirable in the
people’s interest that the Don river, from Gerrard
street southwards, should be straightened, widened
and deepened, and also made navigable.

If the scheme were carried out they would
soon see factories rising on the banks and
would besides rid the neighborhood of its
bad sanitary character. He was pretty
sure the Grand Trunk had been working
against the project at Ottawa before they
openly o%posed it,

Ald. Hallum, in seconding the motion
expressed his opinion that the work should
be carried on under the iocal improvement
aet. He advised the residents of Riverside
and Leslieville to annex those villages to
Toronto. This latter suggestion called
forth some expressions of disproval from the
audience.

The resolution was then put and carried
amid great applause. :

Mr. Jonn Smith of Riverside was alse in
favor of carrying on the work as a local im-
provement.

Mr. Boultbee, M. P., while opposed to
the idea of a private company carrying on
the work, did not think the whole expense
should be borne by the property-holders in
the immediate vicinity. The benefit wonld
accrue to the whole city, and the work
should be carried on by them.

Mr. R. W. Prettie did not think the work
could be done otherwise than by a private
company. If it were carried out, he firmly
believed that the Don woull be the.centre
of the city. He concluded by moving a
resolution to the effect that the work be
undertaken by a private company.

Mr. Kehoe said he would be very glad
to see the Don *' go ahead well,” and re-
sumed his seat amid great applause.

Mr. W. W. Hodson, representing the
small property holders, thought it was-not
fair to take away their land and give them
a money compensation, but that they
should get aa.equal amount of land in the
vicinity.

Mr. Prettie’s motion was seconded by
Mr. Leslie.

Mr. Doel, J.P., addressed himself more
particularly to the sanitary aspect of the
question, and also spoke of the capabilities
of the river for shipping.

Ald. Kent was opposed to letting the
city carry on the work, as they had hicher-
to been very unfortunate in such under-
taking. He suggested that for the present
they should be contented with petitioning
the government at Ottawa to have the
river dredged.

Mr. E. P. Roden said he was one of
those who had suggested to the engineer
the propriety of making a report. That
report had been submitted and showed that
$500,000 would maxke a river 10 feet deep
and 200 feet wide from the Esplanade to
the Gerrard street bridge. They must re-
member that the city owned 1500 acres of
marsh in St. Lawrence ward, and if the
Don were straightened that would be worth
$1000 an acre which would raise a fund of a
million and a half.

Mr. Clarke next opposed Mr. Prettie’s
resolution, which was then put and lost
amid applause.

Ald. Davies, seconded by Mr. John
Smith, then moved a resolution, the effect
of which was that the work should be
carried on as a local improvement with the
assistance of the city and connty, and that
Mr. Roden’s suggestion about the marsh
land should be adopted.

Mr. Doel thought they should adjourn
in order to give time to consider the resolu-
tion.

Ex.-Ald. Martin thought the meeting
was quite ready to take action.

The motion was then put and carried
almost unanimously, only four or five hands
being raised against it.
