Two Well-to-do Farmers Charged With
Nearly Killing a Man.

Loxpox, Jan. 7.—Warrants have been

Burk’s hotel. The Boyds gave Carroll a
terrible beating, cutting his head in a fear-
ful manner. He escaped from their
clutches and ran to the woodshed for an
axe. He made frantic efforts to use it on
the Boyds, but was prevented by Mrs.
Burk and Mr. Rosser. The Boyds will be
brought to the city to-morrow.

A Draggist’s Strange Freak.

On Friday night last Essex Center, Ont.,
was thrown into a state of excitement by
the sound of a rapid succession of pistol
shots echoing from a drug store on the
main street.  Immediately attending the
firing came issuing from the establishment
in question a number of young men, some
of them bareheaded, followed by their
employer, revolver in hand, whe still kept
up the fusilade. A constable arriving on
the scene, assisted by some of the towns-
people, succeeded in capturing the drug-
gist, who was found to be Mr. N. St
Marie. It appears for some time past Mr.
St. Marie has been unusaally depressed;
whatever the trouble was it culminated on
the evening in question and assumed de-
cided symptoms of insanity, - and having
procured a revolver he gave his employes
to understand he was under the necessity
of shooting them. Fortunately they suc-
ceeded in making good their retreat, After
the druggist got out in the street he ran
up and down brandishing his Wweapon in a
reckless manner till finally exhausted he
fell into the hands of his captors and is
now safe from committing further harm.,

AN AMERICAN CUSTOMS UNION.

A Cohgressman’s Scheme for Meeting
European Competition.

WasHINGTON, Jan. 7.—Representative
Townshend said of his joint resolution re-
questing the' presideut to invite the gov-
ernments of all American nations to estab-
lish the American customs union, that the
objects of the union were to develop the
internal resouirces of American countries
and furnish more extensive markets for
the products of each, he commerce of
South America, Central America and
Mexico amounts to about $700,000,000
annually, The imports, mainly of manu-
factured articles, amount to over $300,-
000,000. Of this Great Britain and France
furnish a much larger amount than the
United States, while the United States
ought to control almost the entire .com-
merce.

The Improvement of Ocean Travel,

WasHiNcTON, Jan, 7.—General Rosen-
crans presented to the house to-day the
memorial of Capt. Chas, (. Lundborg, de-
scribing a novel design for fast ocean
steamships. A number of eminent ship
owners and naval architects express entire
confidence that large ships built according
to this design wﬂfe have greater speed,
safety, and carrying capacity than any
ships bailt before. It is alleged that
models of the invention have been tested
and that the comparative speed is 24 knots
an hour.

Illegality of Discriminating Rates.
CLevELAND, O., Jan. 7.—In the suit of
Shurmer, Teagle & Co., to enjoin the Lake
Shore road from discrilninuting rates in
the shipment of oil, the court to-day
granted an injunction saying the defendant
as a common carrier is bound to serve the
whole public alike. Irregularity in rates
tends to foster monopolies and discourage
investment of small fortunes in industrial
enterprises. The discrimination in the
rates was alleged to favor the Standard Oil
company.

A Chinese Laundryman Murdered.
NEw York, Jan. 7.—Lu Ling, Chinese
laundryman, was found murdered at his
place of business with fourteen stab wounds
in the back. A Chinaman named Lu Fang
was seen in the shop late yesterday and
arrested, but he protested his innoc.engc,
It is thought Lung may have been a victim
of a secret organization which was said to
exist among the Chinese of this country and
which exacts the penalty of death from
those who disobey its laws.

The Connecting Rods Brﬁﬁe.

Parenopgr, T. 1., Jan. 7. The con.
