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‘Ontarto and the Northwest.
Bystander says that the plah of building

a Canadian_Pacific railway at all was a'

mistake from the beginning. American
railways wonld have done the commercial
basiness ' for us, ‘what nonsense, then, to
<expend:many millions in the building of a

Canadian railway for political purposes

only. - But Bystander ~ is sound
on’ the ' practical point all the
time. He says that, having committed
ourselves to the enterprise, and having
. risked so much, we must “go the whole
hog,” and *“do the thing up brown.” That
is not, of course, the professor’s language,
but it carries his meaning. And heeven
gives us a hint that our Intercolonial and
Pacific railway expenditures may turn to
something, after all. Butheregardsitasan
_experiment, and not one which he would

nave advised.
In the Week of Feb. 28 Bystander said:

Exception has been taken in several quar-
tors to the statement that the chief burden of a
wasteful pelicy was borne by Ontario. The

hrase may not have been precisely accurate,
but nobody could take the writer to mean
that the import duties were higher for "S-
tario than for the other provinces, Ontario is
the largest taxpayer because she is the largest
consumer, not only in the aggregate, but in
proportion to her population. oreover she
doés not receive back a part of her taxes in
the form Of better terms. What will she gain
by the Pacific railway? Merely, as it would
seem, the gratification of staring like a cow at
the passing train. The trafilc will be carried
past her to the seaboard. That her manufac-
turers will long be able to retain exclusive
possession of the Northwest market, nobody
who has marked the rmini spirit of the North-
west will be inclined to believe.

Grip has thought this a good subject, and
has pictured Ontario as a cow, looking at
the passing train, with Dr. Smith pointing
an umbrella as if telling her to look at it.
The intention is, of course, to suggest that
Ontario’s contribution to the Pacific rail-
way is thrown away. The traffic will go
past our doors; what good tous? We beg
to suggest that both the Professor’s cow
and Grip’s bird are behind the age on this
guestion.

Ontario does profit by the Northwest,
and it is only the national policy that en-
ables her todo so. But for that, dominion
expenditures towards opening up the
Northwest would have gone all to the
profit of St. Paul, Milwaukee, Chicago,
Cleveland, Detroit, Buffalo and New York.
1t is national policy to keep within the
nation, as far as possible, the expenditures
of the new country which we are spending
millions to build up. 5

But willit pay? We say, it will pay!
and the interest of Outario in the North-
west is Jenormous.  Ontario commercial
houses are selling goods there, and the
recent collapse has left some of them
minus on that particular trade. But they
all know that a change is at hand. Two
years fair trade with the Northwest, after
this, will recoup all losses, and then a
fresh start may be taken.

As regards supplying the Northwest,
Ontario manufacturers ‘‘hold the fort.’
Grip’s idea of traffic slipping past Ontario
is weak; it is wanting in coherence with
the facts. Let us get down to particulars.
What traffic do you mean ? If you mean
the transportation outwar¥ of Northwest
produce we grant that you are right there.
If English millers buy Manitoba wheat
it need never even pass through Toronto,
though Toronto merchants may of course
do the intermediate business, if they have
the capital and the enterprise to do it.

What Bystander and Grip both fail to

see is—Ontario’s interest as a manufacturer
for the Northwest. And, not only as a
manufacturer, but also as a wholesale im-
porter, doing husiness with the new coun-
try. In only one way can the cars go past
with the Ontario cow looking on. North-
west wheat may go past us to England,
but,” what matter? If we sell goods
to the. Northwest, that will do.
Grip’s picture of the Pacific train
going past Ontario will seem a par-
ticularly absurd one to many business men
in Ongario, who know that no small por-
tion of the best business lies west. We
contradict Grip right straight. The train
—that is, the train that we care for—does
not go past Ontario. Not much: we are
running that train ourselves, and we think
we know how it goes.

The Esplanade Settlement.

“Evérything is lovely and the goose
hangs high.”, The Esplanade difficulty is
settled. It was certain enough beforehand
that the railway companies would have the
controlling voice in the settlement; but,
w importe, perhaps the city council did as
well as a city council could be expected to do
under the circumstances. The most pro-
nounced feature in the whole affair is the
agreement of the Grand Trunk and the
Canada Pacific, in re Toronto. The
Grand Trunk, mirabile dictu, offers
its hand to the Ontario and Quebec, and a
riendly grasp takes place here, let the war
ragein London and Ottawa as it may.
Well, this Toronto Esplanade difficulty
was a bard one, surelyi and we may be
-’lad to have it settled in any reasonable
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manner. All thinge considered, probably
the couacil has dgue the hest that gould be
be done for the ‘&ity under the ecircum-
stances. .

The Liquor Prade In New York State.
In view of the agitation and action
against the liquor traffic in Ontario and |
throughout the dominion generally,it might ‘
be interesting for all concerned to ‘know l
what the menenguged in the trade in the |
adjoining state of New York are doing to
protect their rights. ‘A large and repre-
sentative meetimg of liquor dealers was
held at Utiea Wednesday, when ‘an asso-
ciation was orgatiized and a platform ‘laid
down, substantially as follows :

*The business of liquor dealers'is declared
to be legitimate and worthy of protéction
and respect by the laws of the state. The
dealers have, with other citizens, as a com-
mon object the advancement of the inter-
ests ofithe whole people. = Dealers intend
to see’ that their rights are respected, and
they consider themselves entitled to the
respect of all. It is not their intention to
ask from the different political parties a
fair and explicit excisé¢law, but they are
determined to organize in every assembly
district for the preservation of their liber-
ties as business men. They denource
high licénse and prohibition bills as inimi-
‘cal to the freedom of the masses.  They
denounce those who interfere with their
business and; ask . legislation to repeal'the
civil damage act, and -also ask' the public

in the crusade against liquor déalers.
Delegates say the organization is not po-
litical, except that it will oppose the elec-
tion of men inimical to their interests, and
seek the election of those who are in sym-
pathy with them.

Excess of Imagination.

. We have still another crow to pluck
with Grip. He pictares *“‘hard times” as
a fact, with Sir Leonard saying that pro-
tection didn’t bring him here; and Sir
Richard saying that it did. We meet all
this, not with any twist of logic, but with
flat denial of the fact. Plump, square and
straightforward we say that hard timesare
not here, except in connection with old
country paupers, who have been thrown
on Canadian charity. Sir Leonard need not
apologize for that; the hard times tramp
in Grip’s picture really belongs to the old
country, though he has been sent here to
trouble us. Such depression as there has
been during six months past is but as the
brush of a fly’s wing compared with the
heavy stroke of it that fell upon Canada
in 1878 and years just preceding. We take
the short and square method; we deny
point blank that anything properly to be
called “‘ hard times” exists in Canada at
all. ¥ Grip is an imaginative bird ; in this
case he imagines too much entirely.

It would be interesting to know exactly
what Bully Bunting thinks of Minister
Bowell, who has so badly given him away
on the whisky question.
