Several Arrests Made—Mrs. Joels Plead­

ed Against Being Sent to Jail—Ship- 
man Sloaned Continually During His 
Examination and is Expected to Make 
a Full Confession.

Brockville, March 31.—-in connection 
with the Darling’s Landing shooting affray, 
in which John Fitzsimmons was killed, 
several serious complications have arisen 
over a mistake made by Coroner Shaw of 
Lansdowne in not having the prisoner, 
Charles Shipman, present at the inquést.

Directly after the shooting Shipman gave 
himself up to Magistrate Heaslip of Gan- 
anoquo, who remanded him for a week. As 
the prisoner was not present at the inquest, 
he could not be committed to stand his 
trial. To get over this he was handed over 
to tbeBrock ville au thoritiee and a preliminary 
examination held before ^Police Magistrate 
Deacon to-day.

On Monday last Frank Fitzsimmons, a 
son of the dead man, laid an information 
against Albert Joels and his wife Emma 
and Thomas Shipman, a son of the ac­
cused, all of whom were present at the 
shooting, for aiding and abetting in the 
killing. They were arrested on a warrant 
and also brought up for examination to­
day. As a result Charles Shipman is 
mitted to stand his trial for the wilful 
murder of John Fitzsimmons and the 
other three for aiding and abetting in the 
crime.

Mrs. Joels sobbed hard during the 
whole examination, aud before being sent 
back to jail pleaded hard with the magis­
trate to be let go. The accused, Shipman, 
also broke down, and during the morning 
moaned continually: “God help mel God

HE Mu LOTS OF GRIT IN HI ..A Former Toronto Clergyman Tried Be* 
v fore the Presbytery.It Looks Better on Paper Than From the 

Deck of » Vessel Transporting 
Grain.

New York, March 31.—A despatch from 
Quebec to The Herald eaya: The Northern 
Pacific is likely to have a direct eastern 
connection with the seaboard,runoingenti re­
ly through Canadian territory, from Parry 
Sound on Georgian Bay to Quebec, 550 
miles. Parry Sound is one of the finest 
harbors on Georgian Bay, and iymmediate- 
ly opposite the point where propellers and 
lake craft from Chicago aud Duluh enter 
the bay from Lake Huron with the produce 
of the Northwest.

Most of his freight now finds its way to 
American ports via the Erie Canal or the 
Canadian Pacific and Grand Trunk, which 
have their Georgian Bay termini at Owen 
Sound and Coilingwood respectively, and 
which also convey portions of their west­
ern grain freights to Montreal.

The railway from Parry Sound east will not 
touch Montreal, but Parry Sound is nearer 
to Quebec than either Owen Sound or Coi­
lingwood by over 150 miles, while it is 
claimed that the location and gradients of 
its lines are so good that the same motive 
power will be able to haul nearly double the 
tonnage handled by trainsfrom the two last 
mentioned ports.

President Oakes has interested Jiimself 
largely in the scheme and an immediate 
shipment of six million bushels of grain 
annually brought by Northern Pacific to 
Duluth will be handéd over to the new road 
at Parry Sound for Quebec, while the 
winter port is not unlikely to be New Lon­
don, Conn.

That portion of the line from Parry 
Sound to Ottawa, 2(0 miles, is already 
partly built and is being rapidly pushed 
forward. From Ottawa eastward it is built 
as far as Hawkcsbyry, 84 miles, under the 
name of the Canada Atlantic. At Hawkes- 
bury the Ottawa River will be bridged, but 
this will not be a Very expensive work, as the 
river is full ot islands at this point. Thence 
to Quebec, 226 miles, three links of the 
line, measuring 116 miles, are already bnilt 
and two others remain to be constructed. 
Quebec capitalists interested in the Quebec 
and Lake St. John Railway control the 

essary charters granted to the Grand 
Northern Railway for the building of these 
missing links, and, in conjunction with 
New York railway men interested in the 
Northern Pacific, are about entering into 
contracts for their construction. The en­
tire road, which will be open for traffic next 
year, will prove an important rival to the 
Canadian Pacific.

[It is probable that the above article 
is inspired by those who have schemes 
to float, inasmuch as the harbor at 
Parry Sound is given a rating which is alto­
gether deceiving. The fact is that the 
Government sent a qualified man to report 
upon the practicability of Parry Sound 
harbor for the wee tern grain transport 
trade, and the report.distinctly states that 
while the facilities for dockage are good, 
the approaches to the harbor are so danger­
ous and difficult that an extraordinary ap­
propriation would be necessary to overcome 
that disadvantage to that rente. The cap­
tains of the cratt running into Parry Sound 
corroborate the report as given briefly 
here.—En.]

bring about a revolution was discovered in 
Costa Rica on the 27th inst., and was sVp: 
pressed through the energetic and cautions 
action of the Government. It appears that' 
Uie conspirators plotted to make an attack 
upon the Cuartel or quarters where the mil­
itary stores in charge of §ie.quartermaster 
general were deposited, and with the arms 
and ammunition found they equip the ene­
mies of the Government and inaugurate a 
general revolution.

The leader in the conspiracy 
rez, who recently returned from exile, to 
which he had been condemned on account 
ot a previous revolt against the Govern­
ment, and who has been impatient to over­
threw those who had extended clemency to 
him ou that occasion. The authorities 
beinc fully aware of the intentions of the 
rebels determined to allow the latter to 
proceed with their plans, and capt 
in the act of treason. The Go 
was completely successful.

The conspirators made their attack on 
the Cuarfcel as they had planned and se­
cured ammunition and arms. At this 
moment they were taken by surprise by the 
Government’s troops. The latter captured 
the conspirators and also the arms and 
ammunition of which they had possessed 
themselves.

In order to prevent any farther dis­
turbance the country was placed under 
martial law. The Government intends to 
inflict such severe punishment of the 
offenders as will be a warning to others. 
Full details of the affair have not been re­
ceived, but facts are understood to be sub­
stantially as stated. t

Portland, Ore., March 31.—An attempt 
was made last night to wreck the north­
bound passenger train on the Southern 
Pacific Railroad near Drain, 
o’clock last night George H. Richardson, a 
laborer, started from Drain to Roseburg on 
foot. At the end of a trestle, a short dis­
tance from Drain, he found a rail taken 
from the track.

While undecided what action to take to 
prevent a catastrophe, five men suddenly 
appeared on the trestle, and one of them 
attacked him, beating and cutting him 
severely and inflicting an ugly wound. An-* 
other man struck him on the head with a 
revolver, catting his head open and knock­
ing him senseless.

They then pushed him off the bridge, 25 
feet below, where he lay unconscious for 
over an hour.

He crawled out of the gulch and made 
his way slowly down the track, ..where he 
met the overland train at 1.26 t/clqpk this 
morning. As soon as he saw the headlight 
he took his handkerchief and set fire 
to it and waved it as a signal for the en­
gineer to stop. When the train came to a 
standstill the trainmen picked up Richard­
son in a very exhausted condition. He told 
his story and the trainmen went ahead 
half-a-mile where they found the rail gone. 
Had the train been wrecked at that point 
the result would have been very disastrous. 
The passengers made up a purse of $100 for 
Richardson. Many believe the wreckers’ 
purpose was not robbery but revenge on the 
railroad company for the discharge of 
white section hands and the employing of 
Japanese.
