Ottawa, May 25.—The visit of the 
Queen’s Own to St. Thomas yesterday dose 
not appear to have passed off as pleasantly 
as at first reported. Mr. J. B. Riley, Con­
sul-General of the United States here, this 
morning received a despatch from Mr. 
George A. Willis, Consul at St. Thomas, 
stating that after the concert last night a 
member of the Queen’s Own tore down the 
American flag from the consulate.

Mr. Riley wired Mr. Willis to report to 
the State Department, Washington, and 
^lso to him, but up to a late hour to-night 
the report had not been received. It is 
probably coming by mailN

Mr. Riley visited the Department of Jus­
tice for the purpose of seeing Sir John 
Thompson on the subject, but Sir John be­
ing absent at the time Mr. Riley reported 
it to Solicitor-General Curran, who 
answered him that the Government would 
do all it oonld in the matter.

jerlty In London Sure to Be Over Five
f H nndred—The Opposition Leader’s
Program—Gossip of the Campaign.

The meeting of delegates from the Labor 
bodies, called to ratify the nomination of 
John Armstrong, in accordance with the 
resolution of the nominating convention, 
was held last evening in Richmond Hall. 
Robert Glcckling occupied the chair. Over 
100 delegates were present.

Some discussion took place as to the posi­
tion ot the Bricklayers* Union in the 
paign, that body not having been represent­
ed at the convention. The secretary was 
instructed to invite them to take part in 
the campaign. Delegate Beales was also 
deputed to ask the Stonecutters’ Union to 
participate.

A. W. Wright, late representative of 
Canada in the Executive of the Knights of 
Labor, came in and was greeted with much 
enthusiasm.

Delegate Dubois read the report of the 
Financial Committee to the effect that 55 
subscription lists had been distributed to 
officers of unions and that the following 
organizations had so far decided to con­
tribute as follows : Machinists, Bookbind­
ers* Assembly 2G22, K. of L. Assembly 
2305, Energy Assembly, Tailors, Cigar- 
makers, Builders’ Laborers, Varnishers and 
Polishers, Single-Taxera.

What the Unions Subscribed.
The delegates present were then called 

on for reports as to the amounts al­
ready voted, and the following were re­
ceived: Iron Moulders, $20; Bricklayers’ 
Laborers, $50;^ Brotherhood of Carpenters, 
$10; International Machinists, $15; Energy 
Assembly, $3; Assembly 2305, $5; As­
sembly 2622, $5; Socialist League, $2. Sev­
eral of these promised additional contri­
butions at & later stage.

• The Bakers* Union reported that their 
members would pay 25c per capita. The 
Longshoremen would give the per capita 
asked for. The Boots binders would take 
up a voluntary subscription.

Delegate Wilson of the Typographical 
Union stated that his union had not met in 
the interval, but would certainly do their 
share.

Delegate D. A. Carey said that many 
unions were waiting to see whether the 
meeting would ratify the nomination be­
fore contributing.

T. W. Ban ton, seconded by Charles Lamb, 
_moved that the candidature of John Arm­

strong be ratified.
A. F. Jury .made a vigorous campaign 

speech, urging workingmen to unite and 
lay aside all’ political prejudices in order 
to elect one of their own class. 
Canadian workingmen should take example 
from the laborers of England, France and 
Germany, who were everywhere returning 
labor reformers to the legislative bodies.

A, W. vright Delivers an Address.
A. W. Wright was then called upon, and 

was received with load applause. He said 
that John Armstrong was admittedly a life­

long Conservative; so was his opponent. 
The question was simply then as to whether 
workingmen should be represented by 
one of their own class. The way 
to get labor legislation was to 
put in workingmen who knew from prac­
tical experience what their class needed. 
The merits or demerits of political parties 
were not in question in East Toronto. Mr. 
Armstrong had gone through a goad school 
as a life-long member of labor organizations. 

* He was glad to see the way the money^xaa 
being raised. He would rather see the 

iv.- workingmen ot Toronto put in their five 
cents each than to raise ten times the 
amount by subscription^ from wealthy 
men who had their own objects to serve.

D. J. O’Donoghue, though he had op­
posed putting a candidate in the field at 
first, felt it his duty to acquiesce with the 
majority and accepted the candidate unre­
servedly. He would work for John Arm­
strong’s success to the utmost of his ability.

Phillips Thompson spoke briefly in favor 
of the nomination.

T. W. Banton asked workingmen from 
other divisions to attend the meetings in 
the East.

John Armstrong, in accepting the nomi­
nation, said it would be a clean campaign.

The pleasure ot the visit of the Queen’s 

Own Rifles was marred by one thoughtless 
act of some* foolish and over-rollioeome 
members of that corps. Mr. G. J. Willis, 
United States consul here, has his office 
over Duncombe’s drug' store. Yesterday, 
besides the Stars and Stripes usually flying 
from the office window, two others 
were draped at the lower part 
of the windows of his «office. One 
was hang along the Talbot-street front of 
the store. Last evening a couple of hundred 
of tbe Queen’s Own were walking along 
Talbot-street in a continuous circle. When 
passing Mr. Duncombe’s drug store several 
different members of the crowd stuck their 
heads in the door and told Mr. Duncombe 
to “Take down that flag.” Finally a couple 
of members of the Queen’s Own got 
up on the shoulders of a companion, 
tore down the flag and curled it 
off. It was torn into little strips, which 
some pinned on their breasts under their 
coate. The aot was one deeply regretted by 
all, but by none more so than by Col.Ham­
ilton and the majority of the Queen's Own 
regiment, who feel keenly the disgrace 
brought upon them by the sot of a few ig­
norant and thoughtless members. Adjt. 
Meroer waited upon Mr. Willis, U.S. Con- 
sal, and as the representative bare of the 
United States Government " Col. Hamilton 
expressed to him his deep regret at the 
commission of the aet and offered the fullest 
apology.

Mr. Willis was seen by The Journal this 
morning in regard to the action he intend­
ed to take or had taken in the matter. Mr. 
Willis stated that he had notified the Con­
sul-General at Ottawa, and also the Secre­
tary of State at Washington. He said he 
had also paid for and sent a message in re­
gard to the affair to The Associated Press, 
bat did not know whether they hed received 
it or not, not having seen any of the morn­
ing papers.

That the affair occurred will be deeply 
regretted by all, but there seems to be a 
tendency on the part of some to attach un­
due importance to it. When the facts are 
made known to the authorities that will 
likely be tbe last ever heard of the affair.

The U.8. consul Not Blameless.
Commenting editorially on the incident 

The Journal says : It is a pity the United 
States Consul in this city doesn’t hang his 
flag a little higher, where it will be out of 
the reach of thoughtless boys. Of course 
the flag ot a friendly nation should be re­
spected, and be'safe from insult even if within 
reach of every passer-by. At the same time, 
there is no necessity for flaunting tempta­
tion to overt aots in the face of a lot of 
young fellows out for a lark. The removal 
of the Consul’s flag last night was in no 
sense a deliberate!affront to the great nation 
he represents. 'It is doubtful if the young 
men who took it down knew that it was 

from the Consul’s office. They saw 
thlee American flags and no Union Jack 
over a drug store, and their exuberant 
loyalty found expression in an aot much 
to be regretted, bat which was very 
fully atoned 1er by apologies tendered to 
the United States representative by the 
officer in command of the men. It is to be 
regretted that the matter was not allowed 
to drop as unworthy of official notice. In­
stead of this, an effort to magnify the inci­
dent into an affair of international import­
ance has been made, and another 
opportunity given to those whose delight is 
in creating friction between these two 
neighboring and essentially friendly coun­
tries.
