CARADIANAFFAIRSIN BRITAIN

TEE FPRESS FREELY DISCUSSING
EARL *JORSEY’S REPORT.

Inter-Colonial Tariffs May Yet Come, But
Little Possibility of British-Colonial
Preferential Tariff—Canadian Potatoes
in Demand -Value of the fmperial In-
stitute Not Fully Appreciated.

London, Dec. 18.—-The recent death of
Sir Johu Thompson, the Dominion Pre-
mier, has been the principal topic of
Capadian interest here during the past
week, and in fact for the time being
was the chief subject of public zonver-
sation, the eircumstances under which
the sad event took place being su_ch as
to strike a chord in the sympathies of
almost everyome. Hardly a wsingle
newepaper, metropolitan or provincial,
has failed to comment with regret upon
the loss that mot only Canada but the
empire at large has suffered in thé death
of Sir John Thompson, while at the Caua-
diar. offices here messages expressive of
sorrow and sympathy continue to pour
in in large numbers. Those public men
here, and they are not a few, who
watch with interest the progress of
events in Canada had long sinces recog-
nized in Sir. John Thompson ome of the
ablest men who ever had anything to
do with the political affairs of Canada,
and they have mot been backward in
expres#ing their sorrow at his untimely
demise, while most of those organizations
whose objects are colonial or are cou-
nected with colonial finterests have
passed resolutions expressive of regret
and sympathy. The action of the Gov-
ernment in ordering a warship to convey
the body of the late Canadian Premier
to ‘Canada has been received with uni-
versal satisfaction.
% Iuter-Colonial Tariffs

Lord Jersey’s report on ‘the recent
Intercolonial confercnce at Ottawa has
been fairly well noticed in the press. 1lis
recommendations - are commented on
favorably, and their reception could not
have been more cordial. The weneral
opinion appears to be that there can be
no reasonable objection to granting to
the colonies full right to make any cowm-
mercial arrangements they may wish
amongst themselves, even of a preferen-
tial nature, and all that seems to be
needed is to extend the application ofy
the Imperial Aet of 1873, so as to enyy
able the Australasian colonies to mot
only grant preferential tariff
concessions to each other, but
also to any of the outside colonies, such
ps South Africa and Canada.

But little notice appears to have been
taken of Lord Jersey's views on the
proposal that the colonies should dis-
eriminate in fawvor of Great Britain, in
return for similar goncessions on he
part of the Mother Country, the latter
proposition being, in his opinion, imprac-
ticable at present. He is apparently in
favor of getting rid of the first stumb-
‘ling block in the way of the former sug-
gestion—the objectionable Belgian and
German treaties, as Lord Salisbury calls
4hem, but does mot think that, in any
case at present, the United Kingdom
gould impose duties to favor colonial
produets. The question now is, what ac-
tion will be taken on the report? No
doubt the policy of the government will
Jargely depend upon the way in which
| Lord Jersey’s views catch hold of the
publie; but in any case nothing is likely
to be done umti} after the meeting of Par-
liament.

Canada at the Imperial Institute.

The provineial exhibits at the Imperial
Inktitute are gradually getting into bet-
ter shape. The opening of the Institute
somewhat clashed with the Chicago
Exhibition, and the latter was given the
preference. Counsequently the provinces
had to rely, in the first instance, upon
fuch articles as ‘were lefit over
from  the Ovlonial and Indian
Exhibition, and a g many of
them were not improved by the keep-
inz. The courts ol Quebec, , Ontario,
Manitoba and British Columbia have,
however, been getting better all the
time, and they are now fairly represend
tative of the capabilities of the pro-
vinces, although a good deal still Te-
mains to be done to make them all that
they should be, The Northwest Terri-
tories have done little or nothinz so far,
and the same thinz may be said of the
Maritime Provinces, - which have mnot
taken much interest in the matter.

Yisited by a Thousand a Day.

These institutes ought to be most use-
ful, not only in connection with the
encouragement of emigration, but also
with the development of trade, as the
Canadian courts might easily be made a
permanent commercial museum in Lon-
don for the Dominion. It is claimed that
about 1000 people visit the institute
every day, at least half of whom go into
the Canadian section, and it can easily
be seen, therefore, what a factor for
useful results thoroughly representative
exhibits may become. The matter de-
gerves the very careful attention and
consideration of the provincial authori-
ties, and it is generally believed that
they would find the results more than
commensurate with the comparatively
small expenditure involved.

