captured. The prisoners gave in their
names respectively as James Holmes
and William Bracken. They arrived in
Halifax, it is thought direct from the
United States on Friday 12th inet.,
and put up at the Parkdr House on
Barrington Street, paying in advance
for & week's board, rooming together.
Their movements soon become the
object of suspicion, as they spent most
of their time in bar rooms, seemed to
have plenty of money, treating any-

riotism, etc., such as a red hot Fenian
orator might be supposed to have for
reference. There was also a descrip-
tion of the Palace Hotel, - San Francisco,
and a sketoh of thav city’and bay, fol-
lowed by a copied extract dated May,
¢ from the Chronicle’’ —likely the San
Francisco Chronicle —of how a Femian
attempt conld be mads on the city of
Victoria, British Colombia, by Fenian
admirals oft that coast, for the purpose
of making it the centre of 'a Fenian
state. There were nlso what appeared
tn be the minutes of some meeting, as
follows :

The
prisoners, it is supposed, are members4
of a secret society organization in “the
United States, the object of which is to
destroy the life and property of loyal
British people wherever existing, and
as Halifax is a military station, ‘it 'is
selected as a favorable point of ope-
rations. The prisoners claim that they
are simply miners, their ohject an in-
tended prospecting tour in the pro-
vince for precious metal. This state-
mént will hardly hold water, judgiong
by their conduct since their arrival in
the city as detailed by the city press;
but at the same time it may be true,
and it would be entirely too premature

.40 pass judgement upon them until
further developments make matters
glearer,

We sinoerely hope that the scare may
be proved beyond a doubt to be with.
out foundation, as it would be the re-

swerse of pleasant to know that in this
Jittle peninsula of ours, we were to be
for the future under the fear of having
at any moment - fearful dynamite
explosions, onusing widespread destruc-
tion of property and much loss of
life.

Of all things imaginable this dyna-
mite, is the most malignant, cowardly,
useless, fiendish and utterly hellish idea
ever congceived as a means ta obtain
concessions from a Government, Jt
seems impossible to believe that a
high.spirited and acknowledged brave
people like the inhabitants of the
Emerald Isle could ever for a moment
countenance such a cowardly praectice,
But they do, it is very evident, and the
blame chiefly lies at the door of - their
leaders, who are unfortunately for poor
Ireland, demagogues of the very Worst
stamp, their actions and speeches
being their own condemnation, Numer-

leading agitators by Mr, Furster,
tormerly Lord Lieutenant of Ireland,
in Parliament, in one of the most
scathing speeches we ever read, Irish

What
earthly good these dynamite devils
hope to achieve by their destruotive
polioy is beyond our comprehension at
all ‘events.”

HER REVAINS FOUND.

FitzRandolph of Digby, brother-in law
of Mrs. Dakin, was notified, who at
once sent forward an undertaker with
hearee and casket, Mr. FitzRandolph
and Hon. Judge Savary following, and
returning with the remains to Digby
on the next day. The deceased was
interred beside her mother, (the’late
Mrs. Austin), in the cemetery of-the
Episoopal Church at Dighy. Service
was conduoted by the rector of Cle~
mentsport, Mr. McCully—the resident
rector, Rev. Mr, Ambrose, being con.
fined to his house by illness.

Thus after nine months the waters

He sscend-
ed the secaffold with great calmmness,
sssisted in the pinioning of his legs,
and altogether showed himeself to be
possessed of nerve seldom equalled.
The fatal bolt was said to bave been
slipped by Willie Cook, the surviving
member of the murdered family.-Mann
died a bard death, the noose -being
placed in a wrong position, Pulsation
did not oease for 94 minutes. The brein
was handed to Dr. Osler, of Montreal,
and will be examined by several ex
‘perts.
