Can any
sensible person tell why the councillors for
Maitland, Springfield and Dalhousie, aud
those from other outlying sections of the
county should be consulted in the appoint-
ment of our street commissioners, stipen-
diary justices and constables ?
there can be no just reason why the rate-
payers of Bridgetown should @0t have the
exclusive privilege of choosing the local
officérs they require. e venture to say
thaf the duties appertaining to all these
officials, street commissioners included,

Surely

would be more carefully and promptly at-
tended to when they know they are directly
responsible to local instead of county au-
thority.

But some persons will say that though
all this may be true yet the expense of gov-
erning the town will be largely increased,
and that, however desirable incorporation
may be in the abstract, we cannot bear the
extra taxation necessary in carrying it out
in practice. Is there any Tuth in this fre~
quently urged objection? We thirk not.
The experience of the tofns already gov-
erning themselves as corjporate  bodies de
not complain of increased taxation, while
many of them affirm that expenses: have
been reduced, while public duties have
been more faithfully performed. The re-
sult of Digby’s experience of the new: sys-
tem, even in-the first year, goes to show
that taxation.has really been lessened, and
public improvements increased by its
means. The special committee appointed
by the A. R. M. andL Society, of Anna-
polis Royal, to investigate the subject in
its taxation aspects, recently reported as
follows : — -

¢« We, your committee appointed to ob-
tain fiformation relative to the proposed
incorporation of our towr as to probabili
ties of increased taxation thereunder, ete.,
beg leave to report that from the varied
sources from which we have been able to
obtain information, we are of the opinion
that incorporation would very slightly, if
at all, increase the taxation now borne by
the citizens of our town, whilst the benefit
to be deriven therefrom in better govern
ment and improvements, would vastly
counterbalance any possible increase of
taxes.”

“ In sapport of the above, we should in-
stance ‘he town of Antigonish of about the
same population of our own which was in-
corporated in the year 1888. Through the
courtesy of its mayor we have received
their financial as well as the report of their
different committees, all of which strongly
demonstrate the advantages gained by
their town in consequence of its incorpora
tien—in fact their taxation is consider
ably less than before incorporation ; before
lncorpora.tion it being 1.3337 ; whllst it
now is but 1.25%, showing a difference in
favor of taxation under incorporation of
85%; allof which said reports are herewith
submitted.”

The almost unanimous testimony of our
!'ng\orporatcd towns goes to show that in-
creaged taxation is not a necessary factor

Notes on the Six Earliest M. P. P.’s for this
County.

So little is known concerning the ante-
cedents, services andl lives: of these men
that we have determined to print for the
bencfit of our many readers some notes,
made by us a few years ago for another and
more general purpose, in relation to them
as being among the founders of this ancient
and loyal colony.

The first House of Assembly was elected
in 1758, just 132 years ago, and consisted
of twelve members chosen by the province
It was dissolved in 1759, county
and townshlp organization having, in the
meantime, taken place, and in that year
the representation was by counties, each
one being entitled to send two members.
In both these houses Annapolis was repre-
sented by

ERASMUS JAMES PHILLIPS,
who was for many years a resident of the
town of Aunapolis Royal, having been suc-
cessively ensign, lieutenant, major and
lieut.-colonel of the 40th regiment, so long
stationed in that town. This regiment was
formed. in 1717 from the independent Awmer-
ican companies, and never had been in Eng-
land during its thirty-two years of service
here. Governor Richard Phillips was its
colonel till 1749, when he took the 38th,
and Cornwallis became its new colonel.
While an ensign, in 1726, Mr. Phillips was
chosen by the lieut.-governor, with captain
Joseph va{e(n of the same regiment, to
accompany the French Deputies to Minas
to tender the oath of allegiance to the had-
itans of that district, and in 1730 he was
made a member of the Council, at which
Board he continued to hold a seat until the
removal of the capital to the new town of
Halifax. In 1740 hewasappointed one of the
royal Commissioners to settle the boundary
line between the old colonies of Massachu-
setts and Rhode Island, and in 1747 he
was, with Edward Howe, charged with the
administration of civil affairs in the French
settlements in Minas. He scems to have
been a very active, efficient, and energetic
officery and was frequently employed in
public affairs requiring the exercise of skill
and judgment. From 1722 he held the
commission of
JUDGE ADVOCATE GENERAL

in the court of Vice Admiralty,—a position
which he continued to hold until 1749,
when he stated to (Governor Cornwallis
« that it was impossible for him'to attend
and executeshe duties of the said office
any longer.”

He was fort Major at Aunapolis for sev-
cral years, and was the first person honored
by a vote of thanks by the Nova Scotia
Assembly.

Canada’s Trade with Groat Britain.

Hon. John Carling, minister of agricul-
ture, at a banquet in Toronto recently, gave
the following statistics regarding the trade
of Canada with Great Britian :
« For three years we have shipped on an
average 60,000 head .of cattle to Englaud
annuaily, acd this year we will ship 115,000.
But we do not begin to supply the English
market which takes 359,000 head per an-
pum. We send Great Britain 2,000 pounds
of mutton, and she imports 100,000,000
m‘nds. We send her 7,000 pounds of
on, and the United States sends 334,500
pounds, although our bacon is worth a cent
more in sammer than is theirs. We send
. 2,000 bushels of oats and Great Britain im-
ports 189,000,000 bushels. We sent $1,-
500 worth of poultry to the old land last
year, and the total imports there were $2,-
000,000. We can supply this demand, If
our ships are not fast enough we will build
faster, and provide cold storage, too, We
sent 41,000 bushels of barley to England
last year out of 41,000,000 bushels import-
ed. "It only costs 15 cents a bushel freight
from Toronto to Liverpool and the best
barley in England brings six shillings ster-
ling per bushel. Great Britain uses 633,-
000,000 pounds of foreign wool, and we
send her only 60,000 pounds. McKinley
and his bill need not trouble us. In Eng-
land, in the West Indies, in Australia, a
kindred people offer us all the market we
want.” ~
