At the same
time I blame the parents more than the boys;
but the law deals only with the transgressor,
and it usually makes his way a hard one.

When a young boy fails in respect for his
elders or for ladies, you may be sure there
has been a lack in his home training, and
that there is a troublous future in store for
him. When a boy receives instruction with
an air of condescension and an Oh!-I-knew-
that expression he is in nced of fatherly
supervision. Ifa boy is not amenable to
training at 8 it is little use wasting effort at

Tree-Planting.

It seems almost a orime to entrust so im-
portant a work as tree planting to lazy, in-
dolent persons, who are so ignorant of the
laws of nature and so out of touch with the
world at large, that their only love is for
their daily compensation, and whose services,
unless p lly superi ded, prove a
waste and disappointment.

Intelligent tree planting would require
trees to be heeled in until planted and han-
dled so carefully that the bark would remain
uninjured. The roots should have a spread
of two feet or over and be placed in their
natural position. The holes should be at
least three feet in diameter, or a foot larger
than the spread of the roots, and deep
enough so the trees will be planted about
three inches deeper than they were in the
narsery. Well rotted manure should be
thoroughly mixed with the mellow earth on-
ly, and this worked firmly between and
around all the roots with the hands. Plenty
of water should be used, which will cause
the earth to settle more quickly, and adhere
more closely to the roots. The broken ends
of the roots should be trimmed smoothly just

gainst the first sympt of rud at 7
will often prevent a boy from growing up to
be a corner loafer at 17, But instruction
must be given with reason; the better in-
stincts and feeling are to be aroused. Lead
him to strive to be well-behaved; do not try
to coerce him into the semblance of behavior.

I believe as many boys are ruined by se-
verity as by laxity. I have known many
boys who come from homes where family
worship and the strap were regularly follow-
ed, and where flogging was part of the

ordinary manual exercise of the heads of the
household, tarn out anything but exemplars

“of good conduct. No matter how busy par-
ents are they should spare time enough to
study their children’s tempers and disposi-
tions. They would think this a reasonable
way of dealing with a horse or dog; how
much more should they study their own off-
spring!

Many s parent has tried and failed to reach
his boy’s better nature with a club ora whip.
1f you cannot otherwise induce him to aim
high, then you may well tremble for the re-
sult. Are you sure you are a good character
for your boy to pattern after?

Speaking of harshness reminds me that
not long ago I was told a case illustrative of
driving goodness into a child’sanatomy with
a strap. A mother in the northerly part of
the city has a horror of truancy, and during
the examination period, when school days
were somewhat broken, could not under-
stand why her 8-year-old boy came home at
irregular hours. She did not believe the little
chap when he said the teacher let him go;
she did not make any inquiry. It was not
time for school to be dismissed; of course the
boy was playing truant. = The result was the
poor little boy, innocent of any wrong, was
repeatedly

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Killing Grasshoppers.

To stop grasshoppers from eating cabbage,
turnips and other roots.- Spray with Paris
green and water in the proportion of two
teaspoonfuls of the poison to two gallons of
water. This is not strong enough to render
the vegetables dangerous for consumptioa.—
A mixture which has been successfully em-
ployed consists of arsenic, sugar, bran and
water; the proportions being one part by
weight of arsenic, one of sugar, and five of
bran, to which is added a certain quantity
of water. The arsenic and bran are first
‘mixed together, then the sugar is dissolved
in water and added to the bran and arsenie,
after which a sufficent quantity of water is
added to thoroughly wet the mixture. A
sprinkling of this mixture is thrown upon
the ground along the line of the rows and
left to do its work. This method cannot be
adopted where fowls are allowed to run.
One pound of Paris green mixed with fifty
of plaster dusted over the plants would have
the desired effect. It would be well to have
it done when there is dew on the leaves, as
the powder will then atick better. The
most convenient way of applying this pow-
der is to make a bag of cheesecloth, or some
sach material which will let the powder
through easily, and put about two pounds of

That boy, if he has any spirit left will grow
up to hate his mother, and why not? The
sense of justice natural to the child has been
outraged and what ideal can that mother
place before him?

The opposite of this mother is she who
excuses lapses from truth and defends her
children in wrong-doing. Some mothers
even have confidence with children into
which fathers are not to beadmitted. They
are educating sneaks, Above all things cvl-
tivate filial trust and candor—and to do this
you must deserve it.

Teach your boys to be homorable, and
stand by them and encourage them in their
efforts to overcome temptations to deceit
and littleness. Don’t sacrifice your boy’s
sense of honor. That is the capital of his
character. °

A few months ago an instructor in one of
the city schools conceived the idea that a
laugh was one of derision and that the boy
who laughed intended to insult him. In
vain an explanation and the testimony of the
other boys; the suspicion of insult would not
down.

When I find a boy who is his father’s
companion, who is kind and gentle to smaller
boys and girls, who loves his mother and
acts the gentleman to his sisters, I make up
my mind that boy wasnot clubbed into good
conduct. Iam sure thathe has been chidden
and that his confidences have been secured
and his good aspirations stimulated. Bathe
has been treated justly; bis spirit has not
been broken; nor has he grown up like a
weed. He feels that his parents are building
upon his futare; that they are proud of him,
and he means to deserve their prideand jus-
tify their hope. I trust he will.

