Domestie Etiquette.

It is significant to observe how few men
know how to treat their wives and sisters
when they meet them. It seems fo them
quite unnecessary to lift their hats, or to
give their nearest and dearest the courtesy
they would freely render to any woman out-
side of the domestic circle. This should not
be, and the sooner a revolution is accom-
plished the better. The ablest and most
persuacive treatise on the etiquette of the
home will not be able by itself to work the
change, although it would be helpful toward
that end. What is needed is the right train-
ing of boys and girls. Courteous behavior
should be enforced by parents in the same
way as other good qualities are taught. One
of the most successfai instructors of the
young in our day bears this testimony:
¢ People complain of the way children be-
have, and lay the blame of their behaviour
on the day echool ; but if they would only
make the children do at home as they require
to do in school, matters would be different.
They laugh at the child when he lifts bis
hat, or says ‘Please,” or ‘Thank you
forgetting that others are trying to make up
for their neglect of duty.” This word in
season should stir up parents to a sense of
the importance of cultivating by precept and
example the requirements of domestic eti-
quette.

—%The first thing which I always look
after when called to care for a ‘nervous
prostration’ feminine patient,” says another
clever Chicago doctor, who is a woman, ‘‘is
to try and discover what small physical dis-
comforts are devastating the chances of that
patient’s recovery. Sometimes she will be
perpetually troubled by the unbraiding of
her hair. Now and then itis the recurring
loss of a ‘sitickpin, book or handkerchief
which annoys her without ceasing. Now,
physical comfort—animal comfort, if you
will—is absolutely nocessary for the curing
of nervous woes, so I endeavor, without ar-
bitrarily forbidding her to indulge in this
habit, to substitute some more comfortable
and less wearing fancy. You remember the
doctor who is reported to have compelled
Ellen Terry to swing for a silent hour in a
hammock, daily? Well, he was following
this very idea, The silence rested her, the
hammock wae comfortable, and the constant
swinging prevented her from twisting her
belt ribbous or in any other way of the num-
berless small ways in which women make
themselves uncomfortable and restless, wear-
ing out both their nerve force and the gray
matter of their brain.”

Preserving Eggs.

The determination of the relative efficiency
of the various methods of preserving eggs
formed the object of recent experiments at
the agricultural school at Niesse, Germany,
says the Country Gentleman. Of eggs kept
in brine, all were unfit for use, being satur-
ated with salt; of those wrapped in paper, 80
per cent were spoiled; kept in a solution of
salicylic acid and glycerine, 80; rubber with
salt, 70; painted with a solution of salicylic
acid and glycerine, 70; packed in lian, 70;
coated with paraffin, 70; immersed in boil-
ing water 12 to 15 seconds, 50; treated with
a solution of alum, 50; kept in a solution of
salicylic acid, 50; coated with soluble glass,
40; coated with collodion, 40; coated with
varnish, 40; rubbed with bacon, 30; packed
in wood ashee, 20; treated with boric acid
and soluble glass, 20; and of those treated
with potasium permanganate, only twenty
per cent were spoiled. But of those coated
with vaeeline and kept in lime water, all
were good, and the same result was obtained
with soluble glass.

A Great Mistake.

Many women become so engrossed with
the cares of home and childgen as to forget
the outside world, and they let their children
outgrow them, and their husbands must find
other counsellors and  companions, because
they have failed to keep pace with them.
This is a great mistake, and no woman
should let her life be so crowded that ia it
she can find no time for mental growth and
improvement. It is a duty she owes to her
herself, and by spending even a few ts
each day, she can do something in the line
of *keeping up to date,” and the result will
more than repay the effort. When husband
and children come to look upon the mother
as a household drudge, a mere machine to
minister to their wants, her influence is gone,
and with it much of her opportunity for do-
ing good.

“‘See a Pin Pick it Up.”

It may be bofoge long that our pins wi'l
have to be dipped in carbolic acid before be-
ing put on our bruecaus. For pins have
proved to be a prolific source of danger in
in spreading contagious diseases. All kinds
of germs, it is said, can be collected under
the heade, and nurses who indulge in the
feminine habit of holding pins in their
mouths lay themselves open to sericus at-
tacks. The doctors who have warned the
public say that many of the so called new
pins are not new at all, but have been picked
up in the streets and laid side by side with
the others. The idea is not an altogether
pleasant one, and is, moreover, one likely to
increase the uneasiness of the over fastidious.

Fruit Stains.

At thia season of the year napkins, table-
cloths and even children’s clothes are very
apt to become stained with fruit. One of
the simplest methods to remove these fruit
stains from linen or cambric is to place the
stained part over a bowl and continue pour-
ing boiling water through until the stain dis-
appears. If this be done soon after the ar-
ticle is stained, there will be no trouble in
most cases. The water must be boiling hot.

Corn Pudding.

A part of a cup will make a small pudding,
and a well-beaten egg, a cup of milk, a little
butter and salt, and bake like custard, only
served hot. This is a choice dish when the
fresh corn comes. The grains should be ¢plit
and scraped. The best southern cooks ‘“set
great store ” by corn puddings, made cf the
white corn.

—Some of the lighter prepared cereals
that are used for breakfast foods, those that
are cooked in their preparation for the mar
ket, when served with blackberries, make a
simple, nutritious dessert for the children’s
table. A pint of hot water is added to a
pint of blackberries. When this reaches the
boiling point, a half cup of the cereal is ad-
ded, the mixture boiled hard for ten minutes,
and stirred constantly. It is then poured
into a mould and is served with cold cream.
