Folloving is a synopsis of the documnents contained

in the present.volume:

XXI. In the final instalIment of Le Jenne's Rda-
tion for 1633 (the first part was presented in our

Vol. V.), the su erior describes the coming (July 28),
of the Hurons to Quebec, and the conference that

was held between theni and the French. The. mis-

sionaries make arrangements to retUrn vdth these

savages, to labor in their country but, at the- jast

moment, complications arise from the murder of a

Ftenchman. by up-country natives. and in conse-

quence the Hurons -refuse passage to the Fathers.

Le Jeune closes with an earnest appeal for help in

their work in Christianizing the denizens of the great

wilderness.

XXII. This is a letter from Le Jeune to his pro-

vincial, written in .the var 1634, but ,not bearing

specific date. He describes ,the_,condition of the

Quebec mission: states that at last the Huron country

is open to them, and Brébeuf and others have gone

thither. He, .vith Buteux. vdH go to the new set-

tlement at Three Rivers, for which he gives his rea-

sons at length. The narrator recites their diffculties

with the hired workmen brought from France; and

asks that these may be replaced by lay brothers of

their own order. He mentions several of these
