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might be cited, to prove that a commumty of|
well educated yeomanry possess the ability and
means of cairying.out successful enterprises ta.a
much greater degtee than.onc in which the cul-
tivation of the mind has been to a great. extent
neglected.. Space will not admit lengthy re-
marks upon this topic, and we shail simply con-
tent ourselyes with giving due-practical.jllustra~
tion, which will serve to show what can be
accomplished when a few hondred intelligent
farmers upite the.r energies in one common
cause.

The farmers of the Township. of: Waterloo,
Seneca County, N. Y., about eight or nine years
g0, had some difficulty in disposing of their wool
at remunerating prices, and as their soil was pe-
culiarly adapted to sheep husbandry, they had
nvested large sums of money in the purchase and
rearinz of fine woolled sheep ; but owing to the
then low prices of wool, the business npon trikd
was found to.be less proddctive 1n profits than
some other branches.of farmmg. A public meet-
ing was called to determine upon some plan to
establish a permanent remunerating market for
fine wool, which was very numerously attended
by the productive classes, and.after properly
discussing the question, jt was unanimonsly re-
solved that the inhabitants of the county should
petition the Legislature to grant a charter for-a
joint stock woollen manufacturing establishment,
to ¥e erected in the villoage of Worarloo. The
cherter was granted, and most of the stock taken
by the farmers, and a suitable building was forth-
with erected, which was filled with machinery
of the very best description. This company for
the .past six years have employed $60,000, of a
floatling capital, and have had in. their constant
emplay, upwards of 100 hands, most of whom
are females, who earn_ from $10 to $12 per
month, The annualsdividends.from this estab-
lishment:have exceeded upwards. of, 12 per cent
on the paid up capital, and the prices of wood
have ranged from 40 to 50 cents:per lb., being
about double.the price that the farmers in that
vicinity were.formerly in the habit of getting.for
an anticle of sifqilar quality. The enterprise has
turned out 35 weil that the company have had
their charter incrgased, apd have erected one of]
the most costly stong edifizes in the state, which
is now literally fillad:with, & description of ma-
cliinery which would-favorably compare with

branch will employ a floating capital of $140,~
000,.and 200 operatives. It wii be seen that
by thus single operanon much good has already
been effected, and a profitable Jome market is
not only secured for the arucle of wool, but every
aricle the surrounding farmerscan produce finds
a ready sale to the nhabutants of this flounishang
village.

In bringing forward the subject of manufactures:
in connection with agncularal education, we
metely wish to show, thatif the farmers could
only be induced to cultivate their minds, come
what will, there would then be no necessity of
corplaining of kard times, because the greatest
difficultes could be surmounted by a commumty
of inteiligent, virtuous, and industrious agricul-
turists.
