IL Itoriginated in the request of English aud Amgrican Episcopalians
and German Lutherans, all of whum will form the corpus of the first
congregativn of the future Church of the Sandwich Islands,

IIL. Itis the moust favourable—if not the only—ground on which the
English and Amcrican Churches can meet and combine in the labour of
planting and extending Christ’s kingdom.

Such a call 1t this mument is to many a giatifying and cLeering token
of God's continued work in our Clurch, & proof that whilst her stakes
are strengthening ut home, her cords ate lengthening abroud, May we be
able carnestly and faithfully tv respoud to His invitativn, and to sow
the seed of His word beside all waters!
