It was
founded in New York in 1875, lis
main object is the formation of a
nucleus of Universal Brotherhood, with-
out any distinctions whatever. Its sub-
sidiary objects are the study of ancient
and modern religions, philosophies, and
sciences, and the demonstration of the
importance of that study ; and the
investigation of the unexplained laws
of nature and the psychical powers
latent in man.

The only essential requisite to become
a member of the society is ‘“ To believe
in Universal Brotherhood as a Principle,
and to endeavour to practise it consis-
tently.”

Every member bas the right to believe
or disbelieve in any religious system or
philosophy, and declare such belief or
disbelief without affecting his standing
as a member of the Society, each being
required to show that tolerance for the
opirons of others which he expects
from them.
