Prominent among snch henefactose of
‘the American Catholie church nerits to
be mentioned Mr. Joseph Banigan ol
Providence, I 1., whose gifts to Catholic
inatitntions and charitics already ex
ceed the sum of »n million dellara, and
atill continue, Indeed, to lix the exact
amount of thia gencerous Gatholic il
Honaires  contributjous (o Catiulic
enterprises 18 an impoasibility, for while
everybody is acquainted «ith Lis niore
mupificent donavionsg, siich as his gilts
to the Catholic University in the dio
cese of Providence, he has always been
fond of doing good secretly, and many
thousands of dollars have heen distrih-
auted by him in that way, whereof the
public knows nothing, His generosity
iis not of the sort that seeis fur notoriety,
and while, naturally, his largest gitis
have found their way toward the sup
port of Catholie undertakings, his public
mpiritedness his made him & contributor
10 many other movementa; and race or
-creed count for nothing with him when-
@ver want or misery appeals for aid.

Joserit Baxtcax was born at Gienmore,
Tre., June 7, 15834, and his childhood up
to his sixth year was passed in his
native place. Then his parents went to
Dundee, in Scotland, where they re-
mained until 1847, when they crossed
the Atlantic and settled at Providence,
RI. The {future millionaire went to tke
public echogls of that city for  ah.rt
while, Lut soon sought and obtained
employment in the shops of the New
England Berew Company, one of the
Iargest manufrctories In Providence.
That industry not proving congenial to
him, he afterwards hecame an appren
tice to a manufacinring jsweler, and
worked as anch up to his st year
Then the buainess in which he hing since
made his great fortune attracted bis at-
tention, and be began the roan ifacture,
in a smull way, of rubber bottle stoppers,
the factory being located in Lhe suburbs
of Boston and the ollice lixed in that
city. Out of this undertaking came the
well known Goodyear Rubber Company,
of which Mr. Banigan was muade the
manager, and with which he remained

connected up to 1866, when, being then ¢

but 27 years of are, he wus chosen, he-
cauee Of bis thorough knowledge of the
buainess and his large administeative
abilitics, to orgnniszz the Woonsicaet
Rubber Company, which was destined

begrn and practically completed. In
1880 he presented to the Little Siaters of
the Poor & magniticent eatablishment,
built entirely at his expense, in Paw
tucket, - a city adjsining Providence.
f.ater on, he  eatublivhed, through the
coroperntion of his wortbhy wife, the Nt.
Maria Home for Working Girls, in the
epiacopal city : aud only & year or a0 ARo
he purchased, at an ontlay of about $30,
€00, & splendid site, with & comfortable
residence thercun, and presented it to
the asmsociation of St Vincent de Paul
tor the housing and care of vrphans or
deatitute infants. These benefactions,
albeit they constitute the more notable
vnes of Mr. Banigan's gifts to the dio-
cese of Providence, by no means consti-
tute the endirety of his donations to that
bispopric and its churchea and institu-
tions.

In fact, it may be questioned whetber
any 1mportant churcl enterprise has
been undertaken there in the Inat tifteen
vears or soto which be or his family,
through him, has not been a generous
¢ ntributur ; while his gifts to the char
itable institutions of the diocese bhave
been am regnlar as they have been gener-
ous His princely liberality has been
publicly acknowledged Ly Blshop Har
kins; and it is hardly neceasary tu re-
call here the eloquent and well-merited
tribute which the past rector of the
Catholic University paid Mr. Banigan
at I'rovidence, when that gentleman, a
couple of years ago, crowned his pra
vious Iarge donations to the univerity
by handing Archbishop Keane 50 ({0
for the endowment of & chair of political
economy.

Ix recognition of his large philan-
thropy nod generous pifis to religion and
educntion, the Holy Father has confer
red upsn Mr. Banigan the order of Si.
Gregory the Great, and because of the
great interest lie has always taken in the
jpstitution, he bias been chogen one o
the board of dircetors of the Catholic
Universitv, sharing that honor with Me.
Michael Jenkineg of Baltimore and Mr.
Thomas E. Waggaman of Washingson,
the only other laymen an the board
Notwithstanding te grest sumas dis
pensed In religious benefactions sand
clinrituble dounations, Mr. Danignu is
cunaidered to-day ene of the wealthiest
men in Poovidence, where mitlionaires
are not by any means few; and those
who ataud near him sav that he con
riders the money hie gives away thua his
very hest investinents, for iU always
gecne Lo cnmie back to bim with com
!pound interest,
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Tor severnl years bla lame Patti has
given a subatantial contrib ation towards

