Eogland and Wales have a mile
of railway for every G} sguare milea of country, be-
ing the highest proportion ia th: worid, while Scot-
land has less than half that accomodation and Ire-
land little more than oze third, As regarda the
proportion of mileaga to population England bas one

wmile of railway to 2,275 scul3, Scotland one mile to
every 1,470 souls, and [reland one miie to every 3,-

260 souls, so that Scotland, a thinly inhabited coun-
try, has the greatest railway miloage in proportion
to her population, and, indeed, in that regpect, stands
at the head of all European countries. In 1865 the
gross receipts for the United Kingéom were 8 57 per
cent. of which 4,46 was profit, and the average of
dividends paid was £.64 per ceut., the proporztions
deiog 4.65 por cent. by Englisk lines, 5.70 by Scotch
and 3 56 by Irish. Up to the end of 1864 the total
capital authorized was 520 522,000¢. , while the capi

tal expesded was 425,488,000{. Withrespect to the
railway systems of other countrios, those of France
aud the United Siates ave the most importart. Up
to the end of last year the lines constructed in
Fracce were 8,134 miles, or about thesame length as
the lices which existed in England atthe end of
1855. Heoue, notwithstanding the masterly and
vignroue impulse giren by the Emperar Napcleon,
France'is ten yeara bahing Eoglaad iz actual length
of railways conatructed, and at least 15 yea's be-
hind if her larger territory nud popuiation are taken
into sccount.  {n the United States tho total mile-
age ot the end of 1864 was 33,860 miles, four times
that of France, two and a half times that of Epgland
and nearly a3 large a3 ths total mileago of the United
Kingdom and Europe, which is about 42,000 miles.
sloreover, the lices in construction, but not yet ccm-
pleted, nre stated to be abave 15000 miles in length,
iucludiog tue great Pacific Railway, which receives
from the Goverament suhsidies of 3,300f. 6,000, or
9,500! per mile, according to the diffculty of the
ground, besides endrmoan grants of 1and, and which,
wien eompieted, wili reduce the journey from Houg-
vong to Eogland from its preaent time of 42 daya to
33 days, Nearly alltne Awmerican lines are now
crowded with tratfic, and according tv the sanguine
anticipationd of Mr. Baxter, ‘the trade which will
