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“Qect. 58—No person carrying on a wholesale trade, on
commission or otherwise, shall sell or expose for -sale in
any store or warehouse, in the City, outside of the meat
markets aforesaid any meat, poultry or game without
having previously obtained a license from the said city, and
without having paid to the City Treasurer the sum of fifty
dollars. Any such person shall have the right to establish
stores or warehouses within the 500 yards radius of any
market mentioned in section 52 of this by-law, but he shall
not sell less than one carcass of veal, mutton, hog or veni-
son, nor less than one quarter of beef, or less than 50 lbs,
of poultry or game, at one time, and he shall be subject to
all the’ provisions of this by-law relating to private butcher
stalls.’

Sect. 2.—Sub-sections 1, 2, 3, 4, 7 and 8 of Section 2 of
By-Law No. 302 are repealed and replaced by the follow-
ing:

“1. For a stand under cover, of three feet in breadth for
the sale of butter, eggs, poultry, cheese, honey, bees’ wax,
wool ‘yarn, linen, feathers, the produce of the farm of the
vendors,—fifteen cents per day;

2. For a stand for a farmer’s vehicle, fifteen cents per day,
provided that when such vehicle contains vegetables, or the
produce of the gardens,—twenty-five cents per day shall be
charged and paid;

3. For a stand of three feet in breadth, for the sale of wild
fruit,—fifteen cents per day;

4. For a stand of three feet in breadth, for the sale of any
article not hereinbefore enumerated,—fifteen cents per day;

7. For a stand for a farmer’s vehicle with hogs, sheep,
veal in the carcass or sucking pigs, there shall be paid for
the first carcass, 15 cents per day, and 5 cents for every ad-
ditional carcass.

8. The vehicles aforesaid shall be of ordinary size, and shall
not contain more than an ordinary load; otherwise they shall
pay double fees.

Sect. 3—The 1st paragraph of Sect. 51 (a) of By-Law
No. 296, as amended by Sect. 4 of Bydlaw No. 302, is re-
pealed and the following substituted therefor :—

“ Gect, s1a.—Special places shall be set apart by the City,
on each of the markets, for traders, with the exception of
Bonsecours market, which is reserved solely for farmers,
gardeners and market gardeners, and said traders shall not,
under the penalty hereinafter provided place themselves else-.
where than in the places so set apart and to be indicated by
the superintendent or the clerks, to sell the articles specified
hereunder, and the following rates, in addition to the license
mentioned in Section 51b, shall be exigible from every such
trader or person whatsover occupying a stand on the spaces
so reserved and exposing such articles for sale thereon:”

Sect. 4.—Sub-Section 3 of Sect. 76 of By-Law No. 296,
as amended by Section 6 of By-Law No 302, is repealed and
the following substituted. therefor:

“(3) For the weighing of every single load of straw, 1§
cents. ”

Sect. 5.—This By-Law shall be considered as forming part
of said By-Laws Nos 296 and 302, which it amends, as the
case may be, as regards the penalty and to all intents and
purposes.
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Sect. 1 being read, the same was agreed to.

Sect. 2, (sub-sections 1 to 8) being read.

Ald. LEVY moved, seconded by Ald. BUMBRAY :

That the same be agreed to,

SADLER, the Council (on division) adjourned.
