The minutes of the last meeting were read and con-
firmed.

The Committee again considered the report of the
Board of Commissioners, recommending that an appro-
priation of $30,250 be voted for the enlargement of the
Aqueduct.

The Committee was informed that, inasmuch as the

Board of Commissioners intend to reorganize the I?ul?lic
Works Department, a certain part of the appropriation
asked for will not likely be needed.

After deliberation, it was -

Resolved: That a report be made to Council, recom-
mending that an_appropriation of $3,225 be voted for the
above purposes, instead of the sum asked for, said appro-
priation to be apportioned as follows:

2° To vote a sum of $2,000 for the installation of a feed
pump; 3° To vote a sum of $400 for the laying of tile flags, .
etc., at the filtration plant; 4° To vote an appropriation of
$45,000 for the installation of a force main.

Resolved: That a sub-Committee composed of Ald. Gi-
roux, Rochon, N. Lapointe, Houlé and O’Connell be ap-
pointed to visit the works in connection with the enlarge-
ment of the Aqueduct and the establishment of the filtra-
tion plant, in order to obtain the necessary informat.on
on the premises, as to the opportunity of voting or refus-
ing the sum asked for in said report, said sub-Committee
to be accompanied on their visit by the Superintending
Engineer of the Water Department, and report to the
Committee on Monday the 17th instant at 10.45 a.m., when
another meeting will be held.
