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international services, even when these supplies are to be used on

the part of the journey performed over the territory of the

Contracting Party in which they have been taken on board.

3. The normal on-board equiprnent. as well as the

materials and supplies retained on board the aircraf t operated by

the designated airline of one Contracting Party may be unloaded in

the territory of the other Contracting Party only vith the approval

of the customs authorities of that territory. In such a case, they

saay be placed under the supervision of the said authorities until

they are re-exported or othervîse disposed of in accordance with

customs regulations.

Article 10

Passengers, baggage and cargo in direct transit acroas the

territory of one Contracting party and not leaving the area of the

airport reserved for such purpose shall at the utmost be subject to

a very sirnplified control. Baggage and cargo in direct transit

shall be exemupt front duties and taxes, customs duties included.

Article Il

1. Each Contracting Party shall use its best efforts ta

ensure that user charges imposed or permitted to ba isiposed by its

competent authorities on the designated airline of the other

Contracting Party are just and reasonable. They'shall ha based on

sound economic principles.

2. Charges for the use of airport and air navigation

facilities and services o! fered by one Contracting Party ta the

*.;Q:nated airline o! the other Contracting Party shall fot be

higher than those which have ta he paid by national aircraf t

operating on similar scheduled international services.
