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Article 35
Communications Concerning the Genera and Species

Protected; Information to be Publjshed

(1) When depositing its instrument of ratification,
acceptance or approval of or accession to this Act,
each State which is flot a member of the Union shail
notify the Secretary-General of the list of genera and
species to which, on the entry into force of this Act
with respect to that State, it will apply the provisions of
this Convention.

(2) The Secretary-General shail, on the basis of
communications recéived from each member State of
the Union concemed, publish information on:

(a) the extension of the application of the provisions
of this Convention to additional genera and species
after the entry into force of this Act with respect to
that State,

(b) any use of the faculty provided for in Arti-
cle 3(3);

(c) the use of any faculty granted by the Council
pursuant to Article 4(4) or (5);

(d) any use of the faculty provided for in Arti-
cle 5(4), first sentence, with an indication of the nature
of the more extensive rights and with a specification
of the genera and species to which such rights apply;

(e) any use of the faculty provided for in Arti-
cle, 5(4). second sentence;

(.0 the fact that the law of the said State con tains a
provision as permitted under Article 6(1)(b)(i), and
the length of the period permitted;

(g) the length of the period referred to in Article 8
if such period is longer than the fifteen years and
the eighteen years, respectively, referred to in that
Article.

Article 36

Territorles

(1) Any State may declare in its instrument of
ratification, acceptance, approval or accession, or may
inform the Secretary-General by written notification
any time thereafter, that this Act shaîl be applicable to
ail or part of the territories designated in the
declaration or notification.

(2) Any State which has made such adeclarationor
given such a notification may, at any time, notify the
Sccretary-General that this Act shaîl cease to be
applicable ta ail or part of such territories.

(3) <a) Any declaration made under paragraph (1)
shall take effect on the same date as the ratification,
acceptance, approval, or accession ini the instrument
of which it was included, and any notification given
