(b) A litons. to reproduce and publish an edition which
Las been distributed as described in sulIparagrapli (a) mny
also bc granteid under thc conditions provided for in this
Article if. aftor the. expiration of thc applicable period, no
autiiorizetl copies of that edition have becet on saic for a
period o! six montha ln the country concerned te the gezicral
public or in connction with systoinatic instructional activities
at a price ressonably related te that noraually chsrged in the
ceuntry for comparable works.

(3) The period refcrred to in paragrapli (2)<'a)(i) shal
bc five ycars, oxeept that

(i) for works of the natursi and physical sciences, izxcluding
matiiematics, snd of ecehnology, the period shall be
tire. yrars;

(ii) for works of fiction, peetry, drama snd muait, and fur
art books, the. period sLall bo seven yeara.

(4) (a) No license obtainable after tire years sLalI bo
granîcui undtr this Article until a period of six menths has
clapsed

(i) from the date on whicii tii applicant complies wîth the
rcquircments mentioned lu Article WV(I), or

(ili) where the idontlty or tLe address of the owner of the
right of reproduction la unlcnown, from the dae on
which dthe appîleni senis, as previded fer in Article
IV(2), copies of bis application subzultted te the sither-
ity compouent te grant tie license.
