
ARTICLE 3

Each party shall apply strictly its own laws to any
national of the other party who, coming from the territory of
the other party, enters its territory, violating its laws as
well as national and international requirements pertaining to
immigration, health, customs and the like .

ARTICLE 4

The party in whose territory the perpetrators of the
acts described in Article 1 arrive may take into consideration
any extenuating or mitigating circumstances in those cases in
which the persons responsible for the acts were being sought for
strictly political reasons and were in real and imminent &

of death without a viable alternative for leaving the coun--ry,
provided there was no financial extortion or physical injury to
the members of the crew, passengers or other persons in
connection with the hijacking . *

ARTICLE 5

l . This Agreement may be amended or expanded by decision
of the parties .

2 . This Agreement shall be in force for five years and
may be renewed for an equal term by-express decision of the
parties .

3 . Either party may inform the other of its decision to
terminate this Agreement at any time while it is in force by
written denunciation submitted six months in advance .

4 . This Agreement shall enter into force on the date of
signature .
