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insulted the niglit hon, gentleman, who
lias the confidence of al Frenchi Canudians,
and wliose qualifies, wliose talents, wlose
accomplisîmeufs and wonk have contri-
bufed lu so marked a degree f0 enhance the
prestige and influence of the Frenchi Cana-
dlan nationality fliroughout thie Dominion.

1 thiuk thut the appeuls t0 prejudice-I
cannot euhl tliem by any other jiame-to
whieh my lion. fnienfis have resorfed, will
nlot have ranch effeet. Yesterduy, during
the debufe. wlien fthe lion. member for
Labelle wus abusing-as lie lias been con-
stantly doing since thie opening of the dis-
cussion on this Bill-one of ftle most dis-
tiuguished members of this House, the hon.
Mister of Inland Revenue, 1 could not
help recalling an historiai event. and if
is this : Mfore than haîf a century ug-o,
a leader. who, proclaimed himself aise a
great man, and wlo certainly was such
a mau admired by the Frenchi Canadians
of the province of Quebec, induced the
people of Lower Canada te tuke up unms,
and brouglif upon them a disustrous war.
But as soon as hostilities liad broken ont,
tînt greaf man made haste t0 take refuge
ucross fhe border, while the grandfafher
of the hon. 'Minister of Iuland Revenue wus
meeting deafli on the battlefield.

'Mr. LEONARD. (Translation.) These
instits are from a quarter whence I should
not have expected tliem f0 come.

Mr. LEON«\-ARD. )Translation.) I unden-

stood. Mr. Cliairman, the hou. memben for
Kamouraska. f0 state at the outsef, thaf
the memibers fnom Labelle and 'Montmugny
lîad unduly refiected on thie Frendch Cana-
dian tuembers lu this flouse and the
Frenchi Canadlans generally. Hlowever, I
notice that flie aspersions of the lion. mem-
lien for Kamounuska. are aimed more pur-
ticularly ut the memory of the man whom
these samie French Canudian members are
fond of exultiug very highly ut public
meetings.

Mr. LAPOINTE. (Translation.) My lion.
friend from Laval will lie ut liberty f0 go
ou wifli bis argument by and by, wlen
I amn lirougli. If is un historical eveuf
whlih recurred f0 me, while tlie lion.
meml)en for Labelle wus casting abuse
on the lion. Minîster of Inland Revenue,
and I thlnk it was my duty towands
the lion. gentleman te. recaîl these fucts.
If is un illustration of the fact thuf
men of action and patriotlsmn are not
always fliose who do fIe most falking.
As regards our friends on thie other side OF
the flouse, it is no wonder tliaf fîey should
be ut oue with the lion. memnber for Labelle
lu urging these dlaims ln such fine fashion.
As the hon. Minîster of Inland Revenue
and the lion. Solicitor General have statefi,
these are tact les wich miglif be worthy of
attention, if they were initiuted liy some

party other than that which is now lu sncb
sud pliglit in the province of Quebec. It 15
hoped that by this means tlie Conservative
Party may recover lu somne measure the
prestige which their objectionable policy
lias caused thein irrevocably t0 lose in the
people's opinion.

That renewal of the war waged against
the right hon. gentleman iu the province of
t.jebec, in 1896, wvill have no more effect
than the proceeding. In order to be taken
seriously, our Conservative friends, would
nuvon to carry out greut reforms. In the
first place, they would have t0 sever the
ties whicli bind them f0 the party led by
the lion. member for Carleton (Mr. Borden).
They would have to enter their protest
once for aIl against that party which, dur-
ing the recent elections lu Oxford and Lon-
dlon, cannied on a campaigu of insuit and
abuse uguinst our race and our religion.

Then aguin my hon. friend from
Benuhannois (Mr. Bergeron) wvould have f0
give people time to forget the speech hie
delivered not ;long ago, iu the course of
5vhichlihe stated that the preseuce iu this
country of the Papal Abiegate wus an in-
suit to the Canadian hierarchy. I fancy if
will lie a difficult matten for our Conserva-
tive friends f0 pose ia the proviuce of Que-
bec as the champions of their religion and
thehn nationulity.

The lion. member for Jacques Cartier
wvas quite uware thut his ameudment would
î:ot carry. The hon. member for Beuhur-
nois, when lie moved lis umeudment yes-
terday, stated at the outset thut hie well
knew wliat ifs fate would be here, but thuat
hie expected betten tneatment elsewhere.
Such is the motive, as stated by the lion.
mlember for Beauhurnois, whlch induces
them to tuke that stand just now ; they
hope that fthe electors of the province of Que-
bec muy therehy be made f0 recognize the
w-ortli of our hon. frieuds, more fully, pen-
haps, flan If is recognized on this side of
the House.

The lion. meniber for Jacques Cartier is
well -awane thaf the British Northi Amenica
Acf does not guaranfee the use 0f the Frenchi
language lu the Norfhwesf. 1 notice thut
my lion. friend froma Montmagny 15 laugli-
ing just now. Let hlm laugli, lie does so
everla.stingly, althougli lie would make us
belleve fIat lie and the lion, gentleman for
Labelle are the oflly two wlse members of
the Hou,%e. I floughit the lion. member for
Jacques Carfier would resent the scatliing
references te hlm contained ln the organ of
my hon. friead from Labelle. 1 mean the
'Nationaliste', of Montreal.

Mr. BOURASSA. (Translation.> If mattens
very lltf le f0 me wlat thie lion. member may
think or say concernlng me; lowever. I
would like to stafe once more fIat I have
aofhing to do witli the 'Nationaliste.'
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
