the privil-ege of -the bouse to oontrol its own
records, and whether the house should not,
before any statements re -expunged f rom the
records, pass a resolution in the first instance.
1 raise thils point now because Your Honour
ia;s made decisions which equally affect mem-
bers on both sidea of the house. I did not
wish to take exception to anytbing d>nie in
the past but I iiespectfulIly subrnit so far as
thc privileges of the liouse axe concerned
that Ris Honour the Speaker Je -the servant
of the house in ths as in ail matters, sud the
house shiould. itself detiermine wliother aly-
thing la to be expunged from any of its
records.
