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In return for commitments to performance, managers
receive mncreased administrative flexibility and delega-
tion. They enjoy greater freedom of action to serve
Canadians better and to adapt more quickly to changes
i client needs.

Five agencies are now i place. Nie others are i the
final stages of preparation and they are producig
resuits. For example, the governnxent telecommunica-
tions agency has succeeded i offerig a credit of $8.5
million to departments. The government is actively
seekig opportunities to extend the application of the
agency model.

Departmental managers will be accountable for the
services delivered and for bottom, fine costs i a way they
have not been to date.

The Veterans Independence Program administered by
the Department of Veterans Affairs will iniprove service
to clients and minindze the administrative burden. This
wiIl involve prepaying entitiements and asking clients to
submit their expenditure clainis only once and at the end
of the year.

Revenue Canada 'Ibxation has already itroduced no
calculation. tax forms for idividuals whose returns are
relatively straightforward. A similar saving i time and
cost will resuit from. the itroduction of the new T-2
short tax form. for businesses.

I have one last closig remark. As hon. members can
appreciate, the inovations that I have just described
mean that money taxpayers have entrusted to the gov-
erniment-and that forms part of the Main Estimates-
wiil be spent with care and will buy increasingly more
efficient services that Canadians can depend on.
