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of the University Street and Sherbrooke Street 
sites.

So, you see that the ladies got the 
fullest information I could give on all these 
points of policy and economy.

Dr. Lamb followed, with a very clear 
statement on students’ athletic activities, etc 
and brought out many points with regard to the 
numbers of students partioipating, and their 
location, both in their studies and their res­
idence, which appeared to be new to the ladies.

I understand that they propose discuss­
ing this whole matter at some meeting to be held 
thi week, and I have not the faintest idea,what 
lin they are likely to take, but I hope the danger 
of * mares’ nests' being found has been lessened, by 
the elucidation of the technical points involved.
