FIRM PLEDGE
BINDS ALLIES

All Must Give Assent Before
Peace Terms Are

Fixed.

TEXT OF DECLARATION

Britain, France, Italy, Ja;gan
and Russian in Close
Union.

LONDON, Dec. 5.—The taxt of the
declaration signed last week by the
British foreign secretary, Sir Edward
Grey, and the French, Italian, Japan-
€se and Russian arabassadors at Lon-
aon, engaging each of the five nations
not to conclude a seperate peace, is as
follows:

“The Italian Governmeng having de-
cided to accede to the declaration be-
tween the Britisn, French and Russian
governments, gigned in London Sept,
5, 1914, which declaration was acceded
to by the Japanese Government on Oct.
19, 1915, the undersigned, duly authcr-
ized thereto by thair respective gov-
ernments, hereby declare as follows.

“The British, French, Italian, Japan-
ese and Russian governments mutual-
Iy engaged not to conclude peace sep-
arately during the present war.

“The five governments agree
when terms of peace come to be
cussed no one of the allies will
mand conditiong of peace
previous agreement of each
other allies.”

Nothing has been heard from General
Townghend since he,reached Kut-el-
Amara, where it is likely he will
make a stand, as the position is a very
strong one where he could hold out
until reinforcements reached him. It is
not only the military failure, Lut the
effect the retirement will have on the
British possessions in the east, which
makes the result so unfortunate from
the British point of view.

Official announcement was made on
Saturday that the British army was
retiring on Kut-el-Amara, 105 miles
south of Bagdad, before large "'Turkish
forces.
