After giving facts and figures re-

garding the success attained by in-

dividual oichardisis, and predicting

that in 25 years the valley will have

a population of 50,000 of the

wealthiest and most intelligent peo-

ple in Canada, the article concludes

with a quotation from the speech of

Earl Grey, at the New Westminster

Exhibition last year, in which His

Excellency drew a glowing picture

of fruit growing in British Columbia

which he characterized as being "a

beautif art, as well as a most

profitable industry."
