"Yesterday our line was advanced 
to a maximum depth of a mile on a 
four-mile front in the neighborhood 
of Durah, 12 miles north of Jerusa­
lem. Some prisoners were captured."

Turkey Gets Cruisers.
Reaching Constantinople in the mid­

dle of August, 1914, the British Gov­
ernment Immediately protested against 
the German warships being accorded 
refuge, ajid Turkey promised that 
they would be Interned and placed out 
of com.i.isslon until the end of the 
war. Later, however, it was annonne- ? 
ed that Turkey had purchased tbs 
crujsers and given them the new 
names of Midullu and Sultan Yawuss 
Selim.

Then followed frequent reports of 
the activity of .the warships In thé 
Black Sea, bombarding enemy land 
positions and engaging or being en­
gaged by ships of the Russian Black 
Sea fleet. AJtho the Turkish and 
German war statements frequently 
announced victories for the rechris­
tened German ships, the Russian ad­
miralty on numerous occasions told of 
how Russian warships had sent them 
scurrying from the Black Sea Into the 
Bosphorus, damaged, on Are and 
showing the wounds the Russian shells 
had given them;

Game of Hide and Seek.
Shortly afterwards, however, the 

Midullu and her sister ship again 
would appear, and the game of hide 
and seek between them and the Rus­
sians would go on again until another 
battle took place, the Turks in the 
meantime always having been success­
ful in sinking numerous cargo boats, 
ranging.from the smallest fishing graft 
to goodly sized steamers.

The latest account of the Sultan 
Yawuse Selim was- In July of last 
year, when the British admirait 
ported that British airmen had drop­
ped bombs on the vessel during an air 
attack on the Turkish fleet oft Con­
stantinople, in 
rect hits were 
Yawuse Selim and other vessels, on 
which explosions occurred and fires 
broke out. The admiralty report said 

fthe former German cruiser was the 
centre of the attack, and that it was 
sale to presume she would be out of 
action for several months as a result 
of her injuries. The prediction proved 
true, as the Sultan Yawuse Selim 
since then has not been mentioned In 
any of the reports as being engaged.

Stockholm, Jan. 19. — Reports of 

strikes and other demonstrations in 
Austria, which the Austrian Govern- 

-f ment has permitted to be telegraphed 
abroad, acquire new significance when 
read In connection with the Vienna 
Arbeiter Zeitumg’s report of flvt so­
cialist meetings held in Vienna last 
Sunday. ' The meetings, which were 
attended by vast numbers of persons, 
protested against "robbing the Aus­
trian people of ail ■ influence in the 
peace negotiations, by continually 
postponing the meetings of the cham­
ber of deputies and delegates,; and by 
suppressing all criticism in the press 
of Germany’s and Austria’s foreign 
policy." #

The meetings demanded that the 
peace negotiations pt Brest-Litovsk 
be conducted in a friendly spirit, "that 
the government reject all efforts to­
ward open or veiled annexations, and 
that it reject the demand that Rus­
sia’s demand for self-government be 
rendered Illusory."

The socialists also demanded that 
the people of Poland, Lithuania and 
Courland be permitted to vote. freely 
on the question of the form of their 
state and their. allegiance.

A resolution adopted by the meet­
ings further declared that the. social­
ists regard the peace program of 
Premier Lloyd George and President 
Wilson as a sign that even the. enemy 
nations can be forced by the labpring 
classes to modify their imperialistic 
alms. The resolution in conctusion 
protested against "the systematic mis­
representation of these utterances in 
the entire bourgeoisie press, and we 
call on the governments of the cen­
tral powers to consider them as an 
opportunity to offer to all the enemy 
governments a democratic peace with-

SWITCH LEFT OPEN 
CAUSES COLLISION

Holiday Is Being* Observed in 
Eastern Half of United 

States.

London, Jan. 20.—Demonstrations to 
demand a better distribution of food 
were held at Brighton, at Etrlth, in 
Kent, and at other places in England 
Saturday, while men, women and 
children stood. In queues, in many 
oasee In vain, for a Sundaÿ roast, mar­
garine, butter or tea.

