For this misdemeanor, according to in-
fo tion received to date, he was sen-
ten by the Amertcan ormy to seven
Years' imprisonmnt/ Hé was brought
over from German& and reached New
York in handcuffs and is now at Leav-
enworth jail. equally handcuffed.
