When, ' because of a dispute with his
rmployes, the factory of a xirivute em-
ployer is slosed down, the public .is only
rep:otely,concerned; but when the ser-
vice of a railway or street railway is
thus interrupted, it is the public that
suffers. Ome does not need to be a
socialist to hold that the public has a
right ‘to protect itself against loss and
inconveniences of this nature; more par-
ticularly, when that public has, in the

able franchises, borne no small share
of the cost of the line. It will not
take many examples like the London
one to convince a great many people
that whatever may be said against the
principle of compulsory arbitration, as
between private employers and their
workmen, ‘something of the kind is be-
coming absolutely necessary to protect
' the publie against loss and inconvenience
ns the outcome of disputes between
railway compa.nie.s %nd. their employes.

The Chinese question is becoming
acute in British Columbia.

The Chicago Inter-Ocean points
out that for the British Columbian
miners to ‘“drive the Mongolians out”
means from a United States view point,
that they “are dniving them in” The
Inter Ocean adds : ‘““The British posses-
sions to our morth are more liberal than
we are in opening their ports to Chinege
cheap labor, and they can afford to be
in view of the fact that Chinese cneap
labor is eventually driven to this side
of the border.”

The general assembly of the Knights
of Labor is in session at Chicago and
has been gince Tuesday. Even the
CLicago papers pay but little attention
to the convention, while the press of
‘other cities scarcely notice it. The
organization is a thing of the past and
no longer exercises an influence in the
labor movement. The general officers,
or the general secretary rather, for the
others are merely his men, manage to

make some of the freshest and most

easily gulled of the Ameriegn politicians
believe that they are oﬁﬂ ig%ua%tlaﬂ.

lar with workingmen. No_ greater mis-
take was ever made by labor organiza-
tiong than in establishing their hetd-
quarters. at Washington, where nn-
scrupulous “leaders” can do a profitable
business in selling their supposed influ-
ence to lobbyists. 3

The danger of a deadlock between the
window glass manufacturers and their
workmen in the States is over. In some
cases the employers and the workers’
asscciation have come to a satisfactory
understanding, and in the others it-has
bcep ag:reed to leave the differences to
arhxtmtton_. Both the employers gnd the
employes in this trade are thoroughly
organized, and by the exercise of good,
sognd sense have, for many years, suc-
ceeded in avoiding any serious trouble,
The men, recognizing their interest and
concern in the welfare of their em-
ployers, have steadily stood behind them
for the maintenance of r protective
tariff which would make the paying of
good wages possible, and the employers
have- shared with their workmen the
advantages which the tariff has con-
ferred upon them. Recently there have
been signs of a tendency in the men’s
organization to split into factions—n ten-
dency which the general officers of the
Knights of Labor have tried to en-
courage—hut, althongh the danger is not
yet over, it has only postponed, not pre-
vented, the amicable seitlement of the
wages scale for the year.

Thg pe:o;gle of Hamilton are very much
exercised just now because of the ten-
dency of some Hamilton industries to
gravitate to Toronto, and the able edli-
tcrs of the Hamilton papers are dipping
their .pens in gall and saying rasping
and bitter things about “Hogtown” in
consequence. Now it may strike anyone
who will take the trouble to think about
it, that if ex-Mayor Fleming and those
_who hn_ve been more or less instrumental
in getting outside manufacturers to re-
move to: this city had turned their ‘at-
tention @and devoted their energies to
securing for Toronto . factories and in-
dustries from other countries, instead of
from other Canadian cities, they would
have done quite as much good for To-
ronto and much more for Canada.
There aré numhers of such industries
and  factories whose owners might be
shown that it would be in their interest
to locate “in our midst.” Possibly Mr.
Fleming and his helpers might find it
as well to move on the United States
by way of Ottawa and the Queen's
Park. DPremiers Laurier and Ha-dy
could easily do some things that would
make it advisable and profitable for not
a fo“" Ameriean manufacturers to ruove
to this side of the line or start branches
here, and then Mr. Fleming econld do
work ‘which other ecities might envy,
but could not blame, by securing for
Toronto the lion's share of these.
When a factory is removed from, éay
Hamilton to Toronto, this city is ad-
vantaged no doubt, but as the country
at large receives no benefit, and as not
a single additional workman is employed
because of the transfer, and as, ma’e-
over, the welfare of Toronto is boand
up in and dependent upon the welfare
of the whole country, the benefit to
this city is not so great as appears at
first .mg'ht. And yet thé outery of thg
Hamilton  papers is hardly jnstified;

