A few minutes later an armored train
comes into view, and just as it is nearing
the bridgeway which It must cross a ter-
rific explosion takes place, and the bridge
is blown to kindling wood. That derans
the armored train, and, as the Britishers
in khaki throng out to see what is the mat-
ter they are met by a fusilade of bullets
from the hidden Boers. A ‘sharp engage-
ment takes place, and, tho the \Britishers
advance, they are finally compelled to re-
tire, having found the Boers tog strongly
fortified.

With the cessation of hostilities, a white
flag is raised, and the Ked Cross nurses
and alds from both Britlshers and BHoers,
come on the fleld and care for the dead
and wounded. It is intense.y realistic..

When all is quiet again, a party of the
Boerg chase after the armored train, that
has by this time made a hasty retreat.
While they are gone a rellef party of Brit-
ishers from Mafeking come on the scene,
and after a lively exchange of rifle shots,
cannonballs, ete., cuPture the whole camp.
This fight lasted fully 10 minutes, and the
cheering of the Britishers after thelr cap-
ture was only equalled by the cheering
from the Grand Stand. The sortie from
Mafeking retires to the village, and all is
agaln still

The party of Boers that followed the ar-
mored train return, and, ﬂndﬂl: their capp
deserted, are discomcerted. ‘inally they
proceed to entrench themselves and await
developments. They are not long kept
waiting, A troop of horse, riding furiousiy
up to the camp, scout about, and go back
the way they came. They were the out-
posts of the relief party under Generaj
Fuller and Col.Mahon and comprise many or
the colonial troop¥. In a few minutes three
battallons of khaki-clad soldlers appear on
the scene, form up, and do a little fancy
marching, while the band plays ‘“The Red,
White and Blue,’”’ and patriotic cheers fro.n
the Grand Stand show how the audience
is appreciating it all.

Baden-Powel Appears.,

The fun is cut short by the appearance
of Baden-Powell on horseback. True to hiz
name of ‘“The Wolf that Never Sieeps,” he
rides in among the soldlers. and, being
greeted by General Fuller, delvers a de-
spatch telling of the presence of the Hoers.
The alarm i3 sounded, and the Britishers
at once -prepare for an attack. The perfect
