IN- ALL  SCHOOLS

Speaker at Rural Teachers’
Convention Emphazies Need

BRINGS IN GEOGRAPHY
This Should Be Used as Back-

ture Lesson.
/

Literature, manual training and the
history of the great war as subjects in
the public school curriculum were the
topics discussed at the second morning
session of the annual convention of the
East Middlesex School Teachers' Asso-
gxa,yuon. held in the county buildings to-

ay. ¢
Dr. Pakenham opened the dlscu“slon
on literature by presenting a model les-
son. He took as an illustration Brown-
,ing’s: “The Ride from Ghent to Aix.,"”
and demonstrated how the poem should
be presented to public school pupils, and
how various phases should be treated,

Miss Jean Hutton led an in
discussion on construction work for
senior pupils, demonstrating with dia-
grams and small pieces of pupils’ handl-
work how the interest of the pupils in
the subject could be aroused and sus-
tained throughout the term by progres+
sive work. A discussion of similar work
for the junior pupils was ‘led by Miss
Nora Tribe. Articles made by the
younger pupils, she said, would be chief-
ly of cardboard and paper. The, possi-
bilities of simple “materials, such as
.colored papers and yarn, clay and plas-
ticene, were emphasized.

“The War: What to/ Teach and How
to Teach I#§” was the topic of an in-
teresting address by B, Johnson. Study
of this great event in history should be
divided into three phases, he said—
the cause or causes, the progress and
the resut. As the causes dated back
well over a century, it was a good idea
to review that length of time, dealing
especially with the history of Germany
and the rise of the Prussian States since
1860. The history of the Balkan States
should be dealt with, particularl the |
war of 1912 and 1913. Geograpf:y, he
said, should be used as a bagkground.
Reasons of the various countries for
entering the war should alge~form a
part of the course.

Results of the war, although indefinite
yvet, should later form an important part
of the teaching, as they were certain
to be world-wide. Moral reforms resuit-
ing from the war would be another in-
teresting phase.

For teaching the subject Mr. Johnson
advocated a short period each day, in
which the important events could be
reviewed. Clippmmg newspapers and
magazines would also help, and it would
be advisable to have the pupils keep
notes of*the more important events.
