London, Jan. 5.—Free passage of the Dardanelles for 
Russian ships, Russian evacuation of Turkish territory 
and the demobilization of the Russian Black Sea fleet, are 
provided for in the draft of Turkish peace terms presented 
to Russia, according to an Exchange Telegraph dispatch 
from Petrograd, Turkey, it is provided, is to retain her 
active army in consequence of the continuation of the war 
against the Entente.

THE TURKISH TERMS.
The main points in the draft presented by the Turkish 

delegates are given in the dispatch, as follows:
1.—Frontier lines to remain as before the war.
2.—Within two years of the conclusion of peace the 

contracting parties shall conclude a convention respecting 
sea trade and consulates.

3.—War losses incurred by individuals to be refunded.
4.—Guarantees to be given for the territorial integrity 

and development of Persia on the basis of her entire inde­
pendence.

5.—Free passage to be granted Russian ships passing 
through the Dardanelles and the Bosphorus.

6.—Mobilization within limits to be permitted for 
national defence.

7.—Russia to undertake to remove her armies to terri­
tory within the previous Russian borders in six or eight 
weeks after signing the peace agreement, leaving only one 
division to safeguard her frontier.

8.—Russia to demobilize her army of special Armenian 
units, and also to demobilize the Black Sea navy.

9.—Turkey to retain her active army in consequence 
of the continuation of war against the Entente.

mier Lloyd George, ad 
dressing the trades unions 
today on the subject of war 
aims, said only the clearest, 
greatest and most just of 
causes could justify the 
continuance even for a day, 
of “this unspeak ole agony 
of nations."’

The premier continued:
"We ought to be able to 

state clearly and definitely, 
not only the principles for 
which we are fighting, but 
their definite, concrete ap 
plication to the war map of 
the world.”

The Critical Hour,
"We have arrived, the prem e. 

went on, "at the most critical hour 
of this terrible conflict, and before 
any government takes the fateful 
decision as to the conditions rinder 
which it ought either to terminate 
or continue the struggle, it ought 
to be satisfied that the conscience 
of the nation is behind these con- 
ditions."

Mr. Lloyd George said that dur 
ing the last few days he had taken 
special pains to ascertain the views 
and the attitude of representative 
men of all sections of thought in the 
country.

He had read the statement o. 
labor’s war aims, he continued, and 
had discussed the subject of the 
war aims with former Premier As 
quith and with Viscount Grey. Had 
the Nationalist leaders in Ireland 
not been engaged with the tangle 
problem of Irish self-government he 
would have been happy to exchange 
views with them. He had also con 
suited representatives of Great B 
tain’s overseas dominions.

Not a War of Aggression.
As a result of these, discussion 

said Mr. Lloyd George, although 
the Government alone was respons 
ible for the actual language he pro 
posed using, there was a national 
agreement as to the character and 
purpose of the nation’s war ain 
and peace conditions. Ho was speak 
ing, therefore, not merely the mine 
of the Government, but the min 
of the nation and the Empire.

Not Out to Destroy.
"We are not fighting a war of ag 

gression against the German peo 
pie," declared the premier. " The 
destruction or disruption of Ger 
many or the German people has 
never been a war aim with us since 
the first day of the war to now. The 
British people never aimed at break 
Ing up the German people or the 
disintegration of their state. Ou 
wish is not to destroy Germany’s 
great position In the world, but t 
turn her aside from schemes 
military domination to devote her 
strength to beneficent tasks.”
