'TREASURE RECOVERED
~IN BRITISH WATERS

Salvaging Vessels Use New
Devices in Operations.

Tondon, March 16.—Sunken treasure
worth £50,000,000 has been raised since
the war began around the British Isles.

The Restorer and the Reliant, two
salving vessels, which were bought by
a British concern from the American
navy, have a new device, an oxy-acety-
lene flame which {is worked under
water for cutting holes in the side of
submerged vessels.

Fach ship has twenty-filve electric
pumps, capable of pumping 1,000,000
gallans of water an hour and carries
two divers, searchlights, line-throwing
gunas, electric welding plants, rock drills
and other accessories. Each diver is
equipped with a telephone. The Restor-
er last year recovered £1,000,000 in gold
from the Laurentic off Lough Swilly.

Civil war seems imminent in Germany as a resuit of the refucal of
the Ebert Government, now sitting at Stuttgart, to carry on negotiations
with the reactionary regime which seized power suddenly ast Saturday
merning.  Uneconditional surrender of the men directing the new govern-
ment is demanded by President Ebert, who announces he will continue
to direct the affairs of the troubled country from Wwuertemburg. The
German national assembly wiil meet in Stuttgart tomorrow afternoon at
4 o’clock.

Berlin is in the grip of a general strike, cal'ed by socialists and labor
leaders as a counter stroke to the assumption of power by the goveru-
ment headed by Dr. Wolfgang Kapp, who has issued a decree threatening
all strike leaders and pickets with death if there is interference with
vital public services. Ixtreme measures will be taken under the decree
from 4 o'clock this afternoon, and it is possible the crisis of the new
revolution wiil quickly follow.

Details of the situation throughout Germany are somewhat ohscure,
but there seems to be reason to believe the Ebert Government is still
holding centrol in the southern and western sections, while the Kapp
regime is rather firmly intrenched in Northeastern Prussia and in Silegia,
where mauny towns and elties are reported to have declared their adher-
ence to the new gorvnement. I'ighting is reported at various points
throughout Germany, and it is said there was bloodshed in suburbs of
Berlin yesterday, but it would seem the clashes far reported have
been between militia units and disorderly erowds.'
