People were moving off the
farms and into the cities, and he hated
to see the land going to strangers and
in some foreigners.

Harold Curry eulogized Secretary
Morrison and told of the work he has
done. Mr. Morrison, he declared, will
be revered when the names of men
like Halcrow of Hamilton and MacBride
of Brantford are forgotten.

'JUDEA FOR JEWS’
TERMED MIRAC

Dr. Joel Blau Calls It Event of
Present Hebrew Era.

Detroit, May 29.—Dr. Joel Blau, ot
New York City, speaking before the
Palestine Restoration Commission at
the Hotel Statler Thursday night, said
that the San Remo declaration of
“palestine for the Jews,' wasa the first
step toward a motherland for the G6,-
000,000 Zionists.

Dr. Blau said the Balfour declara-
tion, made at the San Remo confer-
encre of the league of nations, was
! one of the twin miracles of the pres-
ent Jewish era. The other miracle,
he said, was the Zicnists’ declara-
tion to build up and restore Judea.

Some of his outstanding remarks
were that it was the American spirit
and belief in world democracy which
helped to force through the San Remo
declaration, that its enforcement by
i the league of nations will no longer
allow the heel of the Turk to crush
the native Judean: that the crescent
will cease to fly over Palestine towers;
and that the world is at last to do
justice to the earth’'s eternal wanderer
who may now know that he has a
haven of refuge to call his own.

About §26,000 was pledged to
Palestine fund by the audience.

way board to increase fares.

Speaker Nelson Parliament ruled that
the amendment created a new bill, but
Mr. McCrea was allowed to introduce
it as a new bill. The assent of the
House to the first reading bejng far
from unanimous, the bill expired there.

Col. Price of Parkdale then moved
the second reading of the bill to pre-

T. H. Purdom, K. C., in a Fighting Speech—
Arthur T. Little El ected President.

Reminiscences of Liberalism of days
gone, paying appropriate tribute to
national and local leaders of the past,
mingled with progressive suggestions,
and glowing prospects pictured for the
future of the Liberal movement in
London and throughout all the Domin-

Time-Honored Principles.

References were made by Mr. Pur-
dom to the time-honored principles on
which Liberalism was founded, both in
Canada and Great Britain, and its his-
'torlcal importance ¥ and grandeur in
first champloning responsible govern-
ment and popular rights. Liberalism
of the past had left high traditiens to
maintain. It was a cardinal doctrine
of Liberalism that the will of the peo-
ple should be respected, but despite the
lessons of history, there were still men
and parties so blinded by dictatorial
ambitions and propensities, that they
imagined they could override the peo-
ple’s will.
