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EDUCATION FOR HOME
NECESSIRY FOR LS

Miss Reynolds of Chicago Gives a
Splendid Address at the West-
. minster Closing. -

“From this hour women should take
the initiative in demanding a new sys-
tem of education to meet the demands
upon them as homemakers and in phil-
anthropic fields.”

So declared Miss Myra Reynolds, Ph.
D., associate professor of literature at
Chicago University, and the head of
TFoster House, the women’s nesidence
there, speaking last ndght at Westmin-
ster College comemncement exercises.
The address was given in the school-
hcuse of the Church of the-Redeemer,
and there was a very large and fash-
ionable attendance. Rev. A. R.jGreg-
ory, principal of the college, presided,
and presented the prizes and diplomas.

Miss Reynolds, who is a pleasant, ma-
tronly woman, traced the history of
feminine education from the year 1687,
when a lady of Padma won the doctor-
ate of that university, down to the de-
velopment of Vassar, of which she:is
herself a trustee.

She admitted that the study courses
had not been altogether drawn up for
women’s especial requirements.

*“When they marry, what do they do
with their studies?”’ was a question
pertinently asked mbout college girls.

‘‘Had they simiply been learning a lot
of abstractions which have to be un-
Icaded before the problems of their own
home-making?”’

She thought that the chemistry of
fcods, sanitation, household ‘economics
were just as valuable studies as any
now set. Without . question - the
various subjects connected with
household administration would re-
ceive attention. Chemdstry, phy-
siclogy, biology, should enter
into the training of those who aspire
to build up the proper external condi-
tions of the ideal home. They must
get before the students the idea that
household administration may be a
dignified and intellectual occupation.
Good light, good air, good food, sani-
tary .conditions, beautiful things to
look at demanded a broad training to
supply. - To make her home a centre
of joy and refinement and high ethical
ideas the training of the girl student
should be jealously guarded with this
aim In view. The woman who pre-
sumes to create a perfect home needs
all the training that can be given.

President Eliot of Harvard, recently
addressing the Association of Colle-
giate Alumnae, said that when the
education of women was in its early
stages three doubts had been express-.
ed. It had been shown that young
women were just as capable as young
men. The fear that three or four
years’ ecollege study would interfere
with their fitness for natural func-
tions was not justified. Their-physical
vigor was not only not impaired, but
improved. Then it was feared that
young women would be denaturized by
thelr studies in college,

“They are no more altered than
young men. It takes a great deal
more than that to alter the nature of
& woman,” declared Miss Reynolds.
Her address had ‘many witty -alu-
sions and several excellent anecdotes
and was listened to thruout with close
attention,
