OVATION FOR ORCHESTRA

Last .night’s concert must have been
Very gratifying to friends of the Men-
delssohn Choir.
the choir showed a very marked ad-

vance in tonal gquality, in blending of

vioices, 1a dellcacy of interpretation
and in general picturesqueness, over
last year. This, in spite, too, of marked
reductions-in’ the number of the choir,
amounting, it is said, to ten per cent.,
thru ‘illness. The

given to demonstrate the efficiency
and- the discipline of tae chorus. Mr.
Fricker, the cohductor, has had many
difficulties to contend with in his
iransition period, but he has evidently
bridged the gap, and if his ldeals and

conceptions are different from those

of the former ochoir, he is a €Treat
enough artist to be taken on 7is own
valuation and judged accordingly.
Once the difference is recognized and
allowed for the listener can have per-
fect confidence in the conducto
judgment to present a worthy and ird-
spiring interpretation, ‘

The first number of the choir was
the acappella motet by Rachman-
inoff, “To Thee, O Lord.” The open-
ing phrase was sung in double
pianissimo, in very rich and sootaing
tones, with a gradual crescéndo. The
second time the passage is repeated
with a. more pronounced crescendo
with a free and open voice effect. Not
only was artistic feeling displayed in
the rendering, but a devotional spirit
that augured well for the Requiem
verformance tonight,

“The Miracle of St., Raymond” s a
¢ioral ballad for 12-part chorus, ar-
ranged by Kurt Schindler. It lent
itself to a very charming treatment
and the dramatic quality of the nar-
rative was emphasized. The sopranos
distinguished themselves in the well-
sustained high note at the close, and
the bell effect was rich and sonorous.

Brahms' choral monolog, “A Song

of Destiny,” is a work of contrasted-

effects and in the detached and un-
earthy spirit of the first part the adagio
was exquisitely conveyed. The -
legro presents an entirely different
and dramatic contrast, embodying all
the vanity of the earthly state and
in staccato consternatfon realizing
the valn show of the lower life. The
orchestra has an exquisite prelude,
and this recurs and closes the num-
her with seraphine strains. The per-
formance was highly applaudea.

A very lovely rendering of Colin
Taylor's “Slumber Song of the Ma-
donna"” was given, infinitely tender in
the choral movement, and WMadam
Plorence Hinkle faultlessly clear and
sweet in  the solo. This number
thould have been better appreciated.

Brahm’s part song, “The Maiden,”
Jresents another set of contrasted
cffects, a sonewhat gloomy  picture
being succeefled by one of grace and
Joy. Folloying this came Somervell-
Schindler’ arrangement of “The
March of th&fMen of Harleih,” which
may move one of our’' public guard-
ians to denunciation of the. choir for
introducing treasonable: and seditious
sentiments. There appears to be Sinn
i"ein influence {n these lines:

The choir sang them with a vigor
and spirit that insured a ‘double recall
ior the conductor.

A picturesque, but sombre . ballad
by Cornelius introduced J, Campbell
Mclnnes as soloist, The _general ef-
iect was highly impressive with the a
cappella chorus in gsubdued accompani-
inent. Mr., Mclnnes received the only
encore of the evening in the succeed-
ing folk song "“I'm Seventeen Come
Sunday,” “with my rue dum day, fou
thecdol the digdle dum the day.” The
concert closed with a repetition of
the familiar three songs from the
choral suite, “From the Bavarian
tighlands,” by Elgar, the dainty,
tripping dance, the Lullaby and the
Marksmen.

The . Philadelphia orchestra,
Leopold Stokowski, was present in
full force., The gorgeous string choir,
with its array of cellos, the brilliant
brass and the splendid wood wind
was splendidly at home in the over-
ture of Wagner’s, “The Meister-Sing-
er of Nurenberg.” The rich full-
bodied tone of the orchestra is a de-
light in a season so -barren of first-
class music. The bass strings under
Mr. Stowkowski particularly thrill one
48 they swept along in most noble
triumph. Claude Debussy’'s “The
Afternoon of a Faun,’”> was given once
more and. elicited rapturous applause
and a double recall, which the con-
ductor acknowledged with his orches-
ira standing. The third orchestral
offerings was the Paris version of the
Tannhauser overture with the Verms-
berg music. A glorious rendering of |
the Pilgrims’ Chorus passages led to |
the delirious ecstasies of the Venus-‘
herg music, and this wonderful per-
formanee gradually died out into sil-
ence. The audience gave the orches-
tra an ovation,

Sir - Edmund: Walker, Shqws
Possibﬂit'i‘cs' for "China

Sir Edmunid Walkées ‘in: speaking of
“The Far East” ‘at thé Canadian Club
luncheon  yesterday, sdfd that Cana-
dians should form the:r own views of
Japan: He had a certain bias in favor
of Japan,:a€ igimitted, sBirt he had no
objection “to; ny bio’.} i founded on
facts and experience. “He . thoroly
agreed with thesy pecently - published
views of Roosevelt on Japan. He did
not wish to speak on“trade at all, but
asked them to remember that the
Japanese did not believe in western
morality, To them all our actions were
dictated by self-interest.

