RAILWAY MAY DELRY WEEKS
SHIPPER HAS BUT 48 HOURS

More Instances of Unfair Treatment
That is Accorded by the Grand
Trunk Railway.

A local firm interviewed by The
World yesterday added a statement of
their views to those already published

regarding the alleged tardy treatment
accorded local shippers by the Grand
Trunk Railway. They ‘are extensive
shippers and for business’ reascas de-
sired to have their na#me withheld.
‘fhe G.T.R. are charged with high-
handed disregard for the cenvenience
of their local patrons.

Here are some of the complaints that
were offered :

“A car of goods last winter spent
about six months goin about 200
miles, being forwarded at the rate of
about a mile ‘a day.

“When cars reach the city the rail-
way officials place them where they
are good and ready. One car of ours
has been in the city about 17 days, and
we can’t get it, tho we want it badly.
When we do get it on our switch the
car must be unloaded within 48 hours
or we will have to pay demurrage at
the rate of a dollar per day.

“We have two or three hundred cars
per month arriving, and’ too often a
large number are put in on our siding
at once, and we haye to incur demur«
rage charges -thru inability to unload,
while .the cars have previously been
delayed for weeks.
