ANCIENT MASONIC . -
- BIBLE IN MONCTON

Mrs. Daniel McDonald Possessor
“of Old Book That Came From

Ireland.
(Moncton Transcript.)

A Bible for which large sums of money
have been offered, is in possession of Mrs.
Daniel McDonald, Lower Main street. It
is one hundred and twenty-seven years old,
and “besides containing ' the books of the
0ld and New Testaments has those of the
‘Apocrypha.

The book was evidently a Bible used
by & Masonic lodge in Ireland, as the
square and compass emblem is plainly
stamped on the cover, while the name Cap-
tain David Latouche, Grand Charter Mas-
ter, is also printed on the cover. The words
Carlo Militia Lodge Number 903, Ireland,
also visible on the front cover, goes to show
that the Bible was used by a Masonic
Lodge  which  has probably been organized
at a military station.

The ‘book is now owned by Mrs. Daniel
McDonald, to whom it was given by her
father, James Maloney, some years ago. It
was brought from Ireland some years ago
by a James Flemming who once lived in
Newecastle, Limerick County, Ireland, hav-
ing been born there in 1743. The book then
went to Mrs. McDonald’s grandfather and
then to her father, after which it became
the property of Mrs, McDonald herself.
The book was printed in the time of King
James, for on one of thie front pages is
the wording, “Containing Old and New
'I'estament . translated out of original
tongues, diligently composed and revised
by His Majesty’s Special Command, King
James,”

The ancient book is in an excellent state
of repair and Masonic members of this
city have decided that the Bible came to
get out of the lodge probably because of a
[ disbandment among the members, each
. member claiming something as his own.

STATE TROOPS
. AT MILWAUKEE

In Readiness. to Quell Riots in
Connection With a Strike.

Kenosha, Wis., July 22—State troops
at Milwaukee are in readiness tonight to
prdceed at once to this city in event of
any recurrence of the rioting which broke
out here today when the N. R. Allen
Sons Company reopened its tannery plant,
the employes of whicih had been on strike.

The rioting today began when the
guard attempted to disperse strikers who
gathered in numbers about the entrance
of the plant to jeer at two hundred or
more men who remained at work.

A deputy and a policeman were \attack-
ed and the guards charged the mob firing
in the air. When the strikers retreated,
one of their number was found to have
been shot and probably fatally injured.
The deputy and the policeman were also
‘painfully hurt.

The shooting squelched hostilities but a
few minutes later a riet occurred on the
street. . The police had made an arrest
and were about arrangihg to .put . their
man in a patrol wagon when the strikers
attacked them. In the fight that follow-
ed two strikers were shot through the
legs. Many arrests followed.

The strike was the outgrowth of de-
mands made_yesterday for the removal of
an ‘objectionable foreman and increase of
fifty cents a week in pay. .

BRIAND MAY BE
PREMIER OF FRANCE

Paris, July 23—Aristide Briand, who was
summoned to the Elysee Palace last night
and charged ‘with the task of forming a
cabinet to succeed the Clemenceau Minis-
try, which resigned early this week, is
encountering difficulty, but while his suc-
céss is as yet problematical, a definite de-
cision is expected tonight.

In the event of M. Briands’s failure, fur-
ther efforts probably will be made to in-
duce ‘Leon PBourgeois, the former Premier
and foreign minister, to accept the Pre-
miership, as otherwise the situation will
become very complicated.

M. Briand had a long conference with
Raymond Poincare, the former Minister
of Finance, which created the presump-
tion that he is to succeed M. Cailloux,
who is understood to be somewhat dis-
gruntled.
