Leaders in Sharp Speeches.

London, Oct. 15—Yesterday Mr. As-
quith bitterly attacked Lloyd George,
and Sir Edward Carson made an equally

‘monious assault on Mr. Asquith.

Speaking at Ayr, Mr. Asquith declared
that “all the premier’s flippancies and all
his vulgarities have not diverted and
cannot divert attention from the out-
wtanding fact of his confession of politi-
cal bankruptey.” He said that the pre-
mnier’s speech would be interpreted as at
least condoning the reprisals in Ireland.

Sir Edward Carson, in a speech in
London, asserted that Mr. Asquith at the
most critical moment in the Irish situa-
tion ,was attempting to minimize the
efforts toward a solution and that a man
who would do, that for the purpose of
gaining support for his party issues was
a traitor to his country.

Mr. Asquith said he was contident
that when parliament reassembled it
would insist upon an independent and
fmpartial inquiry into the reprisal cases,
which “were not acts of self-defence, but
blind vengeance.” Referring to the
vburning of creameries, he declared that
no parallel to these reprisals could be
found except in the achievements of the
Germans. So far 'as he knew no one

concerned in the outrages of the last four,

months had been punished. He con-
.cluded with a condemnation of what he
called the makeshift home rule bill now
fhefore parliament.

Sir Edward Carson, discussing the

‘home rule for the south and west coun-
ties and another for Ulster, suid that a
majority for this was secured, but he
personally thoug

lead Ireland into a political war for in-
dependence. If once that war broke out
/1t could not be ended during the present
generation.

No Fear of Immediate

‘than 1,000,000 coal miners throughout the
| United Kingdom will begin a strike on
! Saturday, and the country’s coal indus-
try will be paralyzed.

This decision was reached this morn-
ing at a conference of the miners’ dele-

gates, who announced that in view of
the government’s unsatisfactory reply to
the miners’ claims for ~an increase in
wages, there was nothing left to do but
strike. It was announced that somie of
‘the men in the engineering departments
'would remain at work to keep the mines
in order.

Coincident with the strike decision
came the announcement that the govern-
ment had placed a ban upen the export
of coal, which move will have far-reach-
ing effect upon meighboring countries
more or less dependent upon Great Brit-
ain for their supplies.

Many of the British industries, notably
in the. iron and steel branches, and some
‘of the shipbuilding and engineering
,works, already are arranging to close
down.

! The question whether the railway men

Toronto, Oct. 15—After trying in vain
to settle with the city the question of
the Toronto Railway Company defer-
ring until the expiration of its franchise
next year payment of percentages on the
company’s gross receipts the company
took the question to the courts yester-
day for an interpretation of the clauses
in the agreement with the city govern-
ing the payment of arrears. The arreurs
now amount .to about $500,000. The
company has asked the city to wait un-
til next September, when the arrears
owing to the city may be taken out of
the price paid by the city for the coin-
pany’s plant.

Just what action the city will take in
view of the company’s appeal to the
courts will not be determined until the
board of control considers the matter.

MARRIAGE QUESTION

Presbyterian Synod of Mont-
real and Ottawa Passes Re-
solution.

Montreal, Oct. 15.—The Presbyterian
Synod yesterday passed the following
resolution:

“That this Synod of Montreal and Ot-
tawa affirms its belief in the right of
the Presbyterian ministers and of other
officers of civil status in any part of
Canada, to marry those who have ob-
tained a marriage license, or after the
publication of banns, regardless of the
religious affiliations of the parties re-
presenting the same.

«That this synod protests against the
action of certain Roman Chtholic au-
thorities and of certain judges of the
civil courts, in declaring nuil and void
marriages which have been solemnized
in the manner declared by the Supreme
Cglx't of Canada to be lg;lnxd valld.
That this synod do further overture
the next general assembly of the Pres-
ibyterian Church in Canada -to. take
steps to co-operate with:the other Pro-
testant churches in the 'dominion, in en-
deavoring to procure the. passing of such
measures as-may be neeessary to- guar-
antee that the .crown shall be duly re-
presented in all suits taken for the an-
nullment of mérriage and making it the
duty of such -representative of the
{ecrown to enter an appeal fro any
ijudgment rendered contrary to jurispru-
'dence, in such matters of the highest
| courts of the land.” :

CANON SCOTT ASKS
AN INVESTIGATION
INTO ROSS RIFLE

Calgary, Alta., Oct. 15—“When Sir
Charles Ross brought action against the
Canadian government for $18,000,000 the
government did not dare to allow the
'case to go to court, because they fear-
{ed that the truth about the Ross rifle,
" the crime of crimes against the Canadian
soldier might come out, and they gave
$3,000,000 as hush money. I demand an
investigation into the Ross rifle. Let
ithem put me in the box and do any-
i thing they like with me, but let the
people not think that they can do any-
thing to hush this thing up.”

This statement by' Canon Scott of
Montreal, senior chaplain of the First
! Canadian Division during the war, was
heard by more than a thousand people
at a public meeting here ‘Wednesday
night. Canon Scott charged that
through Sir Sam Hughes’ insistence of
the Ross rifle, many Canadians lost
their lives in the war, and declared that
General Alderson was removed because
he wrote a letter protesting against its
use.

MANY SOLDIERS
INSURED WITH THE
GOVERNMENT

Ottawa, Oct. 15—(Canadian Press)—
Insurance of nearly $1,600,000 has been
issued by the Dominion government
since the returned soldiers act became
cffective. Already about $15,000 has
been received in premiums and hundreds
of inquiries are being received.

The majority of policies issued so far
have been for $5.000, the maximum.

The scheme was originally intended
for returned men of impaired physical
condition who were unable to obtain life
insurance from fnsurance companies, but
a very large number of fit men are tak-
ing advantage of the favor: ble rates.
