
During Long Career be Had Filled 
Many Pul» ic Offices — On y 
One Decision Given by Hun 
Ever Was Reversed

Chatham. N. B., Nov. 22—The death 
of William Wilkinson, formerly judge of 
the county court of Northumberland, oc­
curred at an early hour this morning at 
his residence in Bushville. His son, Kev. 
W. J. Wilkinson, and daughter, Mrs. J. 
P. Bure hill, were at his bedside when 
the end came. Until a few months ago 
his honor enjoyed his usual good health 
but had been sinking rapidly for the 
last ten days and his end was not un­
expected. Judge Wilkinson, who was 
in his ninety-third year, was the oldest 
member of the legal profession in New 
Brunswick and probably in all Canada, 
and will be remembered well by the 
older practitioners. 1 

The funeral will be held on Sunday, 
when he will be laid to rest in St Paul’s 
churchyard, Chatham head.

William Wilkinson, of Bushville, Chat­
ham (N. B.), judge of the county courts 
of Northumberland, Gloucester, ai.d 
Restigouche counties, was bom in Liver­
pool, England, on February 11, 1826.
His parents were John and Catherine 
Wilkinson. He came to New Brunswick 
in 1840, arriving at Chatham on Sep­
tember 11, after a long passage of forty- 
nine days. This step was taken on the 
advice and encouragement of his half- 
brother, the late James Johnson, who 
had arrived in this country many years 
previously, and who had then lately en- 
tsved into business as a merchant on

He remained with his brother as ap­

prentice and clerk for two years. Then, 
with the sanction and good will <rf all 

ed into the law office of 
oiln 'M. Johnson, Jr., as 

a law " student and was entered as such 
in Michaelmas term, 1842. In the same 
term of 1847, having satisfactorily passed 
the necessary examination as to his fit­
ness, he was sworn in and enrolled as 
an attorney of the Supreme court of 
New Brunswick, and also received his 
commission to act as notary public. In 
Michaelmas term, 1849, he was called to 
the bar.

For a few years after his admission 
he practiced alone, but on December 20, 
1862, he entered into partnership with 
the late John M. Johnson, Jr., which 
partnership lasted up to the time of the 
death of Mr. Johnson, in November, 
1868. During its continuance they were 
engaged in many very important cases, 
and always had the reputation of being 
very careful, successful practitioners.

First Offices.
Mr. Wilkinson’s first governmental of­

fice was that of Surrogage Judge of Pro­
bate for Northumberland, which was 
resigned by the late Hon. Thomas H. 
Peters, on July 8, 1851. This Mf. Wil­
kinson resigned in the spring or sum- 

of 1870, with the view of becoming 
candidate for the New Brunswick 

iv gislature; and it may be mentioned 
tàiat during all the time that Mr. Wil- 
kkilson held the office no appeal was ever 
made from any decision or judgment 
made by him in any cause before him.

In the spring or summer of 1852, Mr. 
Wilkinson was appointed (under the 
first educational act of New Brunswick 
authorizing inspectors, passed in the 
previous winter) inspector of school for 
his county, Northumberland. This of­
fice he held for several years, until, fear­
ing that the increasing professional de­
mands on his time and attention might 
induce a less careful and thorough per­
formance of his duties as inspector, or 
that the latter might interfere with his 
professional duties, he resigned the of­
fice into the hands of the government, 
stating these reasons. But his resigna­
tion was much to the regret of the then 
superintendent, Marshall D. Avary, who

spector under the new act then about to 
be passed.

On November 8, 1870, he was appoint­
ed, by the commissioners of the Inter­
colonial Railway an officer for examin­
ing and reporting upon the titles of 
lands taken for railway purposes through 
Northumberland, and later, by the rail­
way authorities, to perform a similar 
duty in regard to many unsettled and 
disputed cases in the adjoining counties 
of Gloucester and Restigouche; and at 
intervals for several years after his ap­

'iercolonial Railway, for the time being 
to appraise and (after the preparation 
and exception of the proper transfer of 
title) pay the land damages for the 
rights of way, water courses, and con­
duits taken for railway 
throughout all these counties.

Paris, Nov. 22—President Wilson is 
expected to arrive in Paris about De­
cember 12, according to information here 
today. Plana are being made for the en­
tertainment of the American president, 
as well as the Allied rulers who will 
visit Paris in November and December. 
The visits wOl begin at the‘end of this 
month with the arrival of King George 
and Queen Mary of England. King Al­
bert and Queen Elizabeth of Belgium 
will come on December 5, to be followed 
by President Wilson.

Popular demonstrations will mark the 
visits of the president and the rulers of 
Great Britain and Belgium, who will 
also be entertained at a series of fetes 
and official functions which will take 
the form of military and civil celebra­
tions of tiie Allied success in the war.

The arrival of President Wilson is ex­
pected to be coincident with the resump­
tion of the activities of the inter-allied 
conference. The peace congress then 
will begin to take definite form.

Amsterdam, Nov. 21—Enver Pasha, 
the former Turkish minister of war, and 
i’alaat Pasha, the former grand' vizier, 
who have arrived at Berlin disguised as 
German officers, are to be interned, ac­
cording to the Berlin newspapers, pend­
ing their expulsion when peace is dr 
dared.

Edinburgh, Nov. 21—(8 p. m. by th e Associated Press)—Germany, as a 
naval power, ceased to exist today. Th e heart of her mighty fleet—fourteen 
ships of the line, seven light cruisers and fifty destroyers—surrendered to an ar­
mada of British, American and French v essels, the greatest fighting force that 
ever stood out to sea.

