Mr. John H. Parks was sworn and
also testified that he had informed the
manager of the bank that the cotton
was worth 12} cents per pound and that
when the bank sold the cotton for I0}
cents per pound they knew this.

This afternoon Mr. D. D. Robertson
was sworn, and testified in substance
that he was the treasurer of the cotton
mills for about eleven months: that
his practice had been to prepare weekly
and submit to a bank fort-

read, opén to arrest and a fine; a law
that will make it impossible to post bills
of more than questionable character on
our streets to be gazed at by our boys
and girls.
