Not in Favor of Independent
Canadian Navy—Refers to
Joseph Martin,

(From Monday’s Daily.)

Captain M. Kincaid-Smith, late of
the 9th Lancers, formerly member in
the British House of Commons for
Stratford-on-Avon, is in the city, a
guest at the Empress hotel. Capt.
Kincaid-Smith, it will be remembered,
resigned his seat in order to test public
sentiment on the ‘question of compul-
sory military training, and in the re-
sulting three-cornered bye-election, he
lost. Hon. Joseph Martin, formerly of
this city, now resident in Londo1l, was
also a candidate in this fight and was
defeated by Mr. Foster.

In an interview with.the Times this
morning Capt. Kincaid-Smith said that
this was his first visit to British Co-
ltmbia, though he frequently came to
Canada, having large property inter-
8sts in Winnipeg. He was much im-
pressed with what he had seen of Vic-
toria, and was particularly struck
with the evidences of this being the
most English community in the whole
of Canada. He had observed that
English goods were on sale in the shops
here to a -greater extent than in other
cities in the Dominion he had visited,
and the attire and manner of the peo-
-~le were distinctly English. This he

tributed to the fact that this had

sn a British garfison town for some
rs and a naval base. He is of the
jon that it has been a mistake for
Imperial government to withdraw
roops from the Dominion, as their
snee in Canada would stimulate

(Lriotism. : Y

Captain Kincaid-Smith is an axjden_t
Imperial federationist. He believes
that ultimately the consolidation of
the Empire will have to be worked qut
on the lines of establishing an Imperial
council. He favors Canada being given
representation in the Imperial] Com-
mons to the same extent as Ireland. He
is of the opinion, however, that the
proposal to establish an independent
Canadian navy is a mistake. On this
point he said:

“{Inless supreme control of the Em-
pire’s fleet is invested in one head,
haif its potency is lost. If the Cana-
dian navy developes into a fleet of
battleships in contradistinction to ves-
sels intended merely for coast defence
it is perfectly obvious that the .vessels
being under separate control might be
at the other side of the Atlantie and
useless in the particular part of the
world, probably European waters,
where the life and -death strm~’
the very existence -~
taking. place.” ; f

He thinks, h: st Step
in the direction e creation of a
Canadian navy which might be taken
with advantage to Imperiaj interests
would be the establishing of naval col-
leges and the securing of some British
cruisers where the youth of the coun-
try could be trained as seamen ready
to go anoard a warship.

SALT WATER SYSTEM
TO UNDERGO INSPECTION

Anticipated That Insurance
Rates Will Be Further Re-
duced as Result.

It is hoped that it may be possible to
make the long-delayed official test of
the high pressure salt water system for
fire protection purposes during this
week. Preliminary tests, have been
made of the pumping machinery in
sharge of Superintendent Hutcheson,
o the electric lighting system, and
these have resulted satisfactorily. The
sxpert who will make the inspection of
the system for the Vancouver Island
Board of Fire Underwriters is now at
Portland, and is ready to come to Vic-
toria at a moment’s notice.

Certain interests in the city have been
chafing under the delay, which, how-
ever, is said to have been unavoidable,
because it is believed that should the
high pressure sysiem prove as efficient
as anticipated a further reduction in
fire insurance rates is probable, While
the board of underwriters hold out no
promises in this direction, it is held by
most of the local agents that when the
head office shall have received a favor-
able report there will be prompt re-
cognition of the splendid facilities for
fighting fire which Victoria now pos-
sesses, reducing the danger of a ser-
lous conflagration to a minimum, and
that another reduction will be made
promptly. In this connection it may
be mentioned that the new fire fighting
apparatus, for which orders had been
placed some months ago, is arriving.
These are two combination wagons and
a truck.

Mayor Hall said this morning that
he was anxious that the test should
be made at the earliest possible date,
and that he had inquired from Mr.
Hutcheson as to the cause of the de-
lay. He had been informed that Mr.
Hutcheson hagd thought it well to get
the engines working without a hitch
before he brought the expert over from
Portland, and had therefore been con-
ducting some preliminary tests of the
machinery.

INVESTORS ARE
COMING HERE

LLOYD GEORGE BUDGET

adam Motor Roads in
England.

(From Monday’s Daily.)

The investors of England are turning
their eyes towards Canada largely as
a. result of the drastic nature of the
Lloyd-George budget. That is the opin-
ion of F. B. Pemberton of this city,
who has just returned from England,
travelling by the C.P.R. and the Allan
liner Victorian. It seems to be the
oPinion in England that the govern-
ment will be returned with a small
majority, and that the budget will go
through. But that opinion was formed
of course previous to the Bermondsey
election, which went against the gov-
ernment.

“Many of the investors,” continued
Mr. Pemberton, ‘“will come here them-
selves to place their investments. There
is the keenest interest being taken in
British Columbia and in Victoria in
particular. People now know exactly
where these are, and many express
their intentions of coming here to
spend the rest of their days. They
have now come to realize what a
gigantic country Canada is.

“I had a conversation -with one of
the biggest millers in England. He
told me that he had just received &
consignment of Number 1 Northern
wheat from the Canadian prairies, and
that it was the best wheat he had ever
seen. He said that they were unable
to buy Number 1 Hard, for the Can-
adian millers kept all that for their
OWn purposes.

