“A striking proof of the stability of
the government is seen in the personnel
of the executive board, which now con-
stitutes the provisional government.
They are all three men of strength,
character, leaders in the isthmian com-
munal world, and men who would com-
mand the undivided respect of the na-
tives as well as the foreign residents.

“The sentiment of the people of the
isthmus towards the United States is
extremely cordial and friendly. They
vant independence, annexation or any-
thing that will insure the construction
of the Panama canal. American capi-
tal is already there to a large extent,
and the people are desirous of cultivat-
ing closer trade relations with the
United States.”

CHANGING HANDS,

Colon Passing TUnder Control of the
Revoiutionists—Troops Leave
the City,

Paris, Nev. 6.—The French foreign
office to-day received a dispatch from
the French consul at Panama confirm-
ing the Associated Press dispatches o
yvesterday from that city and from
Colon. The consul says:

“Colon hag now followed the course of
Panama, and is passing into_the hamds
of the revolutionists. The transfer fol-
lowed mnegotiations between the Colom-
bian troops and the revolutionary ele-
ment. 'This culminated yesterday even-
ing when the Colombian troops surrend-
ered and immediately embarked. The
change occurred without bloodshed. The
United States gunboat Nashville and the
transport Dixie, with 650 American
marines, are co-operating with the rail-
roa:l company ‘n maintaining order.”

Another dispatch from the consul
says: ‘‘Federico Boyd, Jose Arjano and
WhongmenAring, representing the provis-
ional government, have communicated to
the consuls of the foreign powers that
the new state has been constituted.”

The consul adds: *‘“The province of
Cauca shows mo sign of revolution, nor
has the revolution thus far spread to
other provinces. The new state assumes
all the former treaty and legal obliga-
tions of Coiombia.”

The last information is regarded by
the officials here as being most import-
ant as showing no disposition on the
part of the new republic of Panama to
repudiate the canal or other property
rights acquired from Colombia.

Prelude to Drama.

City of Mexico, Nov. 6.—There is

The Clerical organ, with a wide cir-
culation here, El Tiempo, is indignant
over ihe news from Panama, and says in
pa-t: “It is perceived not to be merely
another revolution added to the already
long list of those that have occurred in
South America, but is a fareical prelude
to a terrible drama which is about to
unfold itself on the coveted isthmus, and
whic will end, perhaps, with the dis-
memberment of the unhappy Colombian
nation, and the augmentation of prestige
and power of the United States en the
American continent.”

The paper concludes by charging that
the revolution is probably directly the
result of r‘le rewntu.ent which states-
men and pﬂll
experienced at the fiasco of the Hay-
Herran treaty, and says it is but another
exemplification of the perfidy of the
Saxon race.

Marines Landed.

Washington, Nov. 6.—The navy de-
partment has received a dispatch from
Commander Delanca, of the Dixie, an-
nouicing that he has landed an adequate
force of marines from the Dixie, and
that the bluejackets which landed from
the Nashviile have re-embarked on that
vessel. The Dixie carries 400 marines.

The United States government has
recognized the de facto government of
Panama. It was announced at the state
department after the return of Secretary
Hay from the cabinet meeting, that in-
structions have been sent to United
States Minister Beaupre, at Bogota, as-
suming -that he has not yet left the cap-
ital, and to Mr. Ehrman, United States
vice-consul at Panama and now acting
consul there. to inform the governmemts
of Colombia and Panama respectively
that the de facto government js recog-
nized.

STATE OF TRADE.
Shortage of Cars to Remove Grain—In-~
dustrial Revival Anticipated.

New York, Nov. 6.—Special telegraphie
reports from correspondents of the Inter-
national Mercantile Agency throughout
the United States and Canada regarding
the state of trade, are summarized as fol-
Yows:

The intervention of elections in eleven
states, with a week of mild weather, has
served to check retail sales of seasonable
goods, notably clothing and millinery,
but a canvass of leading jobbers in staple
lines at important cities indicates that
the season’s total business is somewhat
in excess of expectations,

At Buffalo the elevators are nearly full
of grain, and railroads complain of a car
shortage. Merchants, as well as manu-
facturers, say the cut of £4 g ton for
steel billets, with the accompanying re-
ductions in the prices of finished steel,
which it is conceded must follow, will
hasten the industrial revival which they
say must appear when the steel quota-
tions show a <shrinkage corresponding
to that in iron. More mills and factories
have closed, and some have reopened.
About 25,000 iron and steel empioyees
are idle temporarily. Some 30,000 ircn
puddlers will have wages reduced on
November 10th. Unless one or the other
side recedes about 15,000 coal miners 1
Colorado, Utah and Wyoming will strike.
The stock yard laber disputes affeet
Chicago’s interests unfavorable. DPhila-
delphia textile mills report orders slow.