4 Pope’s Life of Sir John.

Mr. Pope’s book,. “The Memoirs of Sir
John Macdonald,” has been widely re-
viewed in the United Kingdom. All the
Loudon papers have had long notices, as
well as many of the Provincial journals.
Its reception has been very favorable, and

the volumes appear likely to have a wide
sale. The tendency of the reviews has
been to present the man to their readcrs,
and they have nmot gone into the history
of the times in which he lived as deeply
as might have been expected. But, on
the other hand, it is only fair to say
that there is more interest shown in the
man than in the events that occurred
in his lifetime, many of which, in any
case, were more of local than Imperial
significance, and are now forgotten, on
this side at any rate. OFf course tlgs
does not apply to the events which led
up to Confederation, and to many of
those which followed the union. The book
is regarded as likely to be of great use
to the Australinns and South Africans,
who are striving after the union which
Canada achieved 27 years ago, 13 the
result of the efforts of the *“Chieitain.”
It will no doubt be closely studied in
those colonies, and, furtber, the views
of Sir John on many of the problems
which are now awaiting solution in this
country cannot fail to be of much value
to the students of current history.
Little Emigration Next Year.

At this time of the year there is bittle
or no movement of people to Canada, but
<o far as can be ascertained both the
Canadian Government offices, the Cana-
lian Pacific Railway offices aud
Steamship Companies are doing
all that is possible to at-
tract attention to that coun-
try, and to the opportunities it affordy
for settlement. Although a good many
enquiries are being received, the pro-
spects for emigration next year are
not held to be very favorable. This
is chiefly owing to the low prices that
prevail for all kinds of produce, both
in Canada and at home, and to the want
of encouragement that is held out by
people in the Pominion to their friends
to join them. :

It is generally admitted that Canada
is well and favorably known as a field
jor immigration in every part of the
United Kingdom, as the result of the
sreat efforts to obtain publicity which
nave been made in the last few years,
Vo doubt when things take a turn for

he better, Canada will get a larger
gumber of immigrants than in the past
vear ; but even now, it is admitted that
e gets the cream of the movement
hat has been taking place.

Tn many of the schools of the United

ingdom Canadian literature is being
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are taken home by the scholars; and
magic-lantern lectures in considerable
_numbers aré being held in different part®
of the United Kingdom every week, the
object beinﬁ to show what Canada
really is and the opportunities it offers
for the right class of people.

Canadian Seed Potatoes for Ireland.

The Canadian potato has added to its
reputation in the last few weeks, some
correspondence  having passed with
the Irish Land Commission on the sub-
ject of importing Canadian seed potatoep
into Ireland, in order to diminish as far
as pospible the liability to blight. A
quantity of seed was imported last year,
and the crop proved much superior to
that grown from native seed. 'The po-
tato crop is still very important to
Irish farmers, and, according to The
Beliast Newa-Letter, they, as well as the
public generally, suffer much from the
destruction by diseage to which the
edible is subject.

A recent order of the Maltese Govern-
ment has closed that Island to the im-
portation of Irish potatos, the vstensible
reason being that they are more liable
than those grown -elsewhere to be di-
seased, If, as the correspondence seems
to show, blight can be averted by the
importation of seed from Canada, and
by proper attention to planting and
cultivation of the potatoes, it is hoped
that the fact will be made widely known.
It is urged that farmera will be consult-
ing their own interests as well as that
of the public by using the best seed
available.

Mr. Robert Hanna of Belfast, who has
been corresponding with the lrish Land
Commisgion, instances the case of a far-
mer named iKelly of Sydembam, Wwho
planted potatoes called * The Canadian
Wonder ” on March 1, and raised the
crop on Aug. 4. Some of the seed wap
planted uncut, and a part of it ecut
in halves. The uncut came into flower
one week before the cut, with a stronger
stem. The regult of the experiment is
said to have brought forth the exglama-
tion from Mr, Kelly, “I have been
farming this 84 years, and I pever saw
such prolific results.”

A Master of the Violin.

For some weeks past expectation has
been at its height in Toronto with re-
gard to the first appearance in this
country of the celebrated Belgian violin-
ist, M. Eugene Ysaye. Great things had
beer said of him by the greatest of Am-
erican critics, therefore much was ex-
pected; but flere is little doubt that
among the large and brilliant audience
that listened to him in the Pavilion last
evening there was not one but who went
away with feelings of the keenest en-
joyment and delight. With a power that
is marvelous, combined with a soul and
temperament that are so often lacking in
some of our best artists, Ysaye carries
his hearers out of themselves into the
realms of the part sublime. No more
beautiful number could have been chusen
as his initial selection than Max Bruch’s
“ Fantaisie Ecossaise.,” This composi-
tion is not only a transcription of Scotch
airs, but is the very spirit of the national
music itself. To say that jt was grand-
ly rendered by Ysaye would be to put
it mildly. The power he at times put
into his work was indeed remarkable.
The other selections layed by
the yiolinist were Gades’ “Novel-
leten ” in allegro scherzando, lar-
ghetto, con moto and finale allegro move-
ments, which was vociferously en-
cored—and a “Rondo Capriccioso” of
Saint-Saens, all splendidly rendered. But
it was the “Scotch Fauntasia” that re-
vealed the artist in all his greatness. In
it he showed power, passion and inteun-
sity, combined with a delicacy of {feeling
and a light emotional touch, The violin-
ist was accomnanied on the piano by, M.
Aime Lachaume.