Looking for Seed P

The best farmers do not wait until spring
before finding where their seed potatoes.
shall come from. The seed is certainly bet-
ter to be in the hands of one who knows hew
to care for it. If it is kept in warm, close
and dark cellars, sprouting will often begin
in January, and by planting time three-
fourths of the vitality of the seed will have
been absorbed by the long, thin, white
sprouts that will put forth from each eye.
When thess are broken off, as they must be
in planting, all the sprout that can then
come forth is from the rudimentary germ at
the root of the original eye, which nature
has provided for just such emergencies.
This sprout never makes a strong plant, and
it cannot produce a large crop. The seed
potatoes ought to be kept in a cool room,
but where they will not freeze, and if ex-
posed to sunlight it will be all the better.
The buds will develop a dark green color,
and when the potato is cat the buds may,
with care, be planted on each set, and they
will come up more quickly than will potatoes
not so prepared. The farmer who waits
until near planting time before he procures

his seed potatoes loses this advantage.

Food and Milk Flavor.

et

All other conditions being even, we know:
1. That fresh milking cow’s milk will give
higher flavored butter than that of old milk-
ing cows. 2. That cows fed on good June
pastures will give finer flavored butter than
those fed on dry fodder. 3. That, when
creaming by deep setting, the cream rising
during the first twelve hours will churn eas-
ier and give a higher flavored butter than
the ““ after cream ” raised in the next twelve
hoars, the latcer having smaller globules.
4. That the flavor in milk varies greatly
with the food. Compare that produced on
low marshes, as in Holland, with that pro-
duced in the Alps, or—if you please—com-
pare the latter with that produced in Wis-
consin, and ask any experienced Swiss cheese-
maker if he can get the same flavor in his
cheese here that he got in the Alps. If in
cheese, why not in butter? Knowing this,
who shall deny at least the partial effect of
food on the flavor? Who shall decide at the
present ‘‘state of art ” that the older scien-
tists were altogether wrong when they
claimed the base of flavor in butter to be
certain ethereal oils,

Strawberries for Home Use.

No matter how far from market a farmer
may be, he can grow a patch of strawberries
and be sure of a market at home. It is as-
tonishing how much fruit of all kinds can be
eaten by a small family when the supply is
unstinted. There are few neighbors where
those who begin by growing a supply of
strawberries for home use will not find a
market springing up around them for neigh-
bors who keep on in the old ruts because
they think they haven’t time to attend to
sach small affairs as the culture of berries.
They are small in size, but more bushels of
strawberries can be grown per acre than of
any kind of grain, and the fruit may be sold
cheap and yet bring more than grain profits.

Quince Preserve.

The quince is a favorite preserve with
many, and housekeepers who have let the
summer pass without accumulating as large
a store as ugual of preserves and jellies for
winter find this late fruit most convenient
for filling up the gap. Here are two good
recipes for a bright, clear preserve and a
beautifully colored jelly:

Pare the fruit and add the cores and any
broken bits to the skins and lay them aside,
As pared, place the halved fruit in a pre-
serving pan lined with porcelain and cover
with boiling water. Let them gently sim-
mer until they can be pierced with & fork,
when they should be taken out and placed
in a sirup composéd of 2 pounds of sugar to
each pint of water and simmered until bright
and clear. Lift out the pieces before they
have fallen to pieces and place them in jars
in which they are to be kept. Add more
quinces to the sirup and proceed as before
until all are done. Then boil the sirup un-
til it jellies; cover the fruit with the hot
sirup.

Now add to the water in which the quinces
were first boiled the skins, cores and broken
pieces which have been placed aside. When
they have boiled soft, tie a large piece of
cheesecloth over a large bowl, turn in part of
the pulp and let it remain until no more
clear juice will run. Turn this pulp into a
coarse towel laid over another bowl, and af-
ter filling the cheesecloth a second time
squeeze out all the juice possible from the
contents of the towel. This will give two
qualities of jnice—one clear, the other thick
and dark —and consequently two qualities of
jelly. Measure the clear juice, put it in a
pan, and let it boil very fast for 20 minutes.
Meantime heat in earthen dishes in the oven
a pound of sugar for every pint of juice. At
the end of 20 minutes add the sugar to the
boiling juice, stir until it is all dissolved and
fill up the glasses at once. Make the dark
jelly in the same way.

Every stick of furniture speaks its individual
language of welcome and repose, and this
spirit emanates always from the feminine
head of the family, who can either make or
mar it according to her own manmer and
way of doing. Haven't you been in gome
houses where the meals prepared by the
skillful hands of the mistress were absolutely
perfect, but where they were eaten in such
an atmosphere of frigid formality that even
the puffiest biscuits lay heavy on your con-
science at least, and it was a relief to escape
to some less pretentious abode where per-
haps, the chops were underdone and the soup
very watery but where a cheery hostess
made you forget these imperfections and
caused you to goaway thinking in all honesty
that you had enjoyed avery saperior form of
cooking indeed.

Good cocking is not the fundamental prin-
ciple of domestic happiness as much as it
may be prated by some people. It is a very
pleasing adjunct, and one not to be easily
thrcwn aside, but the real home-maker must
possess other attributes that will last during
those many intervals between meals, when
even the thought of food has no power to
charm.

No. 2. For family use or the market, as
occasion requires, pack the cucumbers in
salt, ““ the coarse fine salt,” is the best, cov-
ering them properly. When needed for
pickling, freshen them in water three days,
changing the water twice, or four days if
they are desired fresh, and add cold vinegar,
spice if wanted, and a piece of horseradish.