Throngh Mr. Walter Rothschild, the
London Zorlogical Gardens sre now in
possession of what is desuribed as “the
oldest living creature in the world.” It
is one of the giant tortoises of Aldabra,
sufficiently remarkable for its size, for it
weighs a quarter of a ton, but even more
interesting from the record of ils mge.
This gives it & known life of 150 yonrs,
with the unknown increment of its age
revious to its transportation to the
island of Mauritjus, It is said to be the
arme tortoise which was mentioned in
the treaty between Great Fritain and
France when the island was ceded by
the former country in 1810, and haa
therefore changed its status four times
in & century and a balf as a national
heirloom. When the length of the life

rof other animals is contrasted with that

of the giant tortoise, it is clear that the
Iatter must enjoy some special advantage
either of structure or of hubit conducing
to longevity. One hundred years is 2
good old age for an elephant, and no
other animals, except certain birds and
reptiles, reach half the span of yearas.
With this wa may contrast the follow:
ing instances of the length of years at-
tained both by the smaller tortoises and
the pigantic species. In the Bishop’s
garden at Peterborough one died in 1821
that was said to have exceeded two hun-
dred and twenty vears, The Lambeth
tortoise, which was introduced into the
garden by Archbishop Laud about the
year 1625, and died in 1758, owing to
some neglect of the gardener, lived in its

cight yeara, In 1833, Sir Charles Culviile,
Grovernor of Mauritius, gent to the Zno
logical tiardens a tortuise weighing 285
Ibs. It was 4{t, 4in. long, and had been
in Mauritius for sixty-seven vears, The
exact period was known, for this tortoise
was brought to that island {from the
sSeychelles in 1766 by the Chevalier Ma:
rion du Fresne At that time it was
full grown, 8o that its real age was prob
ably much greater.

The system of hatting one's seat in
hells and public places. so as to estab-
lish’ & claim to re possess it if onc has
occasion Lo leave the room for a short
while, is s custom generally understood
and admitted. It will be remembered
that on the occasion of the great “Home
Rale division” day members were il the
House of Commona at 5 o'clock in the
morning and “hatted” their seats, and
by common consent this was treated as
& possession title during the whole day.
In the casa ot seats in a railway carriage
in Eagland it is customary when leav ng
one's place with the intention of return-
10 put a coat or a hoGk or paperon the
cushion, and it is rarely interfered with.
T'his has lz2en generally regarded as an
unwritten Iaw, but it hag now been
given the chrracterof a written provision
hy reason of a decision given hy Judge
Eimden, as will be seen by the following
excerpt from the London Globe :—

A judgment of the greatest import
ance and interest to railway travellers
was delivered recently by Judge Emden.
A gentlemuan travelling from Loundon to
Hastings had oceasinn to leave the car-
ringe at Trinbridge Wells, and took the
ordinary precaution of reserving his seat
with his umbrella and newspapers.
While he was absent another passenger
seized his place and refusad to vacate it
until forcibly ¢jected. As s resuit sn
action for damages was brought agrinst
the original owner of the seat by the in
trader, and a counter claim for similar
demayges wus entered by the other

side as well. The judgment d=
livered was one which will com-
mend iteell to nibety nine out of

every hundred tiavellere. The cluim
for dimages for ejectment waa dirniissed
and the counter claim allowed. Forthe
qture, therefore, the cantankerous in-
dividual who persists in disturbing the
comfort and convenience of travellers in
the manner indicated will know how he
standa, and that if the owner of the seat
thinks lit to bundle him ount neck and
crop, that the latter will not only have
the aympathy of the public but the law
as well on bis pide. There can be no
question whatever that the universal
mode of retaining a mseat in a railway
carriage is a most reasonable and con
venient oneg, and the thanks of the pub-
lic are due to Judge Emden [or his very
clear aud sensible interpretution of the
law. Not the least important poiut in
hia judgment iz his assertion that a
holder of & meat was entitled to use
reascnable force to eject an intruder.
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Tne Catholies in the Grand Duchy of
Laxemburg have won a hard fought
battle for the religious education of

their children. The new School Bill in-
troduced by MM, Wrier and Irum was
passed on December 3, by 27 to 16 votes,
after a debate which lusted nerrly two
weeks.

Upon
his arrival in America he was ap-
pointed instracter of mathematics 1n the
navy, and held that position until the
openlag of the Naval Academy at Avna-
polis, when he assumed the position of
professor of both mathematics and as
tronomy. Subsequently be also became
connected with the National Obaerva-
tory ai Washington, where he remained
for a number of yesrs., [n 1858 Father
Major became a member of the Society
of Jesus, and for several years was g
member of the faculty of Holy Cross
College, Worcester, Mags. Later he was
asscciated at different times in the capa-
city of teacher of astronomy and mathe-
matics with Loyola College. or, as it is
more commonly known, St. Ignatiua’
Cellege, Baltimore, and Georgetown Uni-
versity. For nine years be was pastor
of the Church of the Sacred Heart,
Whitmarsh, Prince George’s County,
Maryland. Following his pastorate
there he becanie an assistant pastor of
8t.