At Eirith 8000 workers from one of 
the big war factories formed a pro­
cession and marched to the local food 
committee's office to protest agalnet 
their wives and children having to 
wait long' Hours outside the 'shops of 
the grocers and butchers and then 
being obliged to come away empty- 
handed; The men say that owing to 
tile scarcity of food they are unable 
to work, gnd the percentage of sick­
ness has been high.

Meanwhile the butcher shops were 
dosed and the grocery stores were 
virtually sold out this morning, and 
the men were waiting In the streets 
for the food committee to take some 
action.

Food demonstrations and queues in 
London and in many other parts of the 
country were bigger and more nu­
merous than ever on Saturday. Every­
where in London crowds gathered at 
the butcher shops at an early liour, 
there being at least 1000 persons at 9 
o’clock waiting to be served in the 
retail section of the Smithfleld mar­
ket. Most of these got limited por­
tions and were luckier than the peo­
ple in the suburbs, many of whom 
were unable to get any meat, the re­
tailers havfng received only a fraction 
of their supply. This was due not so 
much to the shortage of cattle and 
sheep as to the weather, which made 
It (Impossible in 'many districts to 
bring livestock to the market, and to 
the faulty distribution of the meat 
&Y&iISlbl€i

The supplies of margarine are also 
Increasing, but here again distribution 
is complained of, some sections being 
well supplied ytvhile others had only 
the scantiest of allowances.

Need Not Cause Panic.
The food controller said: “But I 

want to tell you that back of the 
published news there are facts that 
you will agree with me It Would be 
unwise to publish at the time they are 
first imparted to us by the author­
ities overseas. They would cause a 
panic sentiment to arise which would 
defeat the objects we have in view- 
They may come out later, when the 
danger point has passed. For ex­
ample, there was a world survey made 
two weeks ago of the food supplies 
available to the allies, and among 
other facts brought out by that sur­
vey was the one expressed by Mr. 
Hoover, in his message to Baron 
Rhondda and to myself that in three 
months there might not be left a single 
pound of exportable foodstuffs on this 
continent. That is a startling state-’ 
ment, .if there were no means of rem­
edying the situation. But having re­
gard to the new ship building in the 
United Kingdom and in the United 
States—Which, however, cannot be 
available for (three month»—the situa­
tion need not occasion panic. But It 
means that in the meantime, owing 
tq the shortage of tonnage, the allies 
are totally dependent on the food sup­
plies available on this continent.- If 
necessary we can ship all our wheat 
and live on oatmeal.

Mr. T. B. MacAulay, president of 
Sun Life Assurance Company, who is 
a member of the food controller's staff, 
and president of the Men’s Own 
Brotherhood of the Calvary Church, 
.showed by actual pieces of bread and 
-vortlors of other foods, the compara­
tive rations allowed the people of 
.France and under the English volun­
tary rationing system, which is to 
thoigly be superseded by a compul­
sory system.

Seattle, Wash., Jan. 20.—To adopt 
measures to protect Puget Sound 
rock,-eye salmon, which spawn In the 
Fraser River, committees of the Wash­
ington Flisherie Association and the 
British Columbia Salmon Canhers’ As­
sociation, will hold a Joint meeting 
at Vancouver Saturday, Jan. 26.

Japanese Embassy at Petrograd De­
nies Report, Being Sincere FriSnd 

of Russia.

Petrograd. Saturday. Jan. 19.—The 
lapaneae embassy here in an official 
statement, made denial of the reporte 
that Japanese forces had been land­
ed at Vladivostok.

“Japan is a sincere friend of Rus­
sia," says the embassy statment, "and 
does not entertain the least intention 
of interfering in the internal affairs 
of the Russian people. The presence 
of a Japanese cruiser at Vladivostok 
has no connection whatever with the 
present situation in Russia.”

of Messina at the outbreak of tho 
war and reaching a port of safety In 
Turkey. Admiral Trubrldge of the 
British Mediterranean fleet was ab­
solved of lack of initiative in thla 
respect in December, 1914.

Thursday Admiral Btenalme announc­
ed that he Intended to demand the 
Impeachment of M. Augulnere, former 
minister of marine, for failing in hie 
duty to take steps against Admiral 
Gaston Roue de Lapeyrere, whose al­
leged failure to obey orders resulted 
in the Goeben and Breslau reaching 
the Dardanelles.