ferent, Not being a protectionist, but
an enlightened and cosmopolitan mind-
ed free trader, its editor must see that
the loss of a few factories here or there
amounts to just less than nothing «.t all.
Aurely  Mill end Ricardo and Bastiat
ond Cobden and George, and all the
other eaints of the free trade caleadar,
to whose shrinées The Times editor
makes daily mental pilgrimages, have
written ‘and talked in vain if it yet
-remains to be demonstrated that the
closing down or removal of an industcy
is no loss to the politic. The
Times must even see that “Hogtown”
is something more than generous in con-
senting to take and keep one or more
of the “robber barons,” who have been
devouring the substance of the good peo-
ple of the Ambitious, but afilicted city.
The Spectator may be borne with and
forgiven, its anger is the natural out-
come of its belef, mistaken though it
be, that Hamilton is suffering injury;
but the editor of- The Times knows,
deep down in his free trade heart, that
his city would be mnot one whit the
worse off though there were not n fae-
tory within sight of the “mountain.”
Hie tears are crocodile tears and his
anger is only st:nu.lu:ed. . '

Another has been added to the al-
ready long list of examples of the fu-
tility of trying to establish and ;main-
tain communistic communities in the
midst of individualistic surroundings.
The latest failure in this line is the
Clousden Hill communist colony near
Newecastle-on-Tyne. This society was
gtarted under what seemed to be ex-
ceptionally favorable circumstances, and
its success was confidently predicted
and looked forward to by enthusiastic
collectivists. The colony was compose
of a fair proportion of different kinds
of tradesmen and it was belicved that
they could and would be sclf contained
and self sustaining. In all there were
twenty-six persons. in the colony, all able
and professedly all willing to do their
shares in the needed work for the
general welfare. Sixty acres of excel-
lent land was secured, the necessary
capital was obtained, partly from a
wenlthy enthusiastic friend of the
cause and partly from the subscriptions
of the members. Gardens were lail
out and green houses and a residential
house was erected. Thoroughly imbued
with the idea “that government is the
best that governs least,” the Clousden
Hill colonists allowed each man to bhe
a law unto himself. It soon became
evident that mere living in a com-
munistic colony in no way altered the
fact that “each for himself,” though
it may be the “gospel of lies” that
Gerald Massey declared it, is yet the
| dominant creed of both he&thendom and

Ohristefidom, The colony's shoemaker
seéms to have been willing to ‘“stick
to ‘his last,” and the colonists were
well shod, but the tailor would turn
gardener though he could neither dig
nor hoe, nor yet tell vegetables frorh
weeds, Nearly all the square pegs in-
sisted upon fitting themselves into the
round holes: the work they might have
dene well they would do not do at all,
| while the work they could not do they
insisted upon attempting.  The resilt
was failure, and gradnally the eolonists
quit, betaking themselves to more hum-
drum parts of the world. Now two of
the original colonsts, gardenegs, have
sccured possession of the property and
aresgoing to condnet it upon “capitalis-
tie” principles, Thus Clonsden I1ill has
gone ihg way of Brook Farm and many
other similar attempts to put rew
patches upon old garments and new
wine into old bottles.