Japan hagd- a-coast line bearing a
relation of one mile to every ten
square miles of area. The People had
always been great seamen and trad-
ers, except for a period when they
closed their country on aecount of
fear of ' the Jesuit invasion. There
were 3,000 islands containing 60,000,-
000 people, many of them of an able
and aggressive type. Korea was still
the land of the tiger, Its mountains
were unforested and . desolate, and
most of its valleys were barren. Si-
beria hs.& only' six million people.
China h 400,000,000, Of these 250,-
000,000 were packed in the seaward
half of the old southern eighteen pro-
vinces. In five of the most thickly
Populated of these provinces the peo-

mile and: upwards,
Proud of Country.

The mandarins were intensely'proud
of their country, its poetry, its liter-
ature, its art and its traditions, altho
the corruption of its politics surpassed
the wildest imagination of any of our
own politiclans, A" peguliar sort of
democracy enabled anyone to become
secretary to the empefor, who could
pass the necessary examination. The
Europeans who broke into this coun-
try were regarded as barbafians by
the Chinese, The Europeans who now
live in China have their own cities.
No Chinese gentleman can enter their
houses, except as a servant. There
was no communication between the
civilizations, no confluence of any
kind whatever.. The Japanese desired
to establish a similar extra-territorial
standing, but as one of them re-
marked to Sir Edmund, they hoped to
do it in a more Christlan way than,
the Europeans had done. |

China still had the twelve ancient
trade routes, He had stood on the
ancient wall and seen strings of two
or three hundred camels, and they
could imagine the trade that could be
carried on in this way and still be
profitable, The fivers and canals were
still the chief means of traffic.

China today had 6,000 miles of rail-
way. If she had as much as Canada
has in proportion, she would have
250,000 or 300,000 miles, If he could
prevent it he would not allow any
rallway coficessions, in' China to be
sold. He would not tell his reason for
this, but it was a sufficient one. There
was a way_in which  ‘the’ rajlways
could be built without concessions; by
which al] mtereﬁhgoql be protected.
By some intern nal”body the Chi-
nese silver dollar could be given sta-
bility, 8o that ¥ '#ould ‘be possible-ta
know what one’ Would' redeive’ under
any conditions, :

Sir Edmund described the ‘quaint
docks that Vancoéuver might envy,
where he saw a 6,000 ton vessel load-
ed with beancake. The Soya bean was
grown in Manchuria and was sent to
Japan 4s %ertmzer.

He had "little fo say about Korea.
‘The military government had been a
terrible mistake, but a ecivil govern-

ment had now been established. The
government frankly admitted its mis-
take, and corrected the error in a way
which he doubted many western na- |
tions would hdave done.

The Japanese, left to themselves,
have always been a seapower of great
importance in.the’ Pacific. Japan was
governed for 2,000 years, not by the
emperor, who lived in seclusion, but
by the chief of “the most dominant
clan. This chief ‘was known as the
“shogun.” A ‘great struggle took place
over the question when the country
was to be opened to the world, whe-
ther the shogun should rule, or whe-
ther the emperor should represent the
government to the western worid,
Prince Ito, who was a great man and
should be regarded sympathetically,
went out among the western nations
to find what wasr’best to support the
government of the emperor. He se-
lected the United States banking sys-

MARCIA. 1

ARCIA has an ancient and noble
origin. In early Rome there was a

famous gens of Sabine origin which gave
a king to Rome and was callet Marttius.
Martiys, in turn, is said to come from
Marcus, a name about which there is
much contention among etymologists.
However, the consensus of opinion seems
to be that it was derived from Mars, the
war. god, and one of the chief of the old
Latin deities.

The daughters of the Martius family
were called Marefa. - Anotheér spelling
was Marzia. Reaching France, the
name became Marcie and of late years
when Marcia returned to vogue she was
used as the feminine of Mark.

Martina is another form of Marcia, the
original Martina being one of the young
Roman girls who endured the flery trial
of martyrdom under the Emperor Decius.
For some reason which history does not,
explain, the maidenhair fern - became
Jdentified with her and its prevalence in
Roman gardens and as an ornament to
Roman fountains is said to be in her
honor.’

Heér name penetrated Italy, Frandée and
even England, where it was used- as the
feminine of Martin. But it has almost
d;‘olpped out of usage, Marcia alone sur-
viving.

The cat’s-eye is Marcia’s talismanic
stone, and is a charm against evil
spirits.

Adopts  Constitution and
Elects Officers for the
First Year.

A special rneeting of the Canadian
“Buffs” (198th Battalion), was held
last evening in the Central “Y,” when
the constitution was approved by a
large attendance of members.