The minutely detailed programme of submission laid down by the comman­
der of the British fleet was carried out s trictly according to plan. 1Je German 
warships, strung out in a single column almost twenty miles long, appeared at 
the rendezvous at the appointed time and were led into the Firth of Forth be­
tween twin columns of Allied ships which overlapped the Germans at each end. 
Tonight the enemy craft are anchored in the Firth under guard as prisoners.

A surrender on such a gigantic scale has no precedent in naval history. Al­
though the wonderful naval spectacle wa s the same as a peace time review and 
evoked little enthusiasm, the haze blott ing out the horizon, officers could scarce­
ly credit the evidence of their eyes.

FORGET THE EPIDEMICwas

The general effect of the influenza 
epidemic is wearing off quickly and St 
John is returning to its normal trend 
of living. The armistice celebration, 
coming in at the wind-up of the epi­
demic upset the routine of things for a 
few days and kept back a resumption of 
accustomed activities and habits. Now 
the celebration is over and each day 
finds the city becoming more like pre­
war normal.

This is especially noticeable in the 
shopping hours of the afternoon, when 
crowds of buyers fill the stores. The 
first systematic social calling in weeks 
is now going on again and night parties 
are re-assembling, such as sewing clubs, 
Red Cross workers, literary groups and 
fraternal societies in regular session.

At church week-night meetings since 
the influenza ban was raised the attend­
ance has been large and clergymen ex­
pect that next Sunday congrégations will 
be large. The houses of amusement, 
which resumed after the “flu’’ ban with 
very small numbers of patrons, are now 
gathering their usual crowds. In spite 
of the rain of the past week the movie 
houses have been having larger attend­
ance each succeeding day.

Captain Rufus C. Cole, a retired sea 

captain, died this morning at his resid­
ence, 111 Elliott Row. Captain Cole, 
until a year ago, was examiner of the 
government navigation school here. He 
was widely known and his death will he 
learned of with general regret. Captain 
Cole was eighty-nine years old and leaves 
two sons, H. W. Cole, of H. W. Cole, 
Ltd., St. Johtr, and H.~b. "Cole of 
ville, N. S.; three daughters, Mrs. Dr. 
M. S. Campbell, of Lynn, Mass.; Mrs. 
M. E. Aikins of Salem, Mass, and Mrs. 
Charles Fraser at home. The funeral 
will take place tomorrow afternoon.

, Death again visited the home of Ste­
phen DeMerchant, Piercemont, on No­
vember 19, this time claiming Mrs. Car­
rie, the wife and mother, after a brief 
illness of influenza, which developed into 
pneumonia. She is survived by her 
husband and six children, the youngest 
but a few days old, her father, mother 
and two sisters, to whom the whole 
community extend a heartfelt sympathy 
as she was loved by all who knew her.

March 6, 1877, he was appoined by the 
vice-admiralty court, surrogate of the 
vice-admiralty court of New Brunswick; 
and on March II, 1881, on the resignation 
of Judge Williston, he received the ap­
pointment of judge of the county courts 
of Northumberland, Gloucester and 
Restigouche. On the next day he was 
sworn in, and held his first county court 
at Bathurst

On February 12, 1884, he was ex-of­
ficio appointed first commissioner under 
the liquor license act of 1883 for the sev­
eral license districts of Northumberland, 
Gloucester and Restigouche, and held 
the same until the decision of the privy 
council declared the act ultra vires. On 
October £6, 1885, he was appointed, un­
der separate commissions, the revising 
officer of the electoral districts of Nor­
thumberland and Restigouche respective­
ly, under the electoral franchise act 
passed in 1884. His honor retired in 
1905 after being a quarter of a century 
on the bench, during which time he only 
had one decision reversed on appeal He 
was succeeded in office by the present 
Judge McLatchey of Bathurst.
In Church Life.

Judge Wilkinson was a member of the 
Church of England, and for thirty years, 
without a break, he was the vestry 
clerk of the church corporation in Chat­
ham, where he had always lived, and re­
signed the office about twenty years ago 
because of his necessarily frequent ab­
sence from home to fill judicial appoint­
ments. For a like period, with very rare 
exceptions, he had been a delegate to 
the Diocessan Church Society and to 
the Diocessan Synod at and ever since 
its formation, and on several occasions 
he had been elected by the diocesson to 
the provincial synod. At the fonnation 
of the diocessan he strongly espoused 
the necessity of the bishop’s concurrence 
in all acts of the synod, so in the pro­
vincial synod he was with those who 
held and voted that the House of Bishops 
should have a veto power on all nomi­
nations to the episcopate, both of which 
views, though not without much opposi­
tion, ultimately carried.

On St. James Day, 1850, Judge Wil­
kinson was married to Eliza I.ovibond, 
only child of the late Rev. Samuel Ba­
con, D. R., (the first rector of Chatham, 
and who continued such for the long pe­
riod of forty-seven years, dying at his 
post, February 16, 1869), a grand-daugh­
ter of a celebrated sculptor, the elder 
John Bacon. Mrs. Wilkinson died in 
1903.

Judge and the late Mrs. Wilkinson had 
six children, of whom three 
are now living: Eliza Bacon, wife of 
John P. Burchill, M.P.P.; Rev. William 
James Wilkinson, B.D., rector of St. 
Peter’s church, Kingsclear, and Mary 
Edith, wife of William li. Butler, M. I. 
C. E., until recently, professor of mathe­
matics and engineering at Royal Mili­
tary College, Kingston (Ont) He also 
leaves eleven grandchildren and two
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