“I met a great many of the heads of
the great manufacturing concerns, and
they one and all expressed the opinion
that under the present non-tariff sys-
tem the business was gradually going
away from the country. The feeling in
favor of protection is growing fast, and
it is sure to become an accomplished
fact in the very near future.

“I met Mr. Turner in London,” con-
tinued Mr. Pemberton, ‘“and he told
me of the great interest that was be-
ing taken in British Columbia and es-
pecially in the fruit which was being
exhibited 'in different parts of the
country. The difficulty, however, was
to get sufficient frult to fill the spaces
at the different exhibitions. There
were thirty shows where it was in-
tended to exhibit, but there was fruit
enough for only fifteen.

“I spent five weeks in the country,
and during that time I motored over a
good deal of it. I found that all the
trunk roads were made of tar maca-
dam. They were perfectly dustless and
the best roads I have ever been on. It
was & common thing- on a’ straight
smooth piece of road to run the ma-
chine at 60 miles an hour, but when
there was a turn in the road, or a vil-
lage: to pass through, the machine was
slowed down and the greatest care ex-
ercised: In London the 1limit of speed
was 20 miles an hour, and drivers were
riot allowed to toot their horns when
turning a corner unless there .was
some one in the way. The only regu-
lation was that they must not drive
in such a way as to be a danger to the
public, and the.result is excellent. Not
ar accident was reported all the time
I was in England, and I was told that
it was a very uncommon thing for an
accident to occur, Even the Thames
embankment is treated with tar maca-
dam, and there is a tremendous traffic
at that place.

“The use of taxicabs and motor tars
is becoming very general in London,
and the use of horses is being gradual-
ly dropped. Those which are being used
are many of them on their last legs,
and when they are finished with mo-
tors will take their places.

“They have had a very wet summer
in England, and much of the grain
was badly discolored with the rain. I
am glad to be home once more. It feels
different on this side. of the mountains.
I found a number of British Colum-
biang who were anxious to be here
once more. There is something attrac-
tive about this country that acts like
lodestone to one who has once lived
here.”

THREE FOOTBALL
PLAYERS KILLED

SUCCUMB TO INJURIES
SUSTAINED ON FIELD

Death of West Point Cadet Re-
sults in Abandonment . of
Season’s Games.

Weast Point, N. Y., Nov. 1l.—Cadet
Byrne, of Buffalo, who was injured
in" Saturday’s football game between
the army team -and Harvard, died
early yesterday, and because of his
death no more football will be played
by West Point eleven thig year.

This statemer’t was made by Colonel
Hugh L. Scott, superintendent of the
United States Military Académy, late
last night after a consultation with
the athletic authorities of the academy
on the death of Byrne.

Colonel Scott sent the following mes-
sage to the naval academy, where
Cadet Earl Wilson, injured in a man-
ner similar to Byrne two weeks ago,
is in a critical condition: : §

“Superintendent Naval Academy,
Annapolis, Md.: On account of sorrow
of the loss of a member of our foot-
ball team and out of respect toy his
memory, West Point desires to cease
playing football for the remainder of
the season. (Signed) H. L. Scott, col-
orel, U. S. A., superintendent.”

The decision of Colonel Scott means
the cancellation of the annual strug-
gle between the army and navy, which
was to have taken place at Franklin
field, Philadelphia, on the Saturday
following Thanksgiving.

The tragedy has brought
nent grief to officers and cadets.

Byrne will be buried with military
honors at the academy cemetery to-
morrow morning. The service will be
held.in the Catholic chapel.

When President Lowell was seen in
Boston to-day he refused to discuss
Cadet Byrne’s death, and would not
say whether footbal] would be continu-
ed at Harvard.

As a result of the three deaths that
have resulted from football in the past
two or three days, it is generally be-
lieved here that a crusade against the
game will be immediately inaugurated
in the various universities and colleges.

Prof, Jordan’s Views.

Stanford University, Cal., Nov. 1.—
When President David Starr Jordan
of Stanford heard of the death from
football injury of Cadet Byrne, of
West Point, he said:

“The death of Byrne will affect
Rugby football as played by Stanford
and the University of California only
as an additional argument against
American football as a college sport.”

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CONSTABLE WOUNDED
BY DESPERADO

Slashed Policeman With Knife

Orangeville, Ont., Nov, 1.—Bob Cook,
a notorious local desperado, thrice a
jail breaker, the last time at Boise
City, Idaho, where he also freed a
number of prisoners, and who suc-
cessfully resisted arrest at the hands
of the local police on several occa-
sions, was last night engaged in an-
other fight with the authorities and as
a result Comstable James Halbert is
seriously wounded. Cook made his es-
cape.

After two years Cook re-visited his
home town and called at the home of
his mother-in-law, Mrs. Thomas Reid,
Church street, where he became abu-
sive, smashing the furniture. After he
left she swore out a warrant and Hal-
bert with Sam Speers set out to arrest
him, locating” him about 10 o’clock on
Broadway, right in the heart of the
business section. Cook retreated into
a furnishing store, but Halbert struck
him with his baton and grappled with
him. Cook slashed the wrist of the
constable to the bone with a knife, and
wresting the baton from him, knocked
the other man over and made hig es-
cape, unchallenged by two or three
hundred people in the street.

The knife wound severed an artery
and Halbert nearly bled to death. Cook
has had several clashes with the police,
always coming out best till he ran up
against the Mounted Police at Oxbow,
when he was sent to jail, later mak-
ing his escape.