In financial circles the features have
been the case with which the Wall
Street stock market resists the shock,
and the ease with which gold was engag-
ed for-imvort after the first flush <f
cotton export bills, and th2 increased
firmness of money at the west, where, as
Chicago bankers soy, continued tension
is promised for the next four weelks.

In the Northwest the demand for crop
moving funds will not reach the maxi-
mum until the ground freezes, Minneapo-
lis bankers’ report. The flurry in St.
Louis banking circles has disappeared,
and collections there in most lines, as in
Baltimore, Chicago and Cleveland, are
better. The cotton crop, representing

*$100,000,000more than that of last year,

even if ncﬁ»l;ger. peints to_a fapther
finaneial draft to market it.

The big rush of corn and wheat to
market is yet to come forward, although
receipts of both are growing. Wheat
seeding in the southwest is completed,
and needed rains have fallen.

The demand for staple merchandise,
Montreal partcularly, shoes and leather,
has continued strong, and at Toronto dis-
tribution has been agtive, notably of
merchandise for delivery in the North-
west. At Ottawa the results of the
season’'s business were considered as
good, if not better, than last year, but
profits were not as large. There is a
general tendency toward retrenchmernt
in trade lines, and the depression in ircn
and steel in the States is reflceted here.
Railroads have been econcmized in the
matter of unnecessary expenses. The
grain movement is not as rapid as ex-
pected, as farmer are financially able to
hold it. The year's output of cheese in
the Dominion has been very heavy, ex-
port® being valued at $25,000,000, against
$21,000,000 last year,

Consul Declares South American States
Will Rally to the Assistance
of Colombia.

Londen, Nov, 7.—In a letter to the
London paper, A. Aldana, of the Colom-~
bian consulate, Cardiff, declares the
government of Colombia will not submit
to the spoliation of her territory with-
out struggling to the bitter end. The
South American states, he says, will
stand by Uolombia, not cnly ‘for senti-
mental reasons, but for self-preservaticnm.

The morning papers print lengthy dis~
patches describing the situation on the
isthmus of Panama, but few of theme
make ecditorial comment on the recogni-
tion of the new republic by the United
States, which was regarded as a fore-
gene conclusion.

The Morning Pest says: “Friction and
trouble would inevitably have arisen had
Colombia remained the owner of the
isthmus, and doubtless it is in the inter-
ests of civilization -that Panama should
declare her independence under the
shelter of American gurs. Nevertheless
we hope to have that Coclombian pro-
test. A really first class protest ad-
dressed to the world by a central Ameri-
san republic should be a pure delight.”

The Daily Mail does not believe that
the United States aided or abetted the
revolutiom, but thinks it will mecan vir~
tual annexation. The paper says: “Thas
the Tnited States, after absolving Span-
ish oppression iu the Carribean, will
draw a step nearer ‘to the immense
wealth of South America, which must
one day fall under their control.”

The Canal Question.

Paris, Nov. 7.—M. Jusserand, the
French ambassador at Washiugton, has
communicated to Foreign Minister D«l-
casse the details of conversation he had
with United States Secretary of State
Hay on Thursday evening, in which the
latter gave assurance that i the United
States concluded a treaty with the re-
public of Panamga for the coustruction
of the canal, the French Panama Canal
Company would receive the $40,000,000
agreed upon for the purchase of the
French rights,

Before giving a formal recogrition by
France on the new repubiic of T* anama,
Foreign Minister Delca bas decided
to secure a special declaration that the
new regime will carry out Colombia’s
former obligations in conrection with
the canal and other French property in
the west. Until this declaration is wn-
mistakably given, French recognition
will be withheld.