Of Miss Theodora Pfafflin, the soprano,
it may be said that she is wne of the
very best vocalists who has ever suay! in
Toroanto. In the jewel song from Iaust
she surpassed herself. The .Beathoven
trio gave evidence of being a combination
of talent of which Toronto should be
proud. Mr. Field also played two soios in
his usual excellent style. Mr. H. M.
Hirschberg, under whose direction  the
concert .-was held, is to be congratulat-
ed for the success of his exertionyy in the
cause of musical art. . .

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PIERD'S ENTHRALLING 1RAGEDY

Mr. and Mrs. Kendal €ive a Remarkable
Producti of “The 8 d Mrs. Tan-
queray” at the Grand.

A drama on which many thousand lines
bhava been writrten, and which has won
applause to an inestimable extent, and
many a damnatory verdict as well, was
at last produced ¥n Toronto last night.

Pinero’s play, “The Second Mrs. Tan-
queray,” as presemted by Mr; and Mrs.
Kendal, proved to be wa tragedy so
simple and heart-rending, and yet so com-
plex and inevitable, that those present
saw it and realized it with a sensation
of puzrled awe. It is awesome, just as
human life, when fully realized, is awe-
gome. It is a tragedy eminently -mod-
ern—a, tale of three people immeshed in
a web of conflicting conditions, modern
habits, modern conventions, and’ beneath
all, immemorial instincts.

It is a.story of a man whosa heart was
full of red blood and human affection,
who, having buried years befirea e¢old,
unloving wife, and finding that his daugh-
ter turned fromhimto a convent, cried,
“I am alone, alone!” and at last mar-
ried a woman who loved him passionate-
ly, in hope of happiness. But the woman
was of the half world, with but a ghost
ol her old purity remaining, and the ter-
rible brand of habit burned deep upon
her. And she, striving after her ideal of
being a fit wife for Aubrey Tanqueray,
was filled with love for this nun-like
daughter, although the girl repulsed
her. and finally, when one of the men
who had lived with hen in old dissipated
days, seeks the pure girl’s love, the sec-
ond, sinning Mrs. Tanqueray steps be-
tween with a new-born feeling of duty.
Then ciomes the crisis. , The girl, by in-
tuition, guesses what has sent her lover
trom her. She declares that her instinct
has told her—the nun—Paula’s past from
the first, and woman-like, pardons in her
lover the sin she will not forgive the wo-
man who loves her so dearly.

And poor Paula! She who once was

ure. The girl’s love and respect is gone.
The husband’s respect she has not, his
love she fears to lose, when her prettiness
is gone. Her mirror tells her that
the shadows are creeping on her. Habit
has burned her thoughts and her words
with a terrible brand; the leopard can-
pot changze his spots. To her the.only
solution is suicide, and she accepts the
inevitable, And then the nun-like danzh-
ter cries, .“Oh, that I had been more
merciful,” but the culmination of the
husband’s zrief is not shown to us.

This is the tragic tale, told with all
the grace and power of Pinero, with not
one offence against good taste and,
since he has swept aside all conventions
with more sincerity than he has ever
shown before. Amonz late productions
in literature, there is nothinZ to surpass
it in pathos, complexity and force, but
the novel, “Tess of the D’Urbervilles.”

Mrs. kendal's impersonation of Mrs.
Tanqueray has probably mellowed since
it incurred New York's displeasure a
year ago. It has probably also less
tears and more philosophy than Mrs.
Patrick Campbell’s original Paula, of
which so much has been heard. Mrs. Ken-
dal is strongly realistic, with a few
coarse touches, and she Zives a semsation
of culminatingz tragedy through it all.
She is full of chanzing moods and grows
older before one’'s eyes, while
there is an equally significant change in
her voice as the play proceeds. In short,
the imperscnation gcombines all Mrs.
Kendal’s marvelous technique with a
great deal more subtlety and power than
she was known to possess. Mr. Kendal’s
Aubrey Tanqueray was a magnificent re-
alization of the role, full of manliness,
pathos and deep emotion; Miss Marion
Lea, g8 the nun-like zirl, showed limited
powers, but remarkable intuition and
sincerity. Mr. Graham gave a fair
sketeh of Cayley Drumrfile, a middle-azed
eynic. The great play will be seen
again to-night.
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HMalifax Street Railway in Trouble.

Halifax, N.8., Dec. 18.—THe street rail-
way of this city is in a bad .plight.