To the student of industrial econnmics
the recent elections in the United States
present few fentures of interest. 'I'he
llnzesnn.n of protection was ecarcely an
issue in the contest in any dist:ict,
Possibly the free traders are no less
willing than formerly to tinker or Ges-
troy the tariff, but to the “practical ro-
liticians™ there is nothing inviting Tn a
crusade agrinst the tariff in the present
temper of the American people, and
while yet the miseries attendant 1pen
the disastrcus Wilson bill are gtill fresh
in the memories of the working class,
experience and history forhid the be-
lief that in a republic the same voters
‘cannot be twice fooled in the same v ay
by the same men, but though it is not
impossible that at some future day, and
that -before the present genepation has
passed from the scene, the Americun
people may be again fooled into a free
trade experiment, this will scarcely be
until they shall have forgotten Low the
anples of Sodom, with which they allow-
ed their free trade doctrinaires to tempt
their eyes, turned to ashes on their lips.
In some states, particularly California,
an ' effort was made to inter-
jeet the “single tnx” as an fssue in the
campaign, but it is not easy to tell, from
the meagre data at hand, how far this
was successful and to what extent ihe
result was influenced by it. Judge
Magnire, the Demoeratic candidate for
governor, is well known as a prominent
advocate ‘of the single tax, and it was
in all probability with a view to eaptur
ing what may be called the radical
vote that he was placel at the herd
of the ticket. But if the Democrats
believed that his single tax associa-
tions would be a source of strength, the
Republicans evidently thought it #
source of weakness and promptly made
the single tax an issue. Still, though
the Republicans won an overwhelming
victory, it is not clear that the single
tax issue contributed much if anyfhing
towards it. Maguire wes not only a
single taxer, but an advocate of frce
silver as well, and jt is at least likely
that th's contributed\ fully as much to
his defeat as his land ideas. Besides
it is not at all likely’ tha: he obtained
the “radical” support upon which Le
counted. For it is mot forgoitén that
it 'was his pen that furnished  Henry
George with his reasons for reennting
anl disavowing his publ'shed opinions
on the Anarchist case, nor that in order
to furnish the single tax leader with a
plausible excuse for doing what seemed
necessary to square himself with the
“pespectable” clement for which he
was reaching at the time, he did not
hesitate to falsify the record, “quoting”
evidence which was not given at the
trial. AJl this was- probably remem-
bered, and the recollection was. not
calenlated to make the “radical” element
bubble over with enthusiasm for his
candidature. But if there is no evidence
that the single tax issue influenced ,the
result there is also none of that “rapid
growth of single tax sqntxment,” of
which we. have been hearing so much.

The Property Committee has a penchant
for quick decisions and unanimity. It took
but fve minutes at the tail-end of yes:er-
day's meeting to dispose of the Mayor's
pet scheme, the purchase of the Torouto
Athletle Olub building for a Technical
School, public baths, puliic gymnasium, et
al. They will none of it.

The Technical School Board can blame
themselves for putting the conmittee into
this declsive mood. They have all along
pursued a somewhat unylelding, if not dic-
tatorial, policy with reference to it. They
capped it all yesterday by having it sn-
pounced to the committée that they .de-
clined to glve Architect Symons any mea-
surements of their present building. Mr.
Symons had been appointed to compare its
with that of other proposed
sites. | But one of these alternative build-
ings was St. Lawrence Hall, with which
Mr, Symons had been connected in the way
of the market improvement report, and
which the Board did not consider to be in
a sufficiently scholastic centre. Chalrman
Dunn announced that the Board had ocon-
sented to give the meagurements only to
the’ Mayor and himself. Ald. Denison
thought this was scant courtesy to the com-
(nittee, and the committee agreed with him.

Ald.  McMurrich, while opposing the
scheme, was whling to hear Chalrman Pol-
son and his colleagues. When Ald. Hanlan
prought the subject up later, on by asking
persistently ‘“What are yow golng to do
about the T, A. C.7° Ald. MeMurrich re-
peated his views,

But the committee was against him. Aid.
Bowman sald: “There s no possible chance
of buying that building.” Ald. Denison
sald:  “We can’'t afford to do anything of
that kind,” Ald. Lamb, having sized up
the feeling, moved that the offer of the
. A, C. authorities be nat entertained,
and it went through unopposed.

Cumberiand Pleads Strongly.

Some very interesting but indefinite infor-
mation was furnished the committee on the
subject of new docks by Mr. Barlow Cam-
berland. Mr. Cumberland; as representing
the marine intereste, exhorted  the ccmiftee
to do two things. First he would provide
alike frontage for short-staying steamers
and inlets or slips Yor others to unload at
lelsnre. The frontage would need to be
at least 0500 feet. In this connection he
advised [that no block should be filled to
project 'so far as to hinder vessels laying
alongside adjoining frontages. Secondly,
it behooved the committee, in his estima.-
tion, to proceed very slowly notwitbstanding
that the new dock business had been up
sinee 1802. He dwelt at great length npon
the possibilities, In view of the deepening
fo 14 feet of the St. Lawrenee €anals, of
Toronto's great harbor. It would be the
greatest possible factor in the future pro-
gress of the city If it were carefully plan-
ned, Tt did not sncceed so much in providing
cheap transportation by water as in Jower-
ing the freight rates by land. This had been
incaleculably beneficial to Toronto commar-
pial interests, but how much so would ‘t be
when the canals were deepened?

# DBut Block D Chosen.

‘While this would net introduce trans-ocean
traffic to begin at Toronto. yet It wouaid
be found that vessels from Nova Scotla and
New Brunswick wonld land here laden with
fron or coal, and would take back Ontaro
manufacturing products.
